What the Chart Shows 
It sbows that tbe school system of Delaware now works 

frolll the bo t tom lip, ill 4 steps , from the citizens of every local 
d istri ct to the State Board of Education. 

It shows tha t tbe actual ruuniug of the .schools ; s local ; 
tho sta te noes not operate tbe schools; it simply establlsbes and 
enforces standa rds. ' 

I. Local Boards of Trustees 
The scbool t rllstees in each loca l district are elected by 
the people and are therefore tbeir representa th'es and 
executives. They manage the schools as a physical plan t , 
choose the janitor , and may recommend the teacher , 
'fhey may refusa to accept the fi rst teacher 0 1' pr incipal 
appoi ntp,l if unsatis factory to the district . 

II. County and Special District Boards 
The county boards of education operate and manage the 
schools, iuclu rling the cou rses, subject to state standards. 
Special District Boards do the same within 'their in · 
corporated limits. The county is the main school unit, 
and the unit of taxation. 

III. State Commissioner of Education

offi ce r :111(1 the sc('ret,1I',Y of the tate Board of Educa tion . 

IV. State Board of Education 
- The State Boa rd of Ed uca t ion has nothing to do with 

the actua l lora l opera ti on of the srhools. I ut is 
charged w i th establ ishi ng certa111 sta te-wide polic ies and 
,mif o'l'm minillnl?ll stalldards, ( as to cou rses , text books, 
tra iain g of teache rs, etc.) 
The r ules a ud regulat ions of the Sta te Board of E duca­
tiou baro the f orce of law th ro ughout the s tate.
