Tuberculosis Eradi­
cation Workers 

Very Active 
• 

Report for Past Month Shows Dela­
ware Herds are Improving­

Great Interest Shown 

There is a g reat interest among the 
cattIe raisers of t his section of the 
fork being done by the United States 
Government in t uberculosis eradica­
tion. 

The local office for this work is lo­
cated at Delaware City. Many herds 
of this section are ins pected monthly 
b)' the Government men and it has 
not been so long ago that many cat­
tle were ordered destroyed because 
of their physical condi tion. 

At that time this section was hit 
unu ually hard and a great interest 
in this work was at once taken by the 
ca tIe breeders. This interest re­
lulted from the fact that an inspec­
tion by the Govern ment men excluded, 
the possibility o[ tuberculosis s pread­
ing in a herd. 

The report of the work done in this 
!ettion last month ha{ been submitted 
·nd the following figures will show 
the great amount of work carried on 
in the figh t against tuberculosis 
among catlle, 

During the month t he number of 
lot inspect.<I were 163. In this 
number the . were 1309 cattle passed 
and 221 ClltLIC reacted. Suspicious 
cattle numbered only 6. The total 
tattIe lested were 1534 ; r eactor cat­
tle slaughtered were 164. There are 
In the Stat 230 accredited herds.

On McKelvey . 

Pleads Guilty in United States Court 
and Is Assessed $2000-Not 

Conscious of Guilt 

Prominent among the "plead guilty 
day" cases before Judge Morris, in 
U. S. District Court, Monday, was 
that of James A. McKelvey, pro­
prietor of the Deer Park Hotel, of 
thi s place. McKelvey pleaded guilty 
to two charges of selling beer contain­
ing a lcohol above the legal limit. 

In explaining the case, District At­
torney Hughes said that, after com­
plaints against the hotel, a search 
was made revealing twenty-six cases 
of beer and a plant for its manufac­
ture. 

E. E. Berl, counsel for McKelvey, 
said his client had been prevailed on 
to use a preparation for making near 
beer, and made beer from the ingredi­
ents. The beer was sold for nearly a 
year without showing any intoxicat­
ing effects. 

About three or four months ago, 
McKelvey bought a large quantity of 
the same "ready brew" mixture from 
a Philadelphia house. This beer was 
not palata~le, and he was negotiating 
to return it to the makers when it waS' 
seized by the Federal agents. While 
"technically guilty," McKelvey was 
not intentally so, Mr. Berl contended. 

Federal Agent Green, colored, testi­
fied to buying beer at the hotel. He 
said the bartender asked if he "want­
ed Hi, or 25 cent" beer. Green replied

Th e time of application will depend 
la r gely upon t he natu r e of the farm ­
ing , The potato gl'ower s hould apply 
l ime di r ectly aitel' digging the po­
tatoes and befor e seeding hay in a ro­
tation of corn, potatoes and hay. T}:te 
g en e ra l farmer p ra ct icing a five-yea r 
rotation of corn, oats and pea s, a nd 
hay or a lfa lfa s hould apply li me di­
r ect ly before planting the hay 0 1' a l­
fa lfa, and t he same is true with t he 
farme r practic ing a r otation of corn , 
oats , wheat or r ye an d hay. In t his

Delaware public officiills have d cid­
ed that they will ban muskt'at hun t ing 
fol' at lell t two yea rs in an effor t to 
bring back many of these valuable 
fur-bearing a nimal s tha t threaten 
soon to become extinct if their pro­
mL cuous slaughter continu s. 

The high prices being paid for 
mu kt'at fur which is the real name of 
what is u ually a iled Hudson Bay 
cal, ha s led to a very close cil tching 

of these little animals, and many 
mal.' 'hes which were once f ull of t h m 
have but few left. The ban of the 
hunting, applies only to the I ~tilte 
public lands, but takes in a con idcr­
able a mount of the coast mal'shes 
along the eastem side of Delaware. 

The state owns large tracts around . 
A sawoman bay and a cons iderabl e 
strip up the coast along Indian r iver 
and back of Rehoboth Beach, Lewes, 
Milton a nd up the bay shore to 
Bowers Beach. With closed seasons on 
the land the state wi ll probably find 

in posse. sion of a very vaillabl e 
property in these fur-bearing animals 
in a f ew years.
