Dr. Alla n P . olburn, who is as­
si tant to th pr sid nt and advl er 
on rc ·ea rch, wi ll head the ummer 
e'slon taff, r placing Dr. W. Earl 

Armstrong, Dean of the School of 
Education . 

Dr. Carlson said that the change 
in a ignments was being made at 
o an Armstrong's request, in order 
to permit him to devote more time 
during th ummer months to the 
proiJ l m of the t~ach r who attend 
the ummer ess10n. 

At the same time, it was dls­
clo ed that th 194D Summer S s­
sion agai n will utilize the two-term 
plan which ha been in ffect for 
th pa t thr e years. The schedu le 
of two terms of six weeks' duration 
each was inaugurated to enable 
many former service men to com­
plete th ir college work sooner than 
they otherwise could. Course work 
is organized so a full semester of 
work may be completed in six 
weeks. 

The Summer Session is designed 
particularly to serve the needs of 
tudents whose programs have been 

lrrl'gular, or those who wish to 
speed up thei r graduation; elemen­
tary and secondary school teachers 
of D !aware interested in improv­
ing th ir ervices to the schools and 
posslbl in completing work toward 
ither a baccalaurea te or an ad­

van cd d gr e; and other persons 
from within and without the state 
of D !aware who wish to take ad­
vantage of some exceptional offer­
ing on the summer program. A fac­
ulty of approximately 100 persons 
is required for this instruction. 
The e a re mainly members of the 
regular univer ity staff, but are 
augment d in certain departments 
by trachers of distinction from 
oth •r universities. 

In last summer's record enroll­
ment, th re were more than 200 
public school teachers, most of 
th m from Delaware, who attended 
various Ia ses and laboratories, 
manv of which were established 
for lheu· benefit. The teachers in at­
tendance numbered more than in 
any y ar since 1930, when the Uni­
versit 's two-year teacher-training 
program was abandoned. Dean 
Arm t!' ng pointed out that proper 
coun.c,rling and instruction for these 
eachers provided a greater chal-

leng' than his School of Education
