Meyers Speaks On Vietnam 
An American civilian volunteer who has done 

three years of field work in South Vietnam 
will speak next Monday at 4 p.m. in the 
Ewing D&E room of the Student Center. 

William Meyers resigned from the lnter­
nattonal Voluntary services along with three 
Other senior staff meml>ers in September 1967. 
The reason for their resignation was indicat­
ed in an accompanying plea deliVered to 
President Johnson asking him to consider 
the severe suffering of the Vietnamese peo­
ple and to understand the Vietnamese re­
sentment of this war. 

Meyers ' talk will be concerned with this 
view which he bases on his own impres­
sions of Vietnam drawn from personal 
contact with a cross-section of its people. 
He will focus upon the effects of the Amer­
ican "presence" a11d the war effort in that 
country. 
DIRECT COMMUNICATION 

Meyers who speaks Vietnamese has been 
able to communicate directly with Vietnamese 
people from many levels of society and has 
come to believe that more and more Viet­
namese are turning against their governrr.ent 
and the Americans who support it. It is this 
opinion that Mr. Meyers has expressed to 
numerous people in Congress and to the 

various audiences which he has addressed 
since his return. 

The ·program will be sponsored l>y the Uni­
ver ~ ity of Delaware Friends Fellowship in 
an effort to provide the students with an op­
portunif y to hear a "dissentin_g" view of the 
war in Vietnam. Immediately following the 
lecture will be a question and answer period 
as well as time to discuss the views and opin­
ions of Mr. Meyers. 

COLLEGE GRADUATE 

Meyers, a resident of Souderton, Pa., is 26 
years old and a 1963 graduate of Goshen 
College, Indiana. ·In June or' 1963 he went to 
Vietnam with the IVS and worked for the 
first year as a volunteer in Kien Phong Pro­
vince in the Mekong Delta, helping with 
rural education programs and community de­
velopment. He then spent one year with a sci­
ence education program in Hue, Central 
Vietnam, before returning to work in the 
IVS Washington office. 

In June, 1966, he returned to Vietnam as 
a team leader in charge of the IVS pro­
gram in the Mekong Delta region. He had 
forty volunteers under hi:; supervision when 
he resigned along with the three other staff 
members last September.

Politics Dominate 
Winter Olympics

With the war in Vietnam, world poverty, the population 
explosion and eve ··ything else that the present day world is 
famous for going on, the nation.s have reaehed another im­
passe over an event which is supposed to relieve these same 
world ten s ions. · 

The lOth Winter Olympic' Games , in progress this week 
in Grenoble, France , have degenerated into merely political 
tests of strengths instead of the athletic contests that were 
planned centuries before in Gree{'e . No longer is Olympic time 
a time to "lay down" weapons of war and through.athleti{' 
COIIlpetition insure world pea<·e and friendship. 

Even to the rules and operation of the Games itself there is 
political pressure applied. Avery Brundage, a Chicago business­
ma n, who is head of the International Olympic Committee 
(IOC), is creating problellls that the ancient eireeks neve.r 
dreamt. Before the c·ompetition in Grenoble even started he de­
creed that no skier would be allowed to have the tradema rk 
of the skimaker displayed. This, he felt, would' make the Games 
too COilllllereial, which is rathe I' hypocritical considering the 
other more flagrant violations of commercialism connected 
with the Games. 

OVERTONES INCREASE 

The political overtones to the Games have incre ased to a 
fever pitc·h in these Olympic Games because, simply, it is good 
propaganda for winning nations. 

Take the Hussians for example . Their athletes spend full 
ti111e prarticing their sperialties while disguised as "Physical 
Fitness" graduate students. The hockey team, which has been 
playing together for almost ten years, has steamrolled all 
of their opposition. In fact, after the United States team was 
shellacked by the Hussians one of the team mentioned that 
"they could probably play in the National Hockey League on par 
with the Black Hawks." 

SEX TESTS 

Another case in point is the innovation of "sex tests" during 
the Games. At first glance it would seem that "sex tests'' 
would be a waste of time but since a Polish female high jumper 
was found to he a he, these tests were deemed necessary by 
the IOC. A rash of non-entries plagued the Games in the wom­
en's events. Once again it is the desire for propaganda material 
that presses nations to enter men in women 's events. 

The question that comes to the mind of almost every sports­
minded person is: What value is the Olympics ? Athletically 
the Game s provide an incentive and arena for the top athletes 
of the world, however when nations look only upon the Games 
as a political 1nove then the value decreases. 

Pers onally, this writer would like to see the Russian hockey 
team play the Black Hawks and the Czech basketball team com­
pete against the likes of Chamberlain, Russell, Lucas and the 
rest of our athletes who devote fulltime to their specialties, 
How fast would the other countries then return to the original 
"amateur" con<·ept?

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LBJ ·calls -For Education Act 
By Vr AL Tf:.R GRANT. 

WASHINGTON (CPS)--
Presldent Johnson asked Con­
gress last week to pass a new 
Educational Opportunity Act 
designed to eliminate economic 
_and racial barriers to higher 
education. 

The President said the pro-
posed leglsl atlon would set a 
new and sweeping national 
goal: that every qualified 
young person, regardless 
or race or economic well­
being, must have all the ed­
ucation he wants and can ab­
sorb. 

The proposed Educational 
Opportunity Act of 1968 was 
oullined in the President's 
annual message to Congress 
about ed u~ ation, 

In his special message, 
President Johnson also said 
he was directing the Secre­
tary of Health, Education, and 
Welfare to begin preparing 
a long- range plan for the sup­
port of higher education. He 
said the plan, or "strategy," 
would Include a "comprehen­
sive set of goals and a pre­
else plan of action." 

In addition, the President 
recommended tbat Congress 
pass a Networks for Knowl­
edge Act of 1968. "This pilot 
program will provide new tl­
nanclal Incentives ·to encour­
age colleges and unlvers lUes 
to pool their resou·rces by 
sharing faculties, facflltles, 
equipment, library, and educa­
tional television services," ­
he said. 

The proposed Networks for 
Knowledge Act would supple-

ment the effort launched last 
year by the National Science 
Foundation to explore the po­
tential of ·computers In educa­
tion, President Johnson add­
ed. 

The President said the pro­
rx>sed Educational Opportun­
ity Act would: 

--HelP a million and a half 
students attend college next 
year through the full range 
of federal student aid pro­
grams, including guaranteed 
loans, 

--Strengthen the Guaranteed 
Loan Program by meeting the 
ooministratlve costs of the 
banks who made these loans, 
With a service fee of up to $35 
for each loan, this program 
can aid an additional 200,000 
students next year, bringing 
the total to 750,000, the Pres­
Ident said. 

--Provide $15 mllllon for 
new programs of tutoring, 
counseling, and special ser­
vices so that the neediest 
students can succeed In cot­
lege, 
---Unify and simplify several 
existing student aid programs 
so that each college can de­
vise a nexlble plan of aid tail­
ored to the needs of each stu­
dent. The programs affected 
would be the N attonal Defense 
F.ducation Act Loans, Educa­
tional Opportunity Grants, and 
the College Work-Study pro­
gram. 

President Johnson said in his 
message that America Is ready 
to declare a flfth freedom--
freedom from Ignorance. 

11 Last fall, more than 50 per 
cent of our high school grad­
uates went on to college, It 
is our goal by 1976 to Increase 
that number to two-thirds," 
he said. 

To help guarantee this free­
dom, the President said Con­
gress must continue existing 
federal support for higher 
education. Specifically, he 
urged Congress to extend 
and strengthen theN ational De­
fense Ed-ucation Act of 19581 
the Higher Education Facili­
ties Act of 1963, and the 
Higher Education Act of 1965, 

The President, however, 
al-ready has recommended a 
decrease of $82 mtllton In the 
amount of federal funds for con­
struction grants to 'colleges. 

THREE MEASURES 

President Johnson also 
recommended three new meas­
ures to strengthen graduate 
education In the United States. 
First, he said, Congress should 
increase the federal payment 
avail able to help graduate 
schools meet the cost of edu­
cating a student who has earn­
ed a federal fellowship, 

Second, President Johnson 
urged Congress to launch a 
new program to strengthen 
those graduate schools with 
clear potential for higher 
quality.
