Farm Machin er y R epait· 
"The Spring planting season is just 

around the corner and farm machinery 
will soon go back into service. There 
is not mu ch lime left to make equip­
m ent safe for the coming season ," Wil­
liam Calvert, extension agricultura l 
cogineer for the University of Dela­
ware warned I'ccently . 

It is not enough to simply give it a 
" ti ck and a promi se" and hopc that 
you get by . Poorly conditioned equip­
men t reduccs an opera tor's efficiency 
and mu ltiplies the chances for acci­
dents. It is irritating, fatiguing, and fos­
ters carelessness. 

The National Safety Council recom­
mends that all farm equ ipment be 
checked thoroughly before fi e ld work 
starts. Look for defects in hitches. seats, 
clutches. wheels, brakes, steering and 
unguarded gea rs or shafts. Make re­
pairs now and head off costly break­
down or acc iden ts during the busy sea­
son. Carcfu l operators will a lso take 
time to c'quip tractors with fire ex­
tinguishers and provide secure holders 
for g~ease guns or other servicing tools 
carried on thc tractor . Loose acces­
sories may lead to falls or other casual ­
ties. A secure step or grab bar may also 
avoid <l.. fa ll in getting on or off the 
tractor.
