to Display the Flag of the United States 
DESORlPTION OF THE FLAG 

The Flag of the United States of Amer­
lica has 13 horizontal stripes-7 red and 
16 white-the red and white stripes alter­
Inating, a nd a union which consists of 
w hite stars of five points on a blue fi eld 
placed jn the upper quarter next the 
staff and extending to the lower edge of 
the fourth r ed stri pe from the top. The 
number of star s is the same as the num­
ber of States in the Union. The canton 

1r union now cont ai ns 48 stars arranged 
m six horizontal and eight vertical rows, 
each star with one point upward. On 

Ithe admission of a State into the Union 
a star will be added to the union of the 
flag, and such addition will take effect 
on the 4th day of July next succeeding 
such admission. The proportions of the 
Flag as prescribed by Executive Order 
of President Taft. October 29, 1912, arc 
as follows ; 

Hoist (width ) of fl ag . . . ... 1. 
Fly (leng th) of fl ag . . . . . . . . 1.9 
Hoist (width) of union .. .. . 7/13 
Fly (length) of union . 0.76 
Width of each stripe . .. .. . . 1/ 13 
Diameter of each star. . . . . .0616 

PROPER MANNER OF DISPLAYING 

THE FLAG 

There are certai n fun da menta l rules 
of heraldry which, if under stood gener­
ally. woulrl Indicate the proper method 
ot ruspl ayi ng the Flag of the United 
States of America. The matter becomes 
a very simple one if It is kept in mind 
that the Flag r epresents the living 
country a nd is itself considered as a 
living thing. The union of the Flag is 
t he honor point; the ri ght arm is the 
rword arm and therefore the point of 
" anger and hence the place of honor. 

1. The Flag should be displayed only 
from sunrise to sunset, or between such 

; hours as may be designated by propel' 
authority. It should be hoisted bri~kly, 
but should be lowered slowly and cere­
moniously. The Flag should be dis­
p layed on a ll National and State holi­
days and on hi sto ric and specia l occa­
sions. (However, being the emblem of 
our country, it ought to fly f rom every 
fiagpole every day throughout the year, 
weather permitting.) 

2. 'Vlten carried in a procession with 
:mother n ull' or flags, the Flag of the 
United States of America should be 
eit her on the m a rch ing r ight, i. e., the 
F lag's own ri ght, or when there is a 
line of other fl ags. the Flag of the 
!Jnited States of America m ay be in 
. ro nt of the center of tha t line.

5. "Vhen flags of Sta t s or ci ties or 
pennants of ,socletics Grc fl owlI on the 
same h alyard with tho F lug of the 
United States of Americn, the latter 
should always be at the peale When 
flown from ad jacent staffs the Flag of 

. he United States of America should be 
' lOisled first and lowered last. No such 
:Jag or pennant flo wn in the former 
position shou ld be placed above, or In 
t he latter position to the ri ght of the 
Flag of the United States of America, 
i. e., to the observer's left. 

PROPER USE OF BUNTING 
Bunt ing of t he National colors should 

be u~ed for coveri ng a speal<er's desk, 
draplllg over the front of a pla tform 

a nd for decoration in gene ra l. Bunting 
shou ld be a r ranged with t he b lue a bove, 
t he white in the middle, and the red 
below. 

the flags should be of approximately 
equal size. Intel'national usage forbids 
the display of the flag of one n ation 
above that of another nation in time of 
peace. 

'7. When the Flag Is displayed from a 
starr Jlrojeeting horizontally or at a.n 
angle from the window sil l, ba lcony or 
fron t o f building, the union of the Flag 

should go clea r to the peak of the staff 
un less the Flag is a t ha lf-sta ff. (When 
the Flag is suspended over a sidewalk 
from a rope, extending from a house t o 

a pole at the edge of the sidewalk, the 
F lag should be hoisted out from the 
building towards the pole, union first.) 

8. When the Flag Is displayed in a 
maimer other than by being flown from 
a stall, . it should be displayed fiat, 
w hether mrloors or out. When displayed 
either horizontally or vertically against 
a wall, the un ion should be uppermost 

and to the Flag's own right, I. e., to the 
observer's left. When displayed in a 
window it should be displ ayed the sa me 
way, tha t is, with the un ion or blue field 
to the left of the observe r in the street. 
W hen festoons. rosettes, or draplngs are 
desired. bunting of blue. white and red 
should be u sed, but never the Flag. 

in an east and west street or to the east 
in a north and south street. 

10. Wilen used on a speaker's plat­
form, the Flag, if displayed fiat, should 
be displayed above and behind the 
speaker; If flown from a staff, it should 

during the ceremony, but the Flag Itself 
should never be used as the covering 
for the statue. 

12. "Vhen flown at half-stall, the Flag 
should be hoist ed to the peak for an in­
stant a nd then lowered to the half-staff 
position; but before lowering the Flag 
for the day it should be raised a ga in t o 
the pea le By ha lf-staff is meant haulin g 
down the Flag to one-half the rustance 

bet·.veen the top a nd the bottom of the 
staff. If loea l ~ondit.i~ ns require, diver­
gnce fron:' thiS position is permissible. 

n Memonal Day, May 30th, the Flag is 
displayed at ha lf-staff from sunrise unt il 
noon a nd at full staff from noon until 
s,unse~; fo r the N ation li ves a nd the 
Flag IS the symbol of the li vi ng Nation. 

13. Flags flown from fixed staffs are 
placed at half-staff to indicate mourning. 

1. Do not permit disrespect to 
shown to the Flag of t he United 
of America.
