Capper-Vol tead act. The agricul­
tural department of the Univer sity, 
under the requests made, will fur­
nish assistance in many ways, espe­
cially in tabulating results. 

There have been several coopera­
tive marketing associations in Dela­
ware, It is said that the most suc­
cessful one has been the organization 
of milk producers. There are still 
several in existence in addition to the 
milk men. It is said that one reason 
why there have not been more suc­
cessful cooperative associations than 
there are at present, is due to the 
fact tha t Delaware is so near the big 
markets that it is possible to dispose 
of most any kind of fruit or produce 
and the refore many do not go to the 
trouble to grade their products and 
sell them through the assooiations. 

It is t he object of the farm board 
to ascertain whether such associations 
are successful, and if not successful, 
why they have fai l e~. The board also 
wants to ascertain if these associa­
tions are really of benetit to the far­
mers or whether some other plan 
might be more effective. 

It is pointed out that the Federal

The Army On The Job 
If you don't think that the Salvation Army was kept busy 

this holiday season, glance at these figures, submitted from the 
Army's central headquarters in Chicago: Something like 2,000,000 
pounds of gifts were distributed in 275 cities and towns in 11 
Middle Western States by the Army's workers. Among them were 
the following: 100,000 pounds of toys, 600,000 pounds of potatoes, 
360,000 apples, 120,00 dressed chickens, 180,000 oranges, 60,000 
pounds of candy, 60,000 fruit cakes, 240,000 cans of milk, soup 
and vegetables, 120,000 pounds of sugar, 60,000 loaves of bread, 
60,000 pounds of coffee, 60,000 pounds of butter, 60,000 packages 
of crackers, and some 400,000 pieces of wearing apparel. All of 
which would seem to indicate that the old reliable Salvation Army 
was very much on the job. 

The Menace of Checkers 
The city La Crosse, in Wisconsin, seems to be somewhat like 

the city of Lynn, Mass.; that is, it evidently has a mayor who i~ 
fond of making unusual and peculiar rules for the guidance of his 
feIlow citizens.' Lynn's mayor, you will remember passed all kinds 
of edicts regarding the length of women's skirts and the like. Now 
the mayor of La Crosse-if press dispatches are to be believed­
announces that checkers must not be played in public places. He 
has been nourishing a campaign against gambling, and he says 
that checkers is potentially as bad a game as craps. Hence-no 
more checkers in public. This is the first time we have heard that 
the playing of checkers could be an evil and immoral pastime. The 
people of La Crosse now know just how the people of Lynn have 
been feeling. 

Our Political Groupings 
The editor of Collier's Magazine sat down the other day ta 

find out how many political parties we really have in the United 
States today. He made out a list something like this: Progressive 
Republicans, Organization Republicans, the Larger-Minded Re­
publicans, the Hoover Rel?ublicans, the Southern Democrats, the 
Al Smith Democrats, the Western Progressive Democrats, the 
Democratic-Progressive-Republican Coalition Party-And then 
he quit in despair. ' Probably you can think of three or four more 
classifications; and the matter is complicated by the fact that 
some people belong to two or three of these groupings at once. 
The whole situation emphasizes anew our need for a new political 
alignment.

CAN BE DESTROYED The fO I'age exhib'it is likewise much 

Postmaster W. H. Evans related an 
incident this week which shows how 
some valuable mail can be uninten­
tionally destroyed. The postmaster's 
description of t he incident follows : 

On January 7, 1930, a patron of 
this office called to enter complaint 
about non-delivery of a letter which 
was attached to a parcel post package 
which was plainly addressed to a resi~ 
dent of a nearby town. This package 
was forwarded December 24, 1929 and 
sender used stamped envelope, ad­
dressed the same as t he parcel and 
attached to it, surely there could be 
~o excuse for letter going astray, but 
It ~as lost- the ten dollar bill at least, 
which was enclosed in the envelope. 
Now who got it? 

The postmaster at destination on 
receipt of our inquiry took the ma~ter 
up with the addressee, here is the 
answer he received. "The letter con­
taining the ten dollar bill was pasted 
on the box-supposedly the address. 
After openi ng the parcel the wrapper 
~ith letter attached and all were put 
111 the empty box and with other 
similar wrappings taken to t he cellar 
to be burned. The fire did not go out, 
hence t he paper was not destroyed. 
Ifhanks to you the letter and contents 
were recovered." 

Note: The Postal laws and regula­
tions permit the attaching of stamped 
envelopes to parcel, which contain 
written instructions with regard to 
contents. This practice is largely used 
by mail order houses, but it is not 
intended for remittances-especially 
of money.

MANY DELAWARE 
CHILDREN ARE IMMUNE 

FROM DIPHTHERIA 

A higher percentage of children in 
Delaware is immune from diphtheria 
than in any other state in the Union, 
Dr. Seth Hurdle of the State Board 
of Health, told members of the Gar­
den Club in Wilmington, Friday night. 

Dr. Hurdle in quoting statistics, 
said there were about 68,000 children 
in the State, and of this number, 35,-
000 had been inoculated agamst the 
disease. He said that diphtheria had 
been practically driven from the 
schools and the 13 deaths among chil­
dren from the disease in Delaware 
in 1929 all resided either in Wilming­
ton or New Castle county. He sajd 
there were no deaths from the disease 
in either Kent or Sussex counties 
among children, and that all the 
de/lths were from among the 33,000 
children who had not been inoculated. 

Dr. Hurdle gave praise to the dis­
covers of serums to combat diseases 
and predicted that cure for cancer 
would be established in years not far 
distant. He referred to an expendi­
ture of $1,000,000 being made yearly 
by Wilmington people who are having 
experiments made to establish a cure. 

Dr. Hurdle said the world was 
practically free from the yellow fever 
today but to date there has not been 
found a vaccine for scarlet fever and 
whooping cough .that is perfect. 

Immunization work in the crusade 
against diphtheria will be carried 
throughout the entire state during the 
next few weeks under the direction of 
the State 'Board of Health.
