We believe we represent the majority sentiment of residents 
of Newark when we express appreciation to the Town Council for 
the acceptance of its just responsibility in calling a special con­
ference of Council memb'eps 'a~d the resigned staff of the Newark 
Civilian Council for Civilian <D,efense, last Thursday, which accom­
plished reinstatement of Civilian Defense staff members and com­
plete accord between that volunteer orgarlization and the Town 
governing body. 

The safety of and adequate protective measures for town 
residents is definitely a community responsibility, not that of just 
a few interested residents who have volunteered their services. 
The provision of proper alarm devices and equipment should, 
naturally, be borne by the town as a whole and not by contribu­
tions from a fe~. We commend the Town Council for its under­
standing and action in agreeing to provide sirens, sector dressing 
stations, ambulance supplies and other equipment deemed neces­
sary for the preparedness of Newark. We congratulate local staff 
members of the Civi lian Defense Council for their willingness to 
again accept their posts and continue to serve residents of Newark 
unselfishly. 

With Newark siren and equipment problems satisfactorily 
solved, there now remains the necessity of raising funds to equally 
equip the outlying rural territories included in the Newark area. 
To this end the Newark Post. will continue to accept contributions 
to help defray the costs of sirens, dressing stations, supplies, etc., 
for these zones.

Prepared undel' the supervision of 
Walter C. McKain, of the Burea u of 
Agricu ltura l Economics, the direc tory 
includes the location of the ql'fices of 
a ll Sta te a nd national agencies serving 
rura l Sussex County. Space is also 
provided for each family to l ist such 
local information as the location of 
ration boards, police and til'e depart­
ments, a ir ra id wardens, forest tire 
wardens, and other agencies which 
farm people may tind it necessary to 
consult.

Ellison and Assistant Chief Ira C. Shel­
lender, who pointed out that much 
could be obtained through government 
lease lend procedure, with the Town 
possibly going surety on the bond. 

A representative of the Diamond 
State Telephone Company was present 
and emphasized that one of the main 
purposes of installing sirens was to 
relieve pressure on telephone equip­
ment during an air alert, there being 
a danger that the service would break 
down under the load of calls during 
an emergency. 

Essential needs of the decontamina­
tion squad were presented by Dr. 
Glenn S . Skinner, head of the unit, 
and council members agreed , pending 
further investigation, to furnish neces­
sary equipmeht. 

During the discussion, Mayor Frank 
CoUlns, who apparently fe lt that the 
Council should not be , called on to 
provide Defense fund s, suggested that 
a special tax levy be put to a referen­
dum of the people. No action on the 
proposal, however, was taken. 

Ra tioning of the fa rm machinery will 
be handled by a county r ationing com­
mittee composed o f the county Tri ple­
A chairman and two fa rmers appointed 
by the County Agricultural War Board . 
Two a lterna tes w ill also be appointed. 

F arm machinery has been placed in 
three class ificntions. Group A includes 
farm machinery which is scarce a nd 
is especia lly needed to meet current 
agri cultura l needs, and may be so ld 
only upon approva l by the county farm 
m achinery rat ion committee, Machin ­
e ry is a second category- Group B, in­
cluding items somewhat less scarce, 
may be sold upon certification by the 
farmer ( 0 the dealer that it is required 
to meet current agricultural needs. A 
third classification- Group C, includes 
the smaller items that may be so ld 
wi thout restrictions. 

There a re no restrictions on sa.le of 
used fa rm machiner y equipment or 
repair parts. Under the I-ationing plan, 
to be eligible for Group A purchases, 
farmers must show the inadequacy of 
their present equipment and the ir ina ­
bility to meet farm production goals by 
repairing, purchasing or r enting used 
mac h inery, or by cus tom work. Equip­
ment in Group A must not be pur­
chased la te r than October 31, 1942. 

For further deta ils as to the machin­
ery included in the classifica tions, farm­
ers ilre urged to contact their County 
Tripl e -A chairman, or their \ county 
agricultura l extension agent who 
serves as secretary of the County 
U.S.D.A. War Board .
