Legitimate ExpeI)ses of Political 
. Campaign Are Heavy 

It takes money to run an honest polit­
ical campaign , just at it took money to 
run a Liberty Loan or a Red Cross cam­
paign . It takes everybody doing his bit 
and giving his share, rather t'han a very 
few people doing and giving it all ,. to 
make a political campaign a success, Just 
as this was true with the Liberty Loan and 
R ed Cross campaigns. 

The necessary and legitimate expenses 
of a political campaign are heavy and 
varied . 

One of the first and most nece;ssary 
expenses is that incident to making a 
" block" or "poll" of the voters of the 
state. To prevent fraud in the form of 
"repeaters" and other illegal voters , it is 
absolutely necessary that the party kno~ 
the names and residence of a ll voters 10 

the state , how long they have.liv~ in. the 
sta te and in their present electIOn dlstncts. 
It takes money to make this political 
census. 

It takes money to maintain state and 
county headquarters. There are the of­
fi ce expenses of rent , ligh~ , telephones, 
etc, Furniture and typewTlters must be 
rented or purchased. Stenographers a?d 
cle'rical help must be employed and paid. 
S tationery and stamps must be purchase~. 
There are approximately 50,000 ~~publI­
can voters in Delaware (countmg the 
women voters) . To send each of these 
Republi~ans only one letter d.uring the 
campaign would cost $1 ,000 10 stamps 
alone ; in addition there would be the 
cost of stationery, the envelopes, the pay­
mil of the stenographers who wrote .the 
letters , folded , enclosed, sealed and mal)ed 

them. · be d 
In this connection , it should state 

that no official connected with the .state 
and county headquarters or co~mlttees 
receive any salary or compensatIon. AI-

--, 

though they ar~ men who have private 
business to conduct and their living to 
make, the various chairmen, secretaries, ' 
treasurers and other officials of the state 
and county committees are serving the 
party absolutely without pay. The only 
payroll in connection with these head­
quarters is that of the clerical and steno­
graphic forces . 

It Costs Money to Keep Public 
Posted on Campaign Issues 

Every citizen is ent itled to know for 
what the Republican party and its candi- ' 
dates stand. - The Republican party is 
particularly anxious that the fullest and 
f,reest publicity attend the campaign is­
sues ; t hat the people be given all , the 
facts. To do this requires the printing 
and distribution of literature; the use of 
advertising in ' the newspapers ; the hold­
ing of public meetings for which halls 
must be rented and music and speakers 
provided. The speakers donate their serv­
ice, but their traveling expenses must be 
paid. To do all this requires a great 
amount of money. 

Men must be obtained to act as poll 
book holders, challengers, watchers, etc. 
They cannot be asked to leave their work 
at the factory or at the desk or on the 
farm to work all day, and maybe into the 
'night , at the polls unless they are paid a 
dav's wages. ' Ve'ry frequently the result 
ot" the election depends upon which 'Party 
has the best and most efficient organiza­
tion for getting out the vote. This is a 
perfectly legitimate expense that must be 
met. 

In short, to run a Republican calJlpaign 
in Delaware means "blocking1

' and 
th'e organizing of 50,000 individuals, 
placing in their hands all possible infor­
mation regarding the iss.ues and the c?n­
didates , and seeing to it that on electIOn 
day all legal and rightful Republican 
voters reach the polls , cast their ballots 
and have them honestly counted. This 
cannot be done without expense by a 
political party organizati~n any more .than 
it could be done for nothmg by a busmess 
organization. 

Old Methods of Raising Funds Out 
. of Spirit With New 

Americanism ' 

Formerly the bulk of money needed to 
finance political campaigns was raised by 
a comparatively few men. ,Fred W . 
Upham, treasurer of the Republican Na­
tional Committee, recently made the pub­
lic statement that in previous national 
campaings 75 percent oj the funds to 
finance the entire nat ional fight were 

, raised in New York City. This applied to 
both political parties. It was a , practice 
which the present Republican ~ational 
Committee thought should be abandoned. 

The county and the people are entering 
upon a new era. The spirit of true 
democracy, where every cit~z~~ f~els .a 
personal interest and responSibility 10 hiS 
government, is abroa~ in Americ~ as the 
result of impulses which were qUIckened , 

by the war. The long established method , 
customary in all poli t-ical parties, of hav­
ing a comparatively small number of men 
assume the financial burden of presi­
dential and congressional campaigns, ap­
'pealed to the Republican Nation'al Com­
mi ttee as being out of key with the spirit 
of the times, which call for a more active 
participation of each individual in the 
a ffairs of his government-and his p~rty. 

The plan to decentralize the financing 
of the Republican party yas proposed at a 
special meeting of the Republican Na­
tional Committee held in Chic~go, Janu­
ary 1919. "Decentralized financing" is a 
new term in the dictionary of politics. It 
signifies financing by the many instead of 
by the few. It means instated of a few 
very rich men in a few commercial ~nd 
industrial centers putting up the money 
t o meet the necessary expenses of a cam­
paign that every citizen-in village as 
well as the city, in farmhouse and factory 
as well as the bank and corporation office 
- w ill be given opportunity to give ac­
cording to 'his means to the support of his 
party. It also means the elimination of 
any foundation for the charge, which was 
frequently made, that those who financed 
the campaigns placed the party candidates 
and leaders under undue and improper 
obliga tions to the monied interests. 

Every American Citizen Wants to 

Hold Up His End of the Stick 

In order to bring about the "decentral­
ization" of campaign fund collections the 
Republican National Committee at its 
meeting in January 1919 unanimously 
adopted a resolution authorizing the Na­
ti onal Chairman to appoint a Ways and 
Means Committee which should devise 
and organize a system of raising cam­

'paign funds that would make the financial
