Delaware College Has 175 
Enrolled In Freshman Class 

Despite the depre.sion t he fresh­
man class entering Delaware College, 
University of Delaware, is as large ail 
it was last year. Dean George E. 
Dutton, announced the figures' last 
Thursday night, showing 172 in the 
entering class, which is exactly the 
same number. as last year and those 
are the two largest classes in the his­
tory of the college. 

Of this number 99 have registered 
in the arts and science course, 67 in 
engineering and b'Jt 6 in agriculture. 
Nearly 60 per cent of the entire fresh­
man enrollment come from Wil­
mington. There is about the usual 
percentage from rural New Castle 
County, Kent and Sussex and only 
26 from outside the state. 

The freshmen registered last Thurs­
day and took part in the Freshman 
week program. The class work start­
ed last Tuesday.
