!he ,Ir~y officers are call1l1g upon the teachers of the trade d 
:~~~~rles to rush the training of 300,000 mechanics and' me~:a~l. 

England by necessity accepted the services of her best teach· 
c ~·s a~d educated men when she first sent an army to check the 
VictOriOUS march of the Gel'mans through Belgium and northern 
Fra:nc~. La~e~' some of these who escaped death were recalled to 
assist m tramlllg men in the inuustries at home. 

We are .malting the same mistake; and, unless our Exemption 
Boards are IIlstructed to I{eep hands on' OllI' vocational teachers, 
some parts of our school system will bl'eak down. T he draft has 
t:tl{e~ so many of the ag ricul tural teachers that the farm projects 
for hIgh school boys under the Smith-Hughes law are liI{ely to fall. 
. If food is to win the war t~ese helpers must not be put into 
the tren.ches .. The man who trams the youth for the plow and the 
furrow IS as Important as the officer who trai n ' our young men for 
the musket and the t rench. 

. The same, perhaps, is true of our t eachers of science. It is 
~ald that Germa~y ~vent into t he war with two hundred fifty chern· 
ISts for .every SIX m E ngla nd and seven in France. Hence, the 
destructIOn of brave armies by liquid fire and poisonous gases by 
the HUllS. 

We must speed up in our schools. They are the be t training 
~amps of a democracy. If Oui' armies are patriotic (who disputes 
It?) the boys got their spirit of patriotism in our public schools 
and co.lleges. . 

There has been revealed, however, in drafting our first great 
arnlY, one deplorable cond ition which sadly reflects on every state 
which has fail ed to enforce the compulsory school law, namely, the 
fact that we have forty thousand illiterate soldiers. It is more 
than a blot on our boas ted democracy-it is the same evil that 
threatens Russia. "General JfTnorance" is t he J{aiser's most pow. 
erful ally. Under no conditions should we listen to anyone who 
proposes to close the public school , technical schools and colleges. 
The teachers and pupils in our schools have been ca ll ed our SeconJ 
Line of Defense. Our schools and colleges are the train ing camps 
of our Democracy, whether we continue to need soldiers or intel­
ligent c itizens. 

If Eng land and France now see the need of preparing for t he 
future, why s hould we be educational s lackers, when we have not 
yet tas ted the des truction of val', as these nations have? 

Las t spring in some s tate high school boys were permitted 
to stop school before the term ended on promise to help on the 
farms. But, in June, after the schools closed, these seniors stop­
ped work, and loafed the r est of the ummel'. They were s lackers. 
However, in other s tates the high school boys were organized into 
camps under a gricultural teachers or hgi h school principals. 

These camps proved to be valuable aids to farming communities. 
There are in the thirty approved high schools of Delaware 

750 non.res ident pupil s, half of these being boys. Of these 350 
boys no doubt the majority ha ve farm work at home. At the same 
time it is equally true that many high school pupils living in our 
towns have no pegular work for the s ummer vacation. These are 
the boys who should be ol'ganized in to camps under our agricul­
t ural teachers, principal and county superintendents, all under 
t he s upervis ion of the Commis 'ioner of Ed ucation and t he State 
Diredor of Agriculture, who wo uld make a detailed report to the 
State Board of Education in September. The camp should be 
selected with care, always near a stream of water, or mill pond 
for bohting purposes. Farmers in t he neighborhood of the camp 
would make all contracts with the camp s upervisor, as to wages, 
length of day, etc. The supervisor would also keep a ll accounts, 
coiled all wages, and pay the same over to the IJarent of each boy. 

Boys sixteen years of ag-e should be expected ~o make ~ .full 
hand and no boy under fourte en should be permitted to Jom a 
cam~. Boys between fourteen and sixteen should have lighter 
work and shorter hour . 

Student of Delaware College, who have no definite work for 
the s ummer, would be elig ible to join a ~amp . ~arents living in 
the towns and cities should not end thell' sons mto the country 

to work alone. 
All school boys who wor k regularly through the summer vaca-
