This week the ' hot dog lady" delightedly 
·sprang her gleaming new cart on an un u -
pecting downtown Newark. "I had it a week 
ago, but I wanted to show it to the police chief 
first," said Diane Smith. "He wasn't available 
until Ia t Thursday, o Monday was the first 
day J was on Main Street."

Smith said she drove by ide streets to the 
Newark Municipal Building last week to 
show the new cart to Newark Police Chief 
William Hogan. "1 didn 't want anyone to ee 
it until I set up," she said. "I wanted it to be a 
nice surprise for my customers." 

Diane Smith happily served customers from the sheltered interior of her new "hot dog" cart 
for the first time this week on Main Street. 

Smith said Hogan was very impressed with 
the new cart, especially the removable hitch 
which allows her to save space once the cart is 
set up. 

"He is such a nice man," said Smith. "He 
talked with me (in October) after city council 
said I couldn 't have a larger cart and we 
reached a compromise." · 

wants to have a shop downtown. She began 
her "hot dog lady" career while living in 
California, intending to set up on Main Street 
when her family returned here. "I came back 
to Newark three year ago," said Smith. 
"Since then, I've been out here 7 a.m. to 7 
p.m., six day a week in all kinds of weather." 

er. "I could see snow coming down on 
Monday and I was inside!" she reported hap­
pily. 

It also has enabled her to expand her offer­
ings beyond hot dogs. Now she ha egg and 
bacon muffins, burger , Poli h sau age , and 
chi cken nugget. as well as chicken, egg, and 
tuna salad sandwiche . Next week she hope. 
to have fries. 

The compromise involved getting a copy 
of Newark's ordinance pertaining to the size 
of cart allowed on the sidewalks downtown, 
and taking it to the cart manufacturer, Custom 
Mobile, in New Jersey. "This is the smallest 
custom-designed cart they ever made," said 
Smith, "They felt sorry for me when I told 
them the position I was in." 

Smith 's new cart is still only the 60 inches 
wide by four feet long permitted under 
Newark's code, but it allows her to fit inside. 
It also has a window and tiny canopy for erv­
ing customers. 

Smith would still like to move to a perma­
nent shop but will not rush the plan . "I can it 
comfortable and wait for the right location to 
open up," she aid. "When I tarted thi s, 1 was 
bound and determ.ined to be here e eryday to 
build up and keep the business. I' II still be 
doing it." 

"I thought you were gone for good," said 
one student stopping to buy a hot dog on 
Tuesday. 

"No, I just had to go away for a week," said 
Smith. ''I'm back now, honey." Smith 's old cart is avai lable for $2,500 to 

another aspi ring entrepreneur. Interested per­

process," aid Lopata. 

Funding for the new organiza­
tion, which city manager Carl Luft 
estimates will cost about $94,000 
annually, will come from the city 
and the University as wel l as busi­
nesses in Newark. "We also plan to 
ask for an increase of $25 a year in 
Business License fees," said 
Lopata. "This is the first ever 
increase and it wi ll not apply to 
what we call 'Mom or Pop' or one­
per on busine e ." 

Lopata told city counci l mem­
ber · at a recent workshop that assis­
tant planner Maureen Roser will 
become the executive director of the 
new board ' working committee 
which wil l be staffed by current 
members of the busi ness as ociation 
as well as the board of the Newark 
Parking Authority. 

The Newark Parking Authority 
will be absorbed into the structure 
of the new organization, with the 
approval of city council. "We wi ll 
need to pass an ordinance repealing 
the parking authority, and a resolu­
tion requesting the change from the 
State Legislature," exp lained 
Lopata. "We also need to have city 
council officially appoint the 

Downtown Newark Partnership." 
Luft said the net resu It of the new 

organization will be one add itional 
position in the city planning depart­
ment. "We need to get another plan­
ner to take over orne of the work 
done now by Maureen Roser," said 
Luft. "The parking authority budget 
will become part of the city budget 
for council to approve each year." 

Luft and other city . taff empha­
sized that the parking authority is 
not losing money and the people 
working there now would continue 
to be employed in the new arrange­
ment. 

"The parking authority already 
has funding to pay three fulltime 
employees and 40 part time 
employees," said Luft. "We just 
want to put downtown management 
and parking all under one roof." 

Roser added. "This should not be 
considerd something ' the city took 
over,' but rather an opportunity to 
see what are the need of people in 
downtown Newark and how can we 
better meet those needs." 

Both Lopata and Roser said this 
i an opportunity for more one-on­
one attention to busine s and civic 
needs in the Newark. " lt is also 
important to Avon and other busi­
nesses not in the downtown to have 
good services," said Lopata. 
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Air bags can now 
be turned off 

Under the new rule developed by 
the National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration (NHTSA), 
auto dealer and service outlets can 
begin installing air bag on-off 
switche on Jan. 19, 1998. To obtain 
a switch, consumers must follow a 
simple four step process. Fir t, they 
must obtain a NHTSA information 
brochure and a request form, both of 
which will be available from the 
agency and at vehicle dealer hips, 
repair shops, state motor vehicle 
offices, and other locations. 

Second, they must fill out the 
request form and send it to NHTSA. 
Vehicle owners must certify on the 
form that they have read the infor­
mation brochure and that they fit 
one of four profiles of people at 
risk. 

Third, NHTSA will send an 
authorization letter to the vehicle 
owner . Finally, the vehicle owner 
would take the letter to a dealership 
or other ervice outlet to have an 
on-off switch installed. Carowners 
eligible for the switch are: 

*Those who cannot avoid plac­
ing rear facing infant seat in the 
front passenger , eat 

*Those who have a medical on­
dition that places them at specific 
risk 

*Those who cannot adjust their 
driver' position to keep back 
approximately I 0 inche from the 
steering wheel 

*Tho e who cannot avoid situa­
tions such as a car pool that requires 
a child 12 or under to ride in the 
front seat. 

Biden announces grant to 
improve state's crime records 

Calling it another piece of his 
national comprehensive crime­
fighting strategy, U.S. Sen. Joseph 
R. Biden, Jr. recently announced a 
federal grant to improve Delaware's 
computerized crime records and 
DNA Identification System to link 
them with the FBI's national data­
base. 

"This program has practical .• 
crime-solving implications here in 
Delaware and across this country. If 
a crime is committed in Delaware, 
police will be able to punch infor­
mation into apomputer and link that 
person with a criminal record, fm-
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gerprints, DNA evidence or arrest 
warrant and obtain a ' hit' if that 
information matches. It 's fighting 
crime smarter in our high-tech 
world so that we can identify and 
prosecute offenders faster and more 

· efficiently," Biden said. 
Delaware and 48 other states 

were each awarded about $172,700. 
To be eligible, a state must have a 
law on the books that requires all 
persons convicted of a felony sex 
offense to provide appropriate state 
law enforcement officials with a 
DNA sample for analysis. 
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Debate over St Georges Bridge 
continues in public hearing 

Representatives from 
Delaware's Department of 
Transportation (DeiDOT), 
Department of Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Control (DNREC), and the 
Division of Historical and 
Cultural Affairs recently testi­
fied at a U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers public hearing, 
regarding the Corps plans to 
close and eventually demolish 
the original St. Georges Bridge. 

DeiDot ' representative, pro­
ject manager Dave Duplessis, 
stated that Delaware is the only 
state in the nation that is com­
pletely divided by a federally 
owned waterway, and when the 
federal government took full 

ownership of the canal, they 
were obliged to provide "good 
and . ufficient " crossings over 
it. This obligation was later 
reaffirmed by the U.S. Congress 
and the J 990 Energy and Water 
Appropriations act. Also, 
according to DeiDOT's 1996 
traffic forecasts, in I 0 to 15 
year there will be a need for a 
new traffic bridge over the canal 
in addition to the n w SR I 
Canal Bridge. 

Miriam Lynam, representing 
DNREC and its Coastal 
Management Program, testified 
that the Corps did not allow for 
the appropriate 45-60 day 
review period and had not met 
the requirements for Cultural 

and Historical Review under 
Section I 06 when it originally 
announced plans to close th 
bridge in July 1997. The Corps 
has since initiated the required 
review, which will take 18 
months, and requires a 90 day 
period after the submission of 
the report before any action can 
be taken on the bridge. She also 
expressed the Division of Water 
Resources' concerns about cont­
aminants from the demolition 
entering the C & D canal. 

The State Divi ·ion of 
Historical and Cultural Affair 
at o expressed concern about 
the historical and engineering 
significance of the St. Georges 
Bridge.

THREE SIGNIFICANT devel­
opments were revealed in the 
Newark city council's 

Tuesday workshop. Each should be 
welcomed by citizens and business 
operators alike. 

You don' t have to travel far to 
find communities that would wel­
come any of downtown Newark's 
"problems." What challenges we 
have - parking and traffic come to 
mind - are the problems of pro per­
ity. We have few vacancies and n 
boarded up storefronts ... .for the time 
being. 

This i. the challenge facing us. 
We must retain the healthy busine s 
climate we now enjoy, ensure its 
continuance as be. t we can, and 
work to strengthen it. weaknesses. 

Our blue print for action appeared 
last fall when the nationally-re. pect­
ed economic con ulting firm , 
Hyett/Palma offered its strategies. 
W believe they are both sound and 
dramatic. 

First, Hyett/Palma urged the for­
mer Newark Business Association­
turned-Downtown Newark group to 
transform itself into a high-powered, 
policy making board that involves 
the key stakeholders in downtown's 
future - the city, the Univer. ity of 
Delaware, and the business commu­
nity. This group would speak with 
one voice and cooperatively move 
forward. 

Second, Hyett/Palma said that it's 

time for the city, university and 
business community to pony up to 
fund the execution of the economic 
strategies. 

Third, the recommendations bold­
ly called for the melding of the now 
independent Newark Parking 
Authority into a city-run municipal 
mini-department. 

At the workshop, City Manager 
Carl Luft and Planning Director Roy 
Lopata presented carefully crafted 
and thoughtful suggestions to coun­
cil. They promoted the "one voice" 
theory. They announced that the UD 
president suppm1s the strategies and 
that the university would increase its 
fiscal contribution to city operations 
by $24,000. They urged business 
li cense fees be hiked modestly for 
the first time since 1980 to fund a 
professional economic director. And 
they urged council to invite the 
parking authority to the party by 
folding its operations into city 
administration. 

Luft's and Lopata's pJans enjoyed 
a warm reception Tuesday night. We 
applaud Luft and Lopata for their 
initiative, UD president David 
Roselle for his support, both spiritu­
al and financial, and the council for 
its openmindedness. 

Council appears to understand 
that action now can benefit 
Newarkers of future generations. We 
urge quick, decisive implementation 
of the strategies.

Thi 
mean the reform plan will be . in 
pia e for a maximum of four year 
before the education . ystem will be held 
ac untable for a lifetime of learning. If the 
re ult of thi test are used for anything other 
than a ba, eline by which future progr of 
the reform plan can be evaluatecl, then the 
whole a countability effort an be haracter­
ized as imple political po. turing with no 
true con em for the educati nal welfare of 
our children. In reality, it hould take 17 or 
18 year before the full effe t f a reform 
effort will be . een. 

It is readily acknowledged by ·irtually 
everyone involved in the reform effort that 
teacher accountability will be the hot i ue. 
Some cu~..uout' t haye even ugge ·ted that

The Budget Reconciliation Act 
of 1997 contains several cost-cut­
ting measures to the Medicare pro­
gram. While we applaud Congres ' 
intention to cut unnecessary expen­
ditures, we are concerned about one 
area of these cuts - ervice to those 
who require in-home healthcare ser­
vices related to vei1ipuncture, the 
drawing of blood for testing purpos­
es. 

Currently, approximately 200 
Delawareans in VNA's care qualify 
for home healthcare nursing and 
supportive services because of the 
need for this pro~edure. While VNA 
is the state's largest home healthcare 
provider, I am sure that more people 
affected by this cutback are served 
by other agencies. 

Effective Feb. 5, under the pro.vi­
sion of the Budget Reconciliation 
Act of 1997, these patients will no 
longer qualify for home healthcare 
services, since their only qualifica­
tion for ervice is venipuncture. The 
bulk of these patients ei ther have 
diabetes or chronic congestive heart 
failure. Their treatment plans 
require periodic blood testing to 
monitor medication levels and 
health status. In their doctor 's. opin­
ion, they are not ambulatory enough 
to leave their homes for testing. 

Many of the diabetic patients effect­
ed are blind and require home 
health care ·erv ices to prepare 
insulin injections because they have 
no other caregiver. 

The Medicare qualification 
changes requi red by the Budget 
Reconciliation Act will force the ·e 
patients to seek alternative care. For 
many, these changes will lead to 
hardship, increased hospi tali zation 
and more emergency care. For oth­
ers who have no alternative caregiv­
er, it may mean placement in a nur -
ing home. · 

Federal legislation has been 
introduced to rein. tate payment 
under Medicare for home health ser­
vices consisting of venipuncture 
ba ed solely on blood monitoring, 
and to require the Secretary of 
Health ancfHuman Services to tudy 
the appropriate use of venipuncture 
under the Medicare program. 

I urge members of the medical 
community, affected patients 
Medicare beneficiarie , and all con­
cerned citizens to contact their rep­
resentative in Congress in support 
of thi bill. There are many areas in 
which Congress could cut health­
care costs without cutting needed 
serv ice .

rather than engaging the students in 
real educational · experiences. 
Initiating a st(atewide exam is like 
c:reating "Jurass ic Park." It is a 
dinosaur that is better off left as a 
foss il. 

Several changes to the education 
system need to occur before the 
issue of accountability is even con­
sidered. Reform needs to start at the 
beginning of the educational sys­
tem, and Rep. Philip D. Cloutier, R 
- Heatherbrooke, at least, is trying to 
put the focus on early intervention. 
Children need to be prepared for 
school. The Clinton administration 
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has suggested a tax initiative to aid 
families with children in day care. 
Perhaps it is time .to take this a step 
further and offer public day care as 
an option for parents who need to 
work to support the family or for 
parents who are simply unable to 
create a stimulating and nurturing 
atmosphere in the home. All too fre­
quently, the biological parents are · 
not the appropriate people to be the 
primary influence on a child during 
the first four years of its life. (Send 
all hate mai I to me, care of this 
newspaper.) 

The artificial boundaries and cur­
rent funding methods for local 
school districts need to be abol-

ished. Equitable funding for schools 
should come entirely from the state 
through income or corporate taxa­
tion . Local fund raising through ref­
erenda is simply not going to meet 
the needs of the educational system. 
Too often, deci sions concerning 
education are ~ffected by vote of 
people unaware or unconcerned 
about the long term consequences of 
poorly funded public education, or 
by single issue voters facing escalat­
ing property taxes. 

However, I do not believe any 
legislator has the guts to' commit 
what is likely political suicide by 
doing away with the referendum. 
system. Maybe a lame duck gover-

Newark resident Marianne Green 
has put years of experience with 
Univer ity of Delaware students 
into her recently published book, 
"Internship Success." 

The assistant director of career 
services at the University aid the 
book is primarily a guide to help 
students cope with si tuations that 
mi ght arise in the workplace. 

The book gives examples of how 
sLUdents can ask a supervi..;or for an 
evaluation of th ir work, how to ask 
for help if they don't have the skills 
to do an assigned project, and even 
who to sit with at lunch. 

"Maybe as an adult we know 
what to say. But a lot of the students 
don 't know how to do that," said 
Gr en. '"And that 's what lhi s book is 
- it 's a practical, nuts-and-bolts 
guide to help a stud nt. 

"There arc a lot of guides like 
this that h lp them get the intern­
ship, but once they're there, what do 
they do? What do they say? This is 
the on ly book out th re that does 
that. " 

Green's research showed that the 
decisive factor for employers in hir-

jng graduate is experience, not aca­
demic performance. Internships are 
a mean of gaining that experience, 
Green aid, especially, if students 
are able to tailor them to to suit their 
need~. 

"This is a way of giving people 
ammunition to just go in there and 
do a dynamite job," she said. "And 
even if the internship wasn't the 
greatest thing in the world, they 
could sti ll meet th ir own needs and 
goals to some ex tent. " 

Although research was h lpful in 
writing her book, the rea inspinl­
tion arose from Green's e perience 
at the University. For the ast seven 
years, Green has Laughb a class over 
winter and spring terms that serves 
as a complement to students 
involved in an tntcrnship. Green 
sa id she meets with the students 
once a week to talk about their 
internst. .1Js. 

"As J taught the class, I began to 
sec patterns," Green ~ai d. "The 
same kinds of questions kept com­
ing up, and the students were faced 
with the same kind of dilemmas. So 
I took copious notes, and that 
formed the basis of th · bo k." 

Green said she sent the book out 
to 14 publisher. after spending a 
year to write an outline and the first 
and last chapters. A few rejection 
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letters later, she was accepted. 
Green finished the book over the 
summer, and it was publi hed in 
October. 

One of the patterns Green said 
she recognized were five stage that 
students commonly go through in 
their internship experience. The 
first, she said , is anticipation. 
Students go into the internship with 
excitement, only to find that the job 
may not fit their expectations, 
which Green calls the disillusion­
ment stage. 

Students then enter the con­
frontation stage, she said, in which 
they must address their problems. 
Finally, students enter the compe­
tency stage and b gin to feel an 
ownership of their work. The culmi­
nation stage is letting go and saying 
goodbye, which Green points out is 
not always that easy. 

" It seemed to me that putting it in 
a book and having it there might 
prevent some of the problems and 
give students more insight so that 
they didn 't have to go through the 
stages in a painful way," she sa id . 
"Even if they went through them , at 
least they were understanding what 
was coming next." 

Green reeci ved her bachelor 's 
degree from Goucher College in 
Baltimore, and two master's 
degrees from Xavier University and 
Washi ngton Universi ty. Before 
moving to Newark in 1985, Green 
worked as a reading speciali: t and 
an Engli sh teacher. 
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Major renovations 
coming for 
Christiana ·High

ChrL tiana High S hool will no 
longer have to deal with leaky roofs 
and graffiti-covered wall. , thank to 
a recently approved plan for major 
improvement. and renovations to 
the . chool . 

According to Dr. Capes Riley, 
Chri tina School Di trict ' as i tant 
superintendef!t for planning and 
facility management, the plan for 
improvements grew out of a study 
of the di trict' facilitie he made 
several years ago. "When I took 
over the planning for thi area, I 
made this study, then a referendum 
passed in March '95. rai ing the 
funds for this project." 

The school' handicapped acces­
' ibility, according to the plan, needs 
a mall amount of improvement to 
be brought up t(J the requirements of 
the Americans with Di . abilities Act. 
Certain bathroom will be made 
more accessible to the handicapped, 
and more handicapped acces igns 
will be placed both inside and out­
side school buildings. 

There are also many masonry 
urface around the bujJding that 

have been defaced by graffiti which 
require repainting. The plan calls 
for a major cleanup of graffiti , and 
the application of a commercial 
product t6 the rna onry which act a 
graffiti barrier, making cleanup and 
prevention much ea ier. 

One of the more significant pro­
jects in the plan is the renovation of 
the kitchen area, which ca lls for the 
combining of both kitchen and din­
ing areas into one common facility. 
By combining the two, it is project­
ed that labor costs to the chool will 
be significantly reduced due to less 
personnel and and le s steps neces­
sary to complete various ta ks . The 
plan uggests either improving the 
existing cafeteria, or moying the 
cafeteria to an entirely new build­
ing. 

The exi ting roof i al o in need 
of some work. The plan recom-

mend the roof, with the exception 
of the slate roof. be replaced in it 
entirety a well a all the exi ting 
roof drains. In addition , all of the 
down pout and drain line. must be 
unblocked. 

The majority of the mechanical 
equipment in the chool i over 30 
years old, according to Riley, neces­
. itating the replacement of much of 
the heating, venti lation and air con­
ditioning y tern , a well a a new 
computer-controlled comf011 con­
trol . y tern. The plumbing ystem 
al o needs work, specifically the 
installation of new toilets wh ich 
meet the new plumbing code 
requirement of a low gallon-per­
flu h flow. Recommendation for 
the electrical system include the 
upgrade of exi ting classroom and 
exterior lighting, installing a new 
cia . room intercom y tern , and 
rep lacing the exi. ting fire alarm 
y tern with a new, computerized 

system. 
According to Riley, no one pe­

cific project i in need of immediate 
attention , but rather project will 
mo t likely be done in a building by 
building ba is. "We wi ll meet with 
the architects and contractors and 
develop a specific plan of action , 
most likely approaching the work 
one section of the -chool at a time," 
said Riley. 

The project, projected to co t 
roughly $10 milliOI) , wil l hopefully 
begin thi · sununer and last approxi­
mately two years.

Preserve uniqueness, says 
national Main Street director

Newark urged 
to develop 
historic sites

B usines and community 
leaders in Newark heard a 
"what to" session thi · 

week when the executive director of 
the National Trust For Historic 
Preservation spoke at annual meet­
ing of Newark 's bu iness associ a- · 
tion, Downtown Newark Main 
Street. 

Kennedy Lawson Smith told the 
assembled Newarkers she started 
out as an architect but has spent 
most of her career building down­
towns. Through her job as a down­
town manager in Charlottesville, 
Va. , Smith eventually went to work 
for the National Main Street organi­
zation. 

Smith encouraged the local com­
munity to preserve and develop 
what is hjstoric, unique, and special 
about Newark. "Following the pas­
sage of the Interstate Highway Act 
in 1956, people moved out to the 
suburbs and retail followed." 

The result was shopping malls, 
chain stores and homogenization of 
the market, explained Smith. 
Dowptown shopping djstricts mere­
ly tried to imitate shopping centers 
and discount stores in a variety of 
"bozo-like" ref.lctions. 

Pedestrian malls, marinas, aquar­
iums, adding bigger and brighter 

signs to storefronts, fake historic 
themes like Bavarian in one south­
ern Georgia town, and "making 
every building look like every other 
building on earth - boxes," were 
just a few of the now-failed pro­
jects. 

"You have to realize there is 
intrinsic economic value in having 
one historic building that no one 
else has," sa id Smith. "You cannot 
buy back or replace a historic build­
ing once it's gone. It left some pret­
ty bleak places." 

Uniqueness in the form of non­
chain businesses also has to be 
encouraged. "It's harder to develop 
independent businesses but the cost 
to the community is very great," she 
said. 

According to Smith, 60 cents of 
every dollar spent at an independent 
business goes back into the commu­
nity; however, only 20 cents of 
chain store receipts stay here, while 
the rest is sent to the corporate 
office. 

And only 6 cents of every dollar 
spent in a giant discount store stays 
in the local community after the 
store's receipts are sent to a central 
bank. 

"Ignoring independents is killing 
local communities," said Smith. "In 
addition, today 's generation of 
shoppers are looking for somewhere 
unique - they don 't want to shop at 
malls like their parents did." 

Towns learned the hard way that 
managing a downtown is just like 
every other business management 
job - except they have to dig out of 
the hole first, according to Smith. 

"You don 't want to invest so 
much in the beginning that rents 
increase for the small businesses,"

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said Smith. "Do high visibility pro­
jects like festivals, emphasize per­
sonal service to customers, and put 
on fresh paint instead of major reha­
bilitation work." 

The public and private sector of 
the town must work together to 
develop a town's most public civic 
space. "Bring in office space and 
housing, not only retail ," aid 
Smith. "Make sure a wide range of 
financial services like loans and 
grants are avai lable. even if a busi­
ness only looks for them once a 
year." 

Everyone else in the town has a 
role a well. "Everybody ha~ to take 
responsibility - small to large -
even if it just means scraping gum 
off the sidewalk," said Smith. 

She concluded. "It 's important to 
realize downtown is never going to 
be what it once was. But then, it 
never was. Main Streets were 
always evolving."

Funeral arrangements were 
still pending, as the family waited 
the arrival of relatives from 
Yugoslavia, where Zoran and 
Milinka were born. 

For Ivan's four-year career at 
Glasgow, during which the 
Dragons went 49-8 and won its 
only state soccer championship in 
1995, [van fmished with 26 goals 
and 48 assists. · 

A I most all those points came 

as a center midtielder who pos­
sessed a rapier touch with the ball 
with either foot, explosive speed 
and an overall under tanding of 
the game weU beyond his years. 

He was a first team all-state 
selection the last three years and 
third team all-state as a freshman. 

"([van's) life atnbition was to 
be a professional soccer player,'' 
said Glasgow coach Bob 
Bussiere. "He made that clear to 
me from the beginning. 

"Even though he was voted 
player of the year, I think people 
underestimated his ability. Maybe 
this is a bias that I have, unless 
you were there training with him 
every day, you just can't recog-

nize the talent that this kid had." 
"(Ivan) was a complete player, 

but more importantly, he ·was a 
quality person," said Chris 
Morgan, executive director of 
Kirkwood Soccer Club and a 
member of the Delaware Wizards 
pro soccer team. 

"For Zoran, it was most 
important to keep f~ily and 
friends together," sai4 Andy 
Rudawsky, head trainer and thera~ 
pist for the U.S. National Soccer 
Team and trainer at Glasgow.

~TRAGEDY, from 16 
to attend a soccer coache conven­
tion held in conjunction with the 
banquet. 

It wa on a stretch of highway 
that has a slight bend to the right and 
an upgrade near Johnstown where 
the accident o curred about 8:20 
a.m. 

There are conflicting reports 
from witnesses of whether or not no 
other vehicles were nearby, or if 
Zoran had tried to maneuver around 
a tractor trailer. 

Police said the surface of the 
road was damp but drying, Milinka 
said it wa. icy. 

Zoran and Milinka, both in the 
front seats, were wearing seat belts. 
Ivan was sleeping in the back scat 
on pillows and blankets prov ided by 
his mother. 

Tread marks on the hi ghway 
indicate the Wrangler was movi ng 
sideways when it hit a I 0-foot 
embankment off the right shoulder 
of the two-lane, westbound side of 
the turnpike . Jt then ro lled at least 
once before com ing to rest on the 
driver's side. The fiberglass roof 
had been torn off. 

Ivan was ejected on the initial 
impact and came to rest on the 
embankment, about 25 feet from hi s 
parents, who were pinned in the 
wreckage. Some highway workers 
ncar the ·cene helped free Mi linka 
within minutes. She had received a 
broken left wrist and arm and some 
cuts to her face. 

Ivan and Zoran were both pro­
nounced dead at the scene of head 
injuries. Milinka was taken to a 
nearby hospital in fair condition, 
and was scheduled to return to 
Delaware on Monday. 

Bussiere had already arrived at 
his hotel in Cincinnati when the 

phone rang about 5 p.m. It was his 
wife, who told him about the acci­
dent. 

'l wa told the blood drained out 
of my face," Bussiere said. The 
Yidanovic 's road to Newark began 
in 1969 when Zoran accepted an 
invitation to visit his grandfather in 
Canada. A short time later, he began 
working for Chrysler at its plant in 
Kenosha, Wi c. , where there was a 
thriving Serbian community. 

Zoran invited Milinka, then his 
girlfriend, to join him, and she did. 
Although Zoran 's social circle 
revo lved mainly around a soccer 
team compri eel of Yugoslavian 
immigrants, when he and Milinka 
were married, about 600 people 
attended and also paid for the wed­
ding. 

ln Kenosha, Ivan and his sister, 
Tijana, 19, a student at the 
University of Delaware who was 
studying in italy at the time of the 
acc ident, were born. The famil y wa 
transferred to the Chrys ler plant in 
Newark in 1989, when Bussiere first 
met Zoran. 

"(Zoran) had come to Delaware 
looking for a hou e," sa id Bussiere, 
who was Caravel's soccer coach at 
the time. "He was looking for a 
school, and I guess he had sett led on 
a house in Caravel Farms." 

Two hours after visiting with 
Bussiere in hi s office, which was 
bedecked with soccer posters and 
other related items, Zoran, who had 
played professionally in Yugoslav ia, 
dec ided on Caravel for his two chil ­
dren. 

Bussiere, glad to hear that he 
might be getting an instant soccer 
star in Ivan, now chuckles at the fact 
that Zoran told him Ivan was on ly 
entering the fourth grade at the time. 

"Ivan was a quiet, unassuming 
kid , but out on the soccer field he

was a lion," Bussiere said. 
Bussiere said Ivan also possessed 

a mischievous side. The summer 
before Ivan's freshman year at 
Glasgow, the team went to a soccer 
camp. Despite his youth, Ivan, 
whose soccer ability was already 
welJ-known by then through his 
club play, lit a smoke bomb one 
night in the seniors' bunk house. 

On a trip to New York for two 
preseason games last year, Bussiere 
said Zoran walked by the hotel's hot 
tub, where Ivan and some team­
mates were relaxing. When Zoran 
asked how they were doing, Ivan

to ld him they were "bonding." 
When Zoran asked how they were 
doing that, ]van told him, "We're 
standing in here naked." 

Buss iere said in recent team 
meetings , stories like that have 
helped break the ice about Ivan 's 
death because of the laughter and 
the realization that they can talk 
about it. 

For eight years, Frank Gillespie 
coached lvan as a member of the 
Kirkwood Wildcats. Gill espie said 
he sat with Ivan and his family at a 
table at the all -state banquet. 

"He wa alway · quick and going 
to the ball," Gi llespie said . "(Ivan) 
was just on cloud nine (at the ban­
quet) and gave an acceptance 

speech that would have made you 
proud. 

"For a kid to get up in front of a 
room with more than 200 
people ... he handled it very well. His 
parents were on cloud nine, too." 

Because of his soccer ability dnd 
scholastic achievement, where he 
had a 3.0 grade-point average and 
scored 1 050 on the Scholastic 
Aptitude Test, Ivan was heavily 
recruited. The universities of 
Connecticut and South Carolina, 
Virginia Tech and Loyola College 
(Md.) were some he had considered, 
but there was also talk of going to 
Yugoslavia to try to play profession­
al soccer. 

While staying with Rudawsky 
during ome U.S. National Team 
training sessions, Ivan was intro­
duced to goaltending coach, MiJutin 
"Sholc" Soskic, a Yugo ·!avian who 
was once rated the No. 2 goalie in 
the world. 

Soskic helped arrange for Ivan to 
train as an amateur last summer 
with Pratizen, one of the country 's 
top pro teams, in Belgrade. Ivan wa 
"given high praise" by team offi­
cials, Rudaw ky ·aid. 

Two summers ago, Ivan had 
trained with a top pro team in Brazil 
during a visit as part of a U.S.­
Brazi l exchange program. 

lt was from that experience that 
Ivan began to develop the kill of 
"bending" the ball, especially on 
free kicks, which the Brazilian are 
masters. Ivan ·howcased that ability 
last season. In the last five minutes 
of a ti e game against Caesar 
Rodney, Bussiere said Ivan swerved 
a free kick from 25 yards out around 
a wall and into the upper right cor­
ner for the game-winner.

lvan 's parents followed Ivan 
almost everywhere he played, 
including trips to Ireland and 
England with the Kirkwood 
Wildcats several years ago. 

"It was a very dose family," 
Gillespie said. "It's hard to describe. 
An affectionate sort of family. You 
could just ee it." 

Paul and Peg Wellborn have been 
where Jvan 's family is now. 

In July, 1992, their 20-year-old 
son, David, who graduated from 
Christiana High, was al o an all­
state player for several years, cap­
tain of his college team and an 
excellent. student when he was 
killed in a motorcycle accident. 

"We basically clung together as a 
fami ly," said Peg Wellborn. "The 
dimension of (the pain) changes, but 
it never goes away. You just have to 
fi ght through it and keep fighting. 

"We were also helped by so 
many cards and letters from people 
that we didn ' t even know," she 
added. "Some of them had been 
through similar situations and they 
said that eventually, there will be a 
light of some kind." 

Paul Wellborn, who coached in 
Delaware at the scholastic and ama­
teur level since 1961 said 
Vidanovic was one of the best play­
ers ever to lace up a pair of boots in 
The First State. 

"He was what the definition of an 
All -American player should be, not 
only becau e he had the ski ll s, but 
because he was also a quality per­
son," Wellborn said. 

"Of course, it's an added tragedy 
that (Milinka) lost a hu band, too." 

lf he could pass on anything 
about the death of his son to the 
family and friends of Ivan, Paul 
Wellborn said: " I would say just 
treasure the time he was here. 
Remember him the way he was. 
That 's basically all you can do." 

Said Gi.llespie: " I just said to 
somebody,' Ivan was in the prime of 
hi s young life and now it 's all gone,' 
It just makes no sense to me." 

Despite the veil of gloom that has 
descended over the family and those 
who know them, some positive 
events have occurred. 

Rudaw ky sa id the outpouring of 
support shown to Milinka in the 
form of flowers, hospital visits and 
phone calls prompted her to say it 
was the be t medicine she could get. 

In addition, one of the first things 
she said was that she would like 
something to be done so that people 
won't forget Zoran and Ivan. 

As a re ult, a scholarship fund 
will be created to honor their mem­
ory as part of the Dave Wellborn . 
Foundation, Bu siere said. 

'One of the blessed things about 
the state of Delaware is how the 
response has been to make sur 
everything that can possibly be done 
for Milinka is being done," 
Rudawsky said. "It 's amazing how 
fast the state mobilized."

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Hardwoods give comfort look 
The origin of country can be traced as far back as 

America's Centennial celebration in 1876. That's 
when Americans first began to realize they had a 
"collectible" national identity and developed a nos­
talgia built around the Colonial New England farm. 

Throughout the 20th century, the look has grown 
in popularity, especially since the 1970s. Today, a 
continu d back Ia. h against the extravagantly deco­
rated interiors of the 1980s has made country more 
popular than ever before. But the look is taking a · 
new fo nn. 

"We are going to a more elegant country. That 
would mean less ru. tic, more refined." ays Rose 
B nnett-Gi lbcrt , associate editor for County 
Decorating Ideas and Country Almanac, two of the 
many magazines dedicated to the country style. 

Bennett-Gilbert cautions against overdone touch­
es such as filling a room with too many teddy bears. 
"Cutesy country is gone. lt can be whimsical , but it 
shouldn 't be cheap. " 

Chicago des igner Marc Straits agreed. "Country 
now is anything that just isn't slick," said Straits. 
"Anything that has texture, a human element to it. 
lt ' mixing all kinds of things. Maybe African bas­
kets with American quilts. Things people never 
would have done before." 

Solid hardwoods are helping to define the simple 
elegance that will see country into the next century, 
in part because they are extremely versatile and serve 
a multitude of design functions. 

"Hardwood floors tend to really anchor a space," 
says Straits. "With hardwood floors. you have the 
option of using area rugs to pull together different 
elements in a room." 

Straits also draws on solid hardwood mouldings 
in creating a country interior. "By using solid hard­
wood mouldings and chair rails, you can spread the 
look around the entire room." 

"Another place where wood is very nice is in a 
raised- or recessed-panel door." says New Yor~ 
designer Margo Gunther, "Especially oak, because 
it 's a strong wood." 

Solid hardwood furniture, especially any piece 
that is, or resembles, an antique, continues to be 
important to the look , but now the trend is toward 
functionality. 

"When I first meet with a client, one of the first 
things we discuss is the furniture," says Straits. 
"Spaces are getting smaller, rooms have more func­
tion · and people need more torage. I have to con­
sider all of these when helping someone choose the 
right storage pieces. 

"A table has to work for many purposes," says 

Gunther. "A nice, old, plintery table is wonderful 
but you are probably al ·o going to use your table for 
a desk. Your children are going to do their homework 
on it. You have to consider all of its uses." 

Solid hardwoods evolving look 
When it comes to home decorating, Americans 

love country. From the tonie t suburban luxury 
homes to the mo ·t refined urban apartments, many 
homeowners want the look and feel of an idealized 
rural life. 

Des igners and editor interviewed recently by the 
Hardwood Manufacturers Association said that 
country is becoming sparser and more elegant. They 
also agree that solid hardwood. , . uch a oak , birch, 
or cherry in flooring, cabinetry and furniture, will 
continue to define the style. 

"Wood is one of the all-time classic materials," 
says Gary McKay, home editor for Country Home 
magazine. "People can 't get enough of it in their 
homes. They like plank floors. furniture , four-poster 
beds ... You can 't say enough about the importance 
of wood to the country look. A healthy respect for 
wood is a big part of country design." 

New York designer Margo Gunther concurred. 
"Hardwood floors are very much the thing right now. 
You don't see tile, you don t see carpeting. In the 
kitchen, you see solid hardwood cabinetry. 

What defines a country interior? The experts offer 
different explanations, but they all point to a sense of 
nostalgia. 

"Country is marked by a respect for history, 
involving a combination of old and new things," says 
McKay. " It s a feeling for the handmade, the craft. 
the things that were actually assembled by people for 
people."
