Updated security 
system· installed 
on North Campus

A new entry-access and 
security alarm system is cur­
rently being installed on all 
building-entrance doors at both 
Christiana Towers, according to 
Richard P. Strazzella, assistant 
director of housing and resi­
dence life. 

The implementation of the 
security system, which will 
cost between $35 ,000 and 
$45,000, completes the final 
phase of a campus-wide securi­
ty project, costing an estimated 
$750,000, Stazzella said 
Monday. 

The new security program 
also includes new enter-phone 
systems and 24-hour door 
locks, he explained. 

Installation of the alarm and 
entry systems began in mid­
October and should be com­
pleted by the beginning of 
spring semester, Strazzella said. 

He explained that the new 
entry-system procedure is safer 
and more efficient than the old 
one. 

"A university ID-card reader, 
similar to those in the dining 
halls, would be installed out­
side the second and third-floor 
entrances of the West Tower 
and the first and second-floor 
entrances of the East Tower." 

The student would run his or 

her ID card through the reader 
and, if they were a 'Valid resi­
dent of the Towers, the door 
would unlock." 1 

The university's mainframe 
computer that controls the ID 
system for meal plans is being 
pr-ogrammed to control access 
to the Towers, Strazzella said. 

He added that after a two­
week trial period to ensure 'the 
card readers wor[ properly, the 
new system will replace the 
keys used to en~r the build­
ings. 

Strazzella said the security 
alarms, similar to !hose located 
in residence halls across cam­
pus, are being ins'alled on all 
ground-level entratce and exit 
doors in both towers. 

He explained the alarms are 
designed to stop ptople from 
propping open doors and that 
the alarms will go off if a door 
is left open for 30 1econds or 
longer. 

The new entry sy!lem may 
be equipped with eectronic 
security monitors containing ID 
readers so it can be de~rmined 
if a person is a valid resident, 
Strazzella said. 

Keith Martin, assistaat area 
coordinator for the Christiana 
West Tower, said the improve­
ments would make the building 
safer for residents. 

"The new entry system will 
actually make the building a lit

With the resignation of Russel C. Jones from the 
office of president, the university is faced with a 
period of restructuring in which at least six upper­
level administrative positions are ftlled by interim 
or acting officials. 

The positions of president, provost, vice presi­
dent for employee relations-; affirmative action 
officer, associate provost for graduate studies and 
assistant to the senior vice president are all major 

see editorial, p. 8 
administrative posts now replaced with acting or 
interim positions. 

Interim President E. A. Trabant said Wednesday 
night that he does not plan to replace the positions 
of acting provost or acting associate provost for 
graduate studies with permanent posts. 

The position of provost was vacated by L. Leon 
Campbell on Nov. 6, 1987 when he decided to 
return to full-time teaching. 

Trabant appointed Richard B. Murray Tuesday 
as acting provost, replacing Edward R. Pierce who 
had held the acting position since Sept 1. · 

Murray was formerly associate provost for 
graduate studies. 

Carol E. Hoffecker, a former history professor 
and acting associate provost for instruction, was 
appointed as acting associate provost for graduate 

studies. 
Trabant said he only plans on filling acting 

positions other than those of provost and assistant 
provost for graduate studies with permanent posi­
tions, "if they are required for the functioning of 
the university." 

Andrew Kirkpatrick, chairman-elect of the 
board of trustees, said that while, "obviously you 
want to be fully staffed in any organization with 
able people; whether they're labeled acting or not 
is not as important as having good people." 

Dennis Carey, who resigned as vice president 
for employee relations on Sept. 13, said he has 
"always been a believer that fresh new blood is a 
plus" in any organization. 

However, Carey added, "It certainly makes a 
job more difficult not having all of the people in 
their various assignments" over an extended time 
period. 

Senior Vice President for Administration David 
E. Hollowell, who is also temporarily filling 
Carey's former post, said he does not think the 
large number of acting or interim employees sig­
nificantly affects the administration. 

"Some of that turnover is normal in an adminis­
tration," Hollowell said. 

Trabant also said he does not foresee the interim 
and acting posts affecting the university in a nega­
tive way.

Construction of. apartments 
delayed; analysts underway

In the midst of the construc­
tion of an off-campus town­
house development on Haines 
Street several weeks ago, 
excavators thought they had 
struck oil in Newark. 

The digging had revealed an 
unusual, slick substance in the 
soil where the foundation of 
one of four _townhouse rows 
was intended to go. 

"We wanted to be safe~ so 
we had it analyzed," said Tom

Neuburger, lawyer and repre­
sentative for the Haines Street 
Partnership that owns the 
University Commons Project. 
The state Department of 
Natural Resources and 
Environmental Control was 
brought in to study the prob­
lem. 

Fred Herald, assistant city 
manager, said initial analysis 
showed traces of pesticides 
and. herbicides in the soil sam­
ples. 

This finding included the 
possibility of danger to 

humans because the toxicity of 
such substances might be car­
ried through the drinking water 
or the air. 

·Herald said further analysis 
revealed that there was no 
health threat. Below the water 
table, which is 10 to 15 feet 
below the ground, no sign of 
toxicity appeared. 

Also, no trace of toxic 
fumes showed in the air sam­
ples taken.

Political science professor urges 
.consolidation of black voters

Blacks need to consolidate 
their vote if they are to make a 
difference in this year's presiden­
tial election, said Dr. Theodore 
Davis of the political science 
department. 

Davis, speaking at a lecture 
sponsored by Kappa Alpha Psi 
Fraternity, Inc. Wednesday, said 
that we have to "understand 
blacks as · a political unit," and 

then determine the effectiveness 
of the unit. 

In the speech, held at the 
Center for Black Culture, he 
mentioned that in states such as 
Georgia, Mississippi and 
Louisiana, where the black pop­
ulation is heavy, elections could 
be won or lost depending on 
who controls the black vote. 

Davis reflected on the Rev. 
Jesse Jackson's plan to unify the 
Democratic Party and make 
them responsive to tile needs of 

minorities, naming· it as one of 
three possible strategies blacks 
could use to maximize the power 
of their vote. 

He denounced a second strate­
gy involving a third, indepen­
dent political party, as useless. 

This third party, the 
Indepyndent Party, has Dr. 
Lenora Fulani as their candidate. 
Dr. Fulani is the first black 
woman to appear on the ballot in

Caught in the wake of the Jones administration, the 
new administration must rebuild the university and 
regain the stability it lost within the past 15 months.

he said. The Castle administra­
tion is spending more dollars 
per capita than any other state 
and is getting less for that dol­
lar, he continued. 

As the Delaware Audubon 
Society's Conservationist of the 
Year in 1988 and president of 
Delaware Citizens for Clean 
Air, Kreshtool has taken an 
active stand on Delaware's 
environmental issues for over 
20 years.

all 50 states. 
While some blacks see her as 

a ray of hope, Davis feels other­
wise. 

"Blacks [would] take 
themselves out of the picture [if 
they were to vote for Fulani en 
masse]," Davis said. He said that 
blacks cannot afford to squander 
their vote on such a long shot, 
but should use it to maximum 
effect. 

Davis said another alternative, 
called influence maximization, 
exists. This involves dividing the 
black vote evenly between the 
two parties. 

In this case, the white vote 
becomes more of an issue than 
in the other two strategies. Here, 
if the white vote leans toward 
one party or the other, the black 
vote may well be the deciding 
factor.

Guccione said. 
"I think the press' responsi­

bility is to inform its public at 
all times no matter the pleas­
antness or unpleasantness of 
the subject matter. 

"-The condom is really an 
extension of that editorial phi­
losophy," Guccione said. "We 
are saying this is the most 
important story of our time, of 
our generation. It's like in the 
1960s not writing about 
Vietnam." 

Since the December 1987 
issue, Spin has presented a 
monthly cloumn about AIDS. 
Guccione said, "We have bro­
ken some of the most impor­
tant stories about AIDS 
research." 

The university bookstore 
will receive copies of the issue 
early next week, according to 
Michael Dubb, sales represen­
tative for Delmar News 
Agency, which supplies the 
bookstore with its 
magazines. 

About 16,000 stores nation­
wide have refused to sell the 
condom-bearing issue, 
Guccione said. Locally the 

issue has been cut by the 
Walden Books outlet at the 
Concord Mall, according to 
employee Kathy Hurst. 

November issues of Spin, 
which do not contain condoms, 
are available at Newark 
Newsstand on Main Street. 
Brenda DeSanno, manager of 
Newark Newsstand, said she 
believes the condoms were 
stolen or the issues were 
shipped without them. 

"We think it's really not a 
bad idea to educate people, we 
certainly support that, but we 
think the way it was done in 
this instance was in poor 
taste," Cowan said. 

"I think if you look at the 
times we're in, they are so crit­
ical we have to supply as much 
information as possible and 
receive as much information as 
possible," Guccione said. 

"I think it's an interesting 
approach to alleviating the 
AIDS epidemic," said John 
Rahmlow (AS 89). "Stores· 
should not remove the maga­
zine just because it contains a 
condom. Especially when most 
stores sell condoms in the first 
place," he said.

Irvin C. Wisniewski has been at Delaware longer than any 
other university professor. 

For 37 years, Wisniewski has been a pillar in the physical 
education department. 

The humble, fair-haired, six-foot-plus man has set exam­
ples for thousands of students throughout his years of teach­
ing and coaching. 

Since arriving at Delaware in 1952, the instructor has 
coached 25 years of football, 14 years of basketball, nine 
years of golf and one year of freshman baseball - reflecting 
quite an amount of athletic versatility. 

Wisniewski, or "Coach Whiz," as he is affectionately 
called, explained, "I try to teach [athletes and students] to be 
the best [they] can, teach them the fundamentals and how to 
live, and I think that's the biggest thing. 

"The cross-section of students and athletes that I've had 
over the years is tremendous." 

Wisniewski, a 1950 graduate of the University of 
Michigan, has coached many students durin~ their pre-star­
dom stage. Dallas Green, manager of the New York Yankees 
and Conway Hayman, ex-pro football player for the Houston 
Oilers, are two of the professor's proteges. - - · · - --

"This is the satisfaction that you get, knowing that your 
students have earned success," Wisniewski reflected. 

"My goals are nothing more than to see students become 
successful." 

Green, who captained the Blue Hens basketball squad 
under Coach Whiz in 1955, described his former coach as .. a 
professional teacher and a good man." 

"It hit all of us to see this guy work so very, very bard to 
make something happen - especially at the University of 
Delaware," Green added. 

Wisniewski, who retired from coaching in 1976. teaches 
many of the skill classes in the physical education depart­
ment, including a camp leadership course. 

His strategy is to break down the barrier between students 
and teachers that often accompanies a school with 14.000 
undergraduates. 

"Coach_ Whiz gives very valuable tips on teaching." com­
mented John Pirone (PE 89). "He is very interested in what 
you've been doing." 

"He always has time for you, he's a good role model."

Duranduran grows up on 
latest release 'Big Thing ' 
lead singer Simon Le Bon, 
bassist John Taylor and key­
boardist Nick Rhodes- has for­
tunately been salvaged for its 
sixth, and most intelligent album, 
Big Thing. 

ture the best of LeBon's sexy, 
raspy whines. 

His whines and periodic hums 
on the latter cut are interspersed 
with bass chords and Tinkerbell 
sound effects, eventually mesh­
ing with Taylor's tenor vocals. 
Unfortunately, the beautiful Le 
Bon(faylor harmony is interrupt­
ed by a nonsensical piano blurb 
(sounding much like Beethoven 
in a wind storm), losing. the listen­
er with its misdirected change of 
pace. 

mic screams in the Wild Boys' 
first American hit, "Hungry Like 
the Wolf." 

The chords and vocals on this 
cut are monotonous and tire­
some, losing a little Duranduran 
flavor, which is usually peppered 
with harmonic vocals and com­
puter-genel<\ted aural surprises. 

The pretty boys of pop think big and strike bigger on their sixth 
album release - with a return to their appealing, sexy sound. 

The trio explodes into the title 
track "Big Thing" with four heart­
stopping shotgun beats, which are 
sporadically reiterated thoughout 
the cut. Gazing past the risque 
lyrics ("Lick it up/ suck it up/stick 
it outside ... /Eat it up/beat it 
up/beat it in time"), "Big Thing" 
sweeps off the album as one of 
Duranduran's most potent musical 
endeavors. 

The already popular "I Don't 
Want Your Love," which is cur­
rently in limbo on the Top 40 
charts, is a worthy Duran dance 
tune. Though they haven't 
scratched the surface of originali­
ty with this single, they artistical­
ly accent the disco piece with 
braSs blasts and melodic Motown 
vocals. 

Hints of previous Duran et al. 
techniques casually step into the 
Big Thing spotlight, initiating 
remembrances from past hits. 

Disappointingly, the trio 
stoops to a blatant replication of 
a classic tune in "Do You 
Believe in Change." Cultured 
music buffs will recognize a 
remarkably familiar chord pro­
gression in the second side's first 
spin, casting shades of 
Creedence Clearwater Revival's 
"SusieQ." by Kirsten Phillippe Big Thing, tends to emphasize this

At least Duranduran is grow-
ing up. . 

"Edge of America" highlights 
stinging bass rifts and "uiban jun­
gle drums" - definitely a carry­
over from Taylor's Power Station 
stint The cut slides non-stop into 
a typical Duran instrumental, 
which curiously drops off mid­
note, ending the album. 

Most lyrics on Big Thing are 
a little more distinguishable, but 
just as confusing, as those in past 
packages. But at least they 
sound intelligent. 

If anything, the British boys 
have learned a lesson: 

Yes, Duranduran (note new 
and improved spelling) has fmally 
learned how to re-appeal · to the 
audience they first attracted-dur­
ing their early Rio days in 1982. 

Duranduran's newest release, 

Fate has cursed the group dur­
ing the past two years. T h e y 
have witnessed the loss of bass 
guitarist Andy Taylor (due to an 
ego trip) and Roger Taylor (due to 
a psychological trip), and· the 
death of producer/pal Alex 
Sadkin. 

What remains of the group -
Slower clips- off the vinyl, such 

as "Land" and "Palomino," fea-

Quick Picks: Jammin' or Jive? 
Paul Simon, Negotiations and Love 
Songs 1971-1985 (Warner Bros.) ­
This 16-song collection which spans 
the career of Paul Simon's post­
Garfunkel releases is much like 
Simon's post-Garfunkel career- spot­
ty and shaky. 

Almost all the hits are here- "(Me 
and Julio) Down by the Schoolyard," 
"Kodachrome," "50 Ways to Leave 
your Lover," - the period from 1971 
to '78 is nicely represented. It is easy 
to hear S.imon stretching his musical 
boundaries over the 10 tracks covering 
the early, more creative part of his solo 
career. 

But after "Late in the Evening," this 
album loses steam, as most of the 
material is taken from Hearts and 
Bones and One Trick Pony. Marred .bY 
a lack of creative juices, this portion of 
the album shows why the tracks should 
not have been placed in chronological 
order. For some artists, chronology is 
great since the development of the 
artist can be traced, but not in Simon's 
case. 

It isn't until the album reaches the 
release of Graceland that it picks up 
again. "Diamonds on the Soles of Her 
Shoes" and "You Can Call Me AI" 
close out the collection.

Oingo Boingo, Boingo Alive, A 
Celebration of a Decade (MCA) -
Southern California semi-annually pro­
duces the ripest crop of fun, fun, fun 
music. With the amusing, alliterative, 
disyllabic names (The Beach Boys, The 
Go-Go's, and Oingo Boingo) comes the 
even more amusing games - rythmically 
upbeat tuJ}es with absolutely no redeem­
ing lyrical quality. It's fast food for the 
ears, or McMusic if you'd prefer. 

Boingo Alive, the 21-song collection, 
is .served up fresh. The album cover 
boasts: "Hear our hits the way they were 
meant to be heard: LIVE." But be fore­
warned - 'live' in Boingoism means 
'recorded on some sound stage in July, 
1988.' 

The sound is good, and the song selec­
tion accurately spans some of the band's 
strongest stuff. In addition to a decade's 
worth of work, the album chefs up two 
previously unreleased cuts. 

"Cinderella Undercover" features a 
revved-up acoustic guitar backed by the 
Elfman's witty lyrics, but then the sound 
goes limp with the looser "Winning Side," 
a hilarious track with Oingo Boingo 
attempting to sound like U2. 

If you find Oingo orgasmic, Boingo 
Alive will be more than satisfying, but be 
sure to buy the CD, which has an .addi­
tional nine tracks.

Hey buddy, wanna buy a 
goat? 

Just 15 miles north of 
Newark, off Route 896, there is 
a small red sign with black let­
tering which reads, "Goats For 
Sale.• 

Wendy Luoto, caretaker for 
the farm, and her daughter 
come to the door of the gray 
trailer and lead the way to the 
farm. 

Behind the small trailer 
sprawls a fifty-acre spread 
which is broken up by unpaint­
ed wooden fences. 

Luoto says she knew nothing 
about goats until Dana Irving, 
owner of the farm, bought a 

few of them to use as weed 
killers. 

"Dana used to own an island 
above Harrisbur " Luoto 

explains. "If he sprayed weed 
killer on the· weeds and poison 
ivy, it would have been five 
years before he could bring up 
cows and sheep [on the land)." 

Inside Irving's barn is one 
full- grown goat and three bil­
lies that, if they were not mov­
ing around so much, could be 
stuffed animals. 

The youngest ones are about 
a week old and pure white. 

"I sell a lot of them as pets," · 
says Louto. "The little babies 
are only sold as pets." 

The going rate for the . baby 
goats is $35.

Recently, he organized 
fundraisers to support a suc­
cessful international basket­
ball tour to Sweden in whiCh 
Delaware students partici ­
pated.

grown Neubian, the size of a 
tall German shepherd, will sell 
for $100. 

Some people buy goats for 
reasons other than companion­
ship, however. 

"Puerto Ricans and 
Mexicans buy goats to eat," 
explains Luoto, describing the 
taste of the meat as a mixture 
of venison and chicken. 

In the back field, there is a 

herd of about fifty goats graz­
ing. 

Neubians, tall goats with 
long faces and floppy ears, 
come in various shades of 
brown and are much friendlier 
than pygmies, another type of 
goat. 

Pygmies are smaller, about 
the same height as a collie, 
with erect ears and small faces. 

Despite its small stature, the 
pygmy's black and gray frame 
can be seen leading the rest of 

the flock around the field. 
The goats are not con­

tstrained and are allowed to 
roam freely and graze in the 
fields. 

"Through the spring, sum­
mer and early fall you don't 
have to feed the goats at all," 
says Luoto. "They live off 
pastureland." 

Like the old wive's tale, 
goats will eat almost anything

Day and had surprising success · 
with sales. 

A typical crystal user appre­
ciates the specimen not only for 
its physical beauty, but for its 
metaphysical powers, Krum 
said. Crystals and other min­
erals help ease the aches of the 
mind and the body, he explained. 

Crystal Concepts, for the most 
part, caters to "New Agers, ·· 
who advocate the idea of "get­
ting back to nature." Rash said 
the New Ager appreciates the 
natural beauty as well as the nat­
ural healing processes hidden 
inside the mineral that act on 
"chakras." 

A chakra, Rash explained, is a 
division of the body. He 
explained that the human body 
has seven chakras that are affect­
ed by the minerals. 

For example, a rose quartz 
works on the heart chakra, bring­
ing about self-love. 

Customers at Crystal 
Concepts can put together spe­
cialty bags containing whatever 
minerals they need for a particu­
larchakra.
