SEVERE WEATHER

A heavy snowstorm together with strong winds and
well-below freezing temperatures struck the Mary-
land and Delaware area on February 15-16, 1958,
Light snowfall began during the morning of the
15th. Moderate to heavy snowfall continued for
about 12 hours from late afternoon of the 15th to
early morning of the 16th, and was followed by
light snowfall ending during the late morning
hours of the 16th. About 8:00 p.m., or a few hours
after the moderate to heavy snowfall started,
northerly winds increased to over 20 mph with
gusts to 30 mph, Strong northerly winds continued
during the night increasing to 25 mph with gusts
to 35 mph., Temperatures during the early part of
the storm hovered a degree or two below freezing
but dropped to about 25° at about 6:00 a.,m, of the
16th, when the moderate to heavy snowfall ended.

As the snowfall ceased during the forenoon of the
16th, temperatures continued the downward trend
reaching a low of 3° at Friendship International
Airport early on the 17th, Winds increased further
with speeds at times of 35 mph with gusts to 45
mph late on the 16th. Blowing and drifting snow
began about 8:00 p.m. on the 15th blocking high-
ways and virtually paralyzing all transportation
by land and air. Thousands of motorists were
marooned on highways and at Bowle race track over
5,000 people were stranded while the Pennsylvania
Railroad sent rescue trains which were delayed"
many hours. About 1,000 people remained at the
track overnight. All schools and most factories
and offices were closed on the 17th and 18th.
Schools, in general remained closed until the 24th
in the Northern Central Maryland and surrounding
districts. .

Based on snowfall reports of cooperative weather
observers, the snowstorm dropped heaviest amounts
in a band about 50 miles wide and centered on a
line running north-northeastward through Washington,
D. C. Storm totals in this 50-mile band varied
roughly from 15 to 20 inches with some stations

in northern Baltimore County as much as 22 inches
of snow. Portions of Frederick County reported
totals of about 10 inches but western counties
received only 4 to 8 inches of snowfall, East of
Chesapeake Bay snowfall ranged from a trace at
Crisfield, Md., mixed with about an inch of rain,
to approximately one foot in northeastern Maryland
and northern Delaware.

The intense characteristics of this storm were
pointed up by the report of a thunderstorm over
Annapolis from 7:20 p.m. to 8:55 p.m. with cloud

to cloud lightning and gusts of wind to 58 mph from
the northwest at 8:00 p.m. Lightning was observed
also at Takoma Park, just outside ¥Washington, D. C.
In Talbot and Dorchester Counties, strong winds
caused considerable damage. Many trees were blown
down; most telephone service was cut; and electric
service was disrupted in some districts from about
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11:00 p.m. on the 15th to the afternoon of the 18th.

West of the Chesapeake Bay roads were blocked by
snow drifts ranging from 3 to 5 feet in Saint Mary's
County in Lower Southern Maryland to more than 6
feet in Northern Central Maryland. 1In Garrett
County drifts of 10 to 12 feet or more closed roads
for several days. All main highways remained haz-
ardous for several days due to ice and snow. Nearby
to the north in Talbot County most roads were
closed with drifts up to 8 feet. In some districts
roads were not open until the afternoon of the

18th., In Caroline County drifts of 2 to 5 feet
closed roads and isolated some communities until

the 19th, Drifting snow closed roads and curtailed
traffic for several days in Delaware except in the
extreme southern portion. No conceivable snow
plowing program could satisfactorily cope with the
situation on the 16th and 17th as long as the high
winds continued.

Many of the automobiles abandoned on the highways
were damaged in one way or another. Hundreds of
minor accidents involving bent fenders or scraped
paint occurred as cars tried to make.their way in
snow or on icy streets or highways. Business in
the Maryland and Delaware area was brought to a
virtual standstill. Millions of dollars were lost
in production, payrolls, and retail sales.

The death toll due to the storm was high. Children
were killed by automobiles while playing on sleds.
Some motorists died from carbon monoxide gas in
stalled vehicles. Snow shovelers fell dead from
heart attacks, and some motorists died while trying
to push cars in the snow.

At Friendship International Airport, Baltimore,
Maryland, the snowstorm was the 5th heaviest on
record for the period since 1871. The total of
15.5 inches at Friendship International Airport
was the greatest 24-hour snowfall in this vicinity
since the 22.0 inch snowfall on March 29, 1942,
For February it was the heaviest snowfall in 24
hours on record, tying the 15.5 inch 24-hour snow-
fall on February 13 to 14, 1889. On a snowstorm
total basis it was the heaviest since March 29,
1942 with 22.0 inches. Other greater snowstorms
totals were March 15-18, 1892, 16.0 inches; Febru-
ary 11-14, 1899, 21.4 inches; January 28-29, 1922,
26.5 inches.

The total of 18.3 inches of snowfall at Friendship
International Airport was the third greatest snow-
fall on record for February for the Baltimore-Friend-
ship International Airport area since 1871. In 1934
a total of 26.1 inches fell; in 1899, 33.9 inches.
