We rejoice In the Incarnation, for 
only as the Son of God Identified 
Hlrnself with the human race could 
He bear our sins on Ca lvary's tree, 
We keep the cross before us, for 
only as He died did He make atone­
ment for our sin, but above a ll we 
tlbserve the resurrection, tor had 
He not risen for our justlficatlon we 
would Indeed have been without any 
hope. Ours Is a resurrection faith ; 
let us llve It In resurrectlon power. 

, Ll1e is so serious In Its .respon­
slblllties nnd burdens, 10 often dis­
appointing In Its trials and sorrows, 
that we need to sound the note ot 
victory. But it must be real victory 
and It must be ass'lU"ed at the cru· 
cial point where all the hopes of 
man lind defeat.-at death. Only the 
Christian has the assurance of vic­
tory there, but, thank God, he does 
really have It in our Lord Jesus 
Christ. 

Turning aside from our stUdies In 
the Gospel of Mark for today we 
consider together the sermon of 
Peter on the day of Pentecost. He 
declares Jesus to be :

through the account of His earthly 
life, death, and resurrecUon to 
which we may well add the ines­
capable a r gument of Christianity as 
it stands in the world today-all 
speak of Him as the Son ot God, 
Our Saviour is indeed "approved of 
God unto" everyone who wants to 
believe "by mighty works and won­
ders and signs," 

DI. Raised Up by God (vv, 24·32). 
The cross was not an acc ident. 

Jesus did not die as a martyr to a 
noble but hopeless cause, He carne 
into the world "to give his lite a 
ransom for many" (Matt. 20 :28). 

' He said, " I lay down my life, , • 
No m an tak'eth it from me, but I 
lay it down of myself, I have power 
to lay It down, and I have power to 
take it again" (John 10:17, 18) . 

But the fact tha t the cross was in 
the eternal plan of God In no way 
justifies those who slew Him. 
Though they were fulfilling the 
divine purpose, they were acting a s 
free moral agents fully r esponsible 
tor their wicked deeds , 

ro. Raised Up by God (vv, 24·32). 
"It was not possible tha t he should 

be holden" ot dea th (v, 24)-what 
a beautl1ully final and positive state­
ment. It was an Impossibility that 
Christ should r emain In the grave, 

' and it Is the absolute a ssurance of 
Scripture that we who "be dead with 
him shall also live with him" (II 
Tim, 2;11). To the believer , the one 
who Is in Chr ist, the resurrection of 
the Saviour is the gua rantee that 
we shall be r aised. Chr ist is the 
first-fruits of them that sleep in the 
grave. (J Cor. 15: 20,) 

P eter in his sermon turns to the 
Scriptures to prove the r esurrec­
tion r efer ring to the prophet J oel 
as well as to the Psalms of David. 
It would be well for us to do like­
wise on th is Easter Sunday of 1938, 
tor we have infinitely r icher reo 
sources, for In our hands is the New 
Testament with the story of the res· 
urrection and all the references of 
the epistles to this glorious truth.
