UD ROTC program
hosts military

Historic school building at
83 E. Main up for sale

The Christina District school board
voted unanimously at its April
meeting “To authorize staff to
explore the option to negotiate the sale
of 83 East Main Street to support capital
projects.” This allows District staff to
explore the possibility of selling this
property in Newark that formerly housed
the District administrative offices.

Owned by the then-Unified School
District, the original building fronting
on Main Street was erected in 1884 for
K-8 students. The building began high
school classes on the second floor of the
building in the early 1890s.

Although the district later moved K-
12 students to the Academy Building at
Academy and Main streets, 83 East Main
Street remained the school district’s pri-
mary school until the 1920s and served
as part of Newark High School’s voca-

spiracy, said police. Grossi was
charged further with wearing
a disguise while committing a
felony.

Police warn of rental
property scam

On April 14, the Newark
Police Department handled
two complaints almost identi-
cal in nature. The complaints
involved a person identifying
himself as “Steve Banes™ who
was allegedly seeking housing
for a daughter attending the
University of Delaware. In both
cases, Banes answered an on-
line advertisement regarding
local residential rental proper-
ties via e-mail.

Through a series of emails,
Banes advised the potential
landlords that he would be
sending a check or money order
for the deposit and first month’s
rent. Banes then advised that he
would be sending more than the
required amount and requested
the overpayment be forwarded
to his daughter after providing
a name and mailing address.

Police said the subseguent
checks/money orders received
by the landlords proved to be
fake. Had ‘they returned the
amount of overpayment to the
suspect, they would have lost
more than $6,000.

The Newark Police
Department warns residents to
take the following precautions
in mailing money.

1. Money should not be sent
to persons or organizations that
you are not familiar with or do
not personally know.

2. If you have any questions
regarding the source of requests
for donations, you should
investigate the organization or
person by using all resources
at your disposal (i.e. telephone,
internet, better business bureau,
chamber of commerce, etc.)

3. Older citizens should be
particularly careful as they are
often the targets of such crimes
as telephone scams, mail fraud,
home improvement fraud, etc.

4. Remember the old adage,

Meeting to address child poverty here

ilies in poverty face
many challenges — pay-
ing for childcare, finding

affordable housing and navigat-
ing public transportation, among
them.

This month, the state’s Child
Poverty Task Force has been
hearing from Delaware families
who live in poverty about the
issues that matter most to them.
Working mothers have shared
their concerns about raising chil-
dren on minimum wage; adults
in the workforce have expressed
their realization about the need
for a good education.

“It really has been an eye-
opening experience,” said State
Rep. Terry Schooley, D-23
Newark, who chairs the task
force. “I know the numbers, but
to actually hear the stories has
been amazing.”

The numbers alone may be
surprising. According to the
state, 13 percent of children
in Delaware, nearly 27,000 of
them, live in poverty — and that
rate continues to increase.

In an effort to change this
fact, the task force, created in
December 2007, has the goal of
finding ways to reduce the num-
ber of children living in poverty
here by 50 percent over the next
10 years.

The task force started its work

by meeting with poverty experts
from around the country. Then,
the group scheduled a series of
seven public meetings to get “a
much better picture of what was
going on,” said Schooley.

The Newark area meeting will
take place next Monday, April
28, at the Greater Newark Boys
and Girls Club in Bear, from 5 to
8 p.m. Dinner and childcare will
be provided. All residents are
invited to hear more about the
issue and share their thoughts.

Schooley said, so far, more
than 100 people have attended
meetings held elsewhere in the
state — a number that has *‘abso-
lutely amazed” her. Forums open
with a panel discussion involving
people who are of low-income

or who work with low-income
families. After dinner, partici-
pants break into smaller groups
to discuss the topic.

“We’re asking them questions
like, ‘what do you think some of
the solutions might be,” ‘what
can the state do better,” ‘what is
the state doing well,” and, ‘what
do you want for your children,”™
said Schooley.

Participants have been sur-
prisingly open in their responses,
she said. “One person last week
said, ‘this is the first time some-
body asked me about it,”” said
Schooley.

She hopes information gath-
ered from the public will help the
task force in crafting policy to
help reduce child poverty in the

But she got through it with

“Those of us that are working on
it are really encouraged by the
enthusiasm of the people that
have come out,” she said. “What
is hard is to make sure everyone
realizes this is everyone’s prob-
lem.

Get checked out — no
matter how great you feel

made a promise to myself about
Iseven years ago. I promised that if

my father didn’t recover from colon
cancer, I'd go on a crusade in his honor
to make sure that others had their colo-
noscopies when they should — before it
was too late.

Several weeks ago Dad returned
from an overseas trip. His fear of fly-
ing, which limited his vacation travels
to the automobile, was overcome after
he beat cancer two years
ago.

He is a retired dentist,
a medical professional.
He swore he'd never have
that routine and painless,
but often avoided, precau-
tionary procedure called a
colonoscopy because he
did not want to be put to
sleep. It almost cost him
his life. He, if anyone, should have
known better! I can only assume many
of you reading this should have had one
done by now, but (that’s but, not butt)
have not.

My father was turned away three
times for a low iron count trying to
donate at the blood bank. They sug-
gested he get it looked into which led
to a colonoscopy. One month later
he was in surgery having a malignant
tumor removed from his colon and
subsequently benign tumor from his
liver. Nine months of chemotherapy
followed. For the first time in my life, 1
feared losing a parent.

Since his diagnosis my father has
encouraged, enticed and even bribed
others to get their routine colonoscopy.
He stopped counting after the 60th
friend he convinced. He stopped keep-
ing track after the tenth person called
and thanked him because something
significant was found during the pro-
cedure. These were all people like him
— procrastinating that pain in the butt
(pun intended) procedure.

The morning after Dad returned
from his cruise I went for my annual
physical and found out my cholesterol
was normal, only to learn my blood
work showed positive results in other
areas (so to speak). So, instead of going
into my second colonoscopy thinking
it’s just a day off from work, I went
into it hoping and praying I'd still be
working in 10 years. The good news is
I'm fine.

But now I'm back on my crusade,
actually just starting it, but also enhanc-
ing it. My crusade is to convince friends
and family and readers to have a routine
annual physical exam done complete
with blood work. As my wife said, if 1
had not gone for a routine physical and

had blood work done tg check how my
cholesterol medication is working (I
found out I had high cholesterol during
last year’s annual physical), I'd never
have known there could be this other
issue as well. I'm young in my book
(41), I feel just fine, look fine, act fine
(according to me) and all my bodily
functions are working just fine. My
blood work said differently.

Whether you are 20 or 40 or 80
it makes no difference — you need to
see your doctor regularly no matter
how great you feel. It doesn’t matter
if you are a man or woman, there are
routine preventative fests and exams
you can have done, should have done,
must have done — in order to detect and
hopefully prevent more serious health
problems.

Don’t base your decision to get an
annual physical exam and common pre-
ventative procedures on how you feel or
whether you have the time. Base it on
how you want to feel in the future and
how much time you want that future
to have.

Some of these procedures are pain-
less; some are not. Some are simple;
many are not. Some are completely
covered by insurance; few are not. All
should be mandatory, but unfortunately
they’'re nof.

We all have choices in life, includ-
ing what medical advice to take. Unlike
my father and many other people you
hear from on TV or in print or in
your doctor’s office, I'm not a medical
professional giving out free medical
advice here or some famous athlete or
actor preaching to you. Rather, I'm just
like you. I'm a son, a husband and a
father.

I get up in the morning and feel
great reading the newspaper with a cup
of coffee — just like you're doing now.
I go to work, exercise, watch what I
eat (most of the time) and think I'm
in great shape for my age. Without the
blood tests as proof, my doctor would
probably tell me the same thing after
weighing me, taking my blood pressure
and listening to my heart. My blood
work told him differently.

I went into my colonoscopy pro-
cedure hoping to come out of it and
see my wife smiling at me telling me
everything is A-Okay. I also went into it
this second time a little leery, knowing
it might not be.

But either way I’'m once again glad
I went for my annual physical exam
and took the time to get the blood work
done. It’s something I've done annually
since my father started traveling by air,
but something 1 probably would not
be doing if he had not been diagnosed
with colon cancer.” After all, I feel and
look fine, and certainly have better

Now, in the midst of every-
day tasks — homeschooling her
youngest son, finishing her
dissertation, helping her oldest
son decide on which college to
attend — she finds that poetic
inspiration comes to her in the
form of interesting phrases,
images or experiences from
her life.

She writes about family,
heritage and self-discovery. A
big part of her writing life has
been spent trying to answer a
question she got all the time
growing up the daughter of a
Filipino-American in a conser-
vative, white community, she
said. “I just got very used to

people coming up to me going,
‘Where are you from?” she
said.

Poetry has allowed her to
work through her thoughts on
the subject, and to, eventually,
share them with an audience.
“Writing has to be some kind of
conversation,” she said. “That’s
why [ love poetry — because
it's a conversation with another
person’s head.”

For Balingit, writing also
brings a level of personal
awareness not found in routine
life. “It might seem as if you're
shut away from the world when
you’re sitting, totally absorbed
in your notebook or your com-
puter screen. But I think it
gives you a real clarity on
what’s going on in your pres-

ent mind,” she said. “Poetry
is really about just being wide
awake.”

death.

Retitle a deceased person’s
assets or jointly held assets
(such as bank accounts, credit
cards, auto titles, and the deed
to the family house) into the
survivor’s name. Expect minor
hassles such as the need for
a death certificate and a sig-
nature guarantee from a bank
officer for some documents.

Don’t pay any large
debts that a deceased person
incurred until you check with
a lawyer. Debts owed by the
deceased are generally the
responsibility of the estate and
should be forwarded to the
executor for payment. Many
creditors will simply need to
wait until the estate is settled.
If the survivor pays bills out-
of-pocket or with savings, they
could leave themselves short
of cash for their living expens-

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es or a financial emergency.

Identify and secure resourc-
es. Some examples include
life insurance policy proceeds
(both individual and employer-
provided coverage), employee
benefits such as a deceased
spouse’s 401(k) plan, and
veteran’s benefits, including
burial in a national cemetery.
If the deceased person was
employed, contact his or her
employer regarding benefits
due to survivors. For example,
the estate may be due a final
paycheck or payment for vaca-
tion and sick leave.

Seek professional advice
when needed, such as an attor-
ney to help with estate tax
returns or a financial planner
for investment decisions. Ask
questions about anything that
you don’t understand or feel
comfortable with. There are no
“dumb” questions when your
future financial security is at
stake.

It can take some time, but
supportive family members
can really assist widows in
identifying resources and man-
aging the paperwork necessary
to help them sustain a solid

financial future.

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Flacco gets
help from
former Hen

If Joe Flacco becomes a
first-round NFL draft pick, the
former University of Delaware
quarterback can credit another
former Blue Hen standout for
his assistance.

Scott Brunner, a former Blue
Hen All-American and NFL
quarterback, has been a Wall
Street stockbroker for the last
12 years, but he has remained
involved with football. The son
of a former NFL coach and
brother of an
NFL  scout
does media
game-day
analysis -and
is a part-time
instructor with
TEST Sports
Performance
Center in
Martinsville, New Jersey, a
group of former athletes who
work with high school pros-
pects preparing for the college
recruiting season and college
players getting ready for pro-
fessional draft.

Brunner worked with
Flacco before last winter’s
NFL Combine in Indianapolis
and although he isn’t predict-
ing Flacco will be a first-round
selection in Saturday’s NFL
draft, he. expects the strong-
armed 6-foot-6 ex-Blue Hen
to go earlier than any previ-
ous Blue Hen quarterback in
the NFL draft. Rich Gannon
was the highest draft pick of
any Blue Hen, selected in the
fourth round in 1987 by the
New England Patriots who
traded him immediately to the
Vikings. Brunner was drafted
in the sixth round by the New
York Giants in 1980, and Jeff
Komlo was selected in the ninth
round by the Detroit Lions in
1979 after Delaware finished
second in the NCAA Division
11 Tournament.

“[Matt] Ryan will probably
be the number one quarterback
selected,” Brunner said of the
Boston College senior who
was a strong Heisman candi-
date through the first half of
the 2007 college season. “But
Flacco is one of the top two

Newark finally scored the
equalizer on a goal by Ali
Bechard in the 31st minute, but
Charter struck back to take a 3-
1 lead before halftime on goals
by Hilary Hanus in the 35th
minute and Sarah Gray in the
38th minute.

The two teams played tena-
cious defense throughout the
second half, Force keeper

Kristi Jackson was especially
sharp, keeping the Jackets at
bay, and more importantly, off
the scoreboard.

“We _beat a good team
today,” said Charter’s second
year coach Jon Gillespie. “Our
defense did a great job keeping
their offense under control dur-
ing the game.”

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or three quarterbacks available.
He and [Michigan's Chad]
Henne are probably the next
best . . . possibly [Louisville’s]
Brian Bohm.”

Ryan, by most accounts
heard on talk shows or read
on the internet or newspapers,
appears to be the logical pick
to be the first quarterback
selected, anywhere from first
to the middle of the 32-team
first round — Atlanta, Miami,
Baltimore, Carolina among
the first most frequent fran-
chise’s mentioned. Atlanta is
floundering without impris-
oned Michael Vick, Baltimore
is feeling the sting of Steve
McNair’s retirement, Miami is
revamping its franchise under
the leadership of Bill Parcells,
and Carolina might not be
pleased with Michael Moore's
ability to step up when starter
Jake Delhomme steps down.

Beyond Ryan, Flacco,
Brohm, and Henne are the
quarterbacks receiving the
most attention, but only rarely
as a potential first-round selec-
tion. Flacco has the distinction
of being the highest-ranked I-
AA candidate, prompting one
NFL analyst to describe Flacco
as “one of the most intrigu-

ing quarterbacks in the draft.
He’s even ranked far above
Ricky Santos, the former New
Hampshire star and Peyton
Trophy winner [I-AA’s version
of the Heisman trophy]. The
distinction, however, might
also be a hindrance. Henne and
Flacco might have worn strik-
ingly similar helmets the last
couple years, but Henne played
against I-A powers such as Ohio
State, Illinois, and Wisconsin
while Flacco’s major competi-
tion was against I-A Navy and
I-AA powers James Madison
and Richmond.

“He has skills, but he needs
to refine them,” Brunner said.
“The footwork between taking
the snap and getting back into
the pocket is so much different
in the pros and college ball.
We're- talking about the impor-
tance of a split second from
taking the snap and making the
drop.”

Brunner, however., consid-
ers Flacco an intelligent athlete
capable of doing what it takes
to make the transition from
college ball to the pros. And
Brunner’s younger brother,
Todd, an NFL scout, said in
one of his regular NFL blogs
that “Wherever Joe ends up,
he’ll be a great asset.”

The fact that Flacco does
not come from the major col-

.

S
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lege ranks might alter his draft
situation, but once a player is
drafted the coaches aren’t nec-
essarily partial to those from
the upper division. Brunner,
who started only one varsity
season at Division II Delaware
and led the 13-1 Blue Hens to
a national championship, went
from a sixth-round draft pick in
1980 to a starting quarterback
in 1981, when he replaced the
injured Phil Simms, and led
the Giants from a 5-6 record
into the playoffs for the first
time since 1963. One can only
wonder what the 1982 strike
that shortened the season to
nine games did to Brunner’s
momentum. He started much
of the 1983 season under first-
year coach Bill Parcells and
was traded to Denver where he
was a backup to John Elway
in 1984.

“A lot of teams won’t take
a chance on an unknown,”
Brunner said, “but on the
upside if a team is willing to
take a chance and give him a
couple years to develop into a
solid player, Joe's the guy.”

In addition to Flacco and
Santos, Southern Illinois” Nick
Hill is another former I[-AA
quarterback mentioned in pre-
draft conversation.

tional program until the 1950s.
The building eventually
became the headquarters for the
Newark Special School District
and then the Christina School
District, housing administra-
tion offices until 2004. As the
*Old Newark Comprehensive
School,” 83 E. Main St. was
added to the National Register
of Historic Places in 1982,
Since2004, ChristinaDistrict
has considered various uses for
the site, including establish-
ing academic and vocational
facilities for its NETworks
program there. NETworks
combine career and academic
experiences through hands-on
training in a real-world work

environment. While attending
the NETworks program for
all or part of the school day,
students earn credits towards
completion of a high school
diploma or certificate of atten-
dance.

After Sept. 11, Angela Williams held an
ecumenical service for her law firm. But wait,
a lawyer holding a service? That sounds down
right strange.

Williams, a lawyer for the general counsel
of the YMCA and an ordained minister, is part
of a growing demographic of slash workers
— people that have multiple job titles.

The “slash effect” was coined by Marci Al-
boher, who writes the “Shifting Careers™ col-
umn for The New York Times and whose own
life of slashes — author/speaker/coach/blogger
— inspired her recent book “One Person/Mul-
tiple Careers: How The Slash Effect Can Work
for You™” (Business Plus, 2007).

Alboher, a self-described career chame-
leon who left law to become a journalist, says
multiple-identity careers are now ubiquitous.

“Just look at celebrity culture as one ex-
ample,” she says. “You have Bono, who is a
rocker/activist and Angelina Jolie - actress/
Goodwill Ambassador. We've reached a tip-
ping point where people have so many differ-
ent dimensions to who they are and what they

"do.”

Take Bob Alper, a rabbi/stand-up comic
who is a poster child for slash workers.

“There was always a lot of comedy in my
rabbinate, and there is also a lot of rabbi in my
comedy,” Alper says.

Melding the two professions, Alper per-
forms all over the country as a stand-up com-
ic, leaving less time to be a practicing rabbi,
which highlights a staple of the slash life that
there is rarely an even split between one’s

“The Slash Life

When one job isn’t enough, the multi-career worker
creates opportunities that go beyond the desk

multiple-careers.

Williams says she spends about 70 percent
of her time on the law and 30 percent in the
ministry. But even though she spends more of
her time drafting briefs, she says there is a lot
of crossover.

“When you get a Master’s of Divinity, they
train you to deal with people,” she says. “It's
all about the holistic parts of humanity. So as
a lawyer, manager and co-worker, I am con-
stantly channeling who I am as a minister.”

But as with anything that involves mul-
tiples comes the balance challenge. Williams
says balance is something she has to be par-
ticularly cognizant of, since it’s entirely pos-
sible to work 24/7 when you have one caréer,
let alone two.

“I've learned that in order to lead a slash
life you have to be very intentional about what
you do,” she says. “You have to actually set
aside that time to call your friends, because it’s
not going to happen on its own.”

While multiple careers might sound like
a recipe for constant stress, Alboher says she
found that slash workers feel less stress than
their fellow singular careerists.

*Slashes might not be caught up on “Amer-
ican Idol,” but they are very satisfied because
who they are is being layered into their lives,”
she says. “They have understood how to blend
and blur, which is a key element of the satis-
faction equation in today’s workplace.”

So want to add a first or second slash to

your career? Slashers, like Alper, say to be pa-
tient.

“I remember when I was just starting out
in comedy, 1 would change out of my rabbi
clothes and into my comedy clothes in the
parking lot,” he says. I was always afraid
someone would see me. Slowly, I started get-
ting bookings and was able to make my com-
edy an actual career.”

To that end, Alboher advises current slash
workers and soon-to-be slash workers to think
of their careers in terms of anchors and orbit-
ers. Anchors are jobs that have the staples of
stability, like health insurance and a steady
paycheck. Orbiters are those things like writ-
ing that novel or starting that art gallery.

“The anchor/orbiter model will help you
think about how to stay afloat financially but
also how to expand,” Alboher says. 3o

The life of a slash worker can sound ideal.
What could be better than running a restau- -
rant and teaching yoga on the side? But what
if you are job seeking? In this case, Alboher
says discretion is critical. A job interview with
that technology start-up, for example, is not
the moment to share that you'd like to open a
yarn store.

“I would reveal as little as possible without
being misleading,” Alboher says. “Of course,
this is a case-by-case situation, because per-
haps one of your slashes is a nice compliment
to the position you are applying for.”
