The text, exposition, and per.oration for the finest Christmas 
Day editorial that could possibly be written were presented in 
a recent lecture by Alexander Woollcott in the course of which 
he made the following statement. 

On Christmas Day, 1914, the German and English troops on 
the Western Front came out of their trenches and fraternized 
and frolicked together in No-Man's Land. 

That Christmas Day is so sacred and s ignificant that it could 
halt what developed into the world's most sanguine cOllftict is 
indeed the supreme tribute. This incident shows more clearly 
than our pen could ever hope to show just how firm a grip the 
day of the Christ-Child's nativity has on the h earts of the entire 
Christian world. 

And so we hope that this same Christmas spirit of "Peace 
on earth, Goodwill to men," w ill again pervade the troubled 
atmosphere of European unrest and lay the ghost of War.

We congratulate those few business men and home owners 
who have had initiative enough to "light up" for the Yuletide 
season. On the other hand we a r e very sorry that the community 
as a whole has not seen fit to have a regular holiday "trim."

Planning Menu For 
Christmas Is Made Easier ~ 

True, some families havetheir own 
favorite menus for the different holi­
days, yet ma ny mOI'e a lways dread 
those "big" dinners because they have 
no set menu , and scarcely know 
where to begin wi th the pla nning . It 
is for those that Inez S. W illso n, home 
economist, suggests holiday food s, 
some of them old and some of them 
new, but a ll are favOl· ites.
