Charter Issue Wide Open; 
Hearing Monday, 8 P. M. , 

The proposed town charter, ap­
proved last week for submission to 
the Gcneral Assembly, became a wide 
opcn issue her again Monday nig):lt 
whe n spok smen for leading civic and 
vetCl'3n groups descended on the Town 
Counci l at its February meeting to pro­
test the last minute revisions inscrted 
into the measul'C at a speCia l session a 
week ago. 

The upshot was that Council met in 
closed scssion with the town Charter 
Committee last night in an effort to 
work out a compromise and agrced to 
fo llow up this session with another 
public hearing to insure full town sup­
port before submitting the charter to 
the state lcgislature. Date for the hear­
ing, w hich must comc quickly if the 
chartcr is to be sent to Dover for the 
current Assembly scssion, has not been 
announced as yet. 

These concessions came aftcr repre­
sentatives of the local Legion, V. F . W., 
Chamber of Commerce and a majority 
of the Charter Committee lined up 
solidly Monday night to protest the 
recent changes written into the draft 
by Council, especially those gover~­
ing voting in a r eferendum and 41 uali -
fications for voting in a town election. 
The spokesmen also registered obj ec­
tions to the manner in which CouncHo 
had carried out the wholesale revisions 
without, apparently, intending to con­
IUlt tbe public before submJtUng the 
charter to the legislature. A leHer from 
the Charter Committee also expressed 
resentment over the way Council had

Start Farm Safety 
Contest In Delaware 

Home Demonstration And 4-H 
Clubs Join In Project 

A Delaware farm and home safety 
contest, sponsored by the Delaware Ag­
ricultural Extension Service and the 
Delaware Safety CounCil, will be car­
ried on from Feb. 1 through Oct. 31, 
announces Miss Louise Whitcomb, ex­
tension home management specialist at 
the University of Delaware. 

According to Miss Whitcomb, this 
contest comes as a resu lt of the farm 
and homp safety survey which has 
been undel' way in Delaware for nine 
months. The survey shows t.hat the 
leading cause of accidents during this 
lime was fall s, a total of 183, both in 
t he home and on the farm grounds: 

The contest is designed to reduce the 
number of fa lls and other accidents 
by eliminating accident hazards. Home 
demonstr::ltion clubs and 4-H clubs 
throughout the state have entered the 
contest, and any org::l ni zed rural group 
is eligible to participate. 

A safety chairman has been appoint­
ed in each club entered in t.he contest. 
Each month, a safe ty letter stressing 
the saiety "Job of the month" wi ll be 
sent to the chairman, who will ask clu b 
members to inspect their homes and 
remove the accident hazards described 
in the leiter. The safety chairman wiU 
keep a r ecord of hazards thus elimi­
nated. 

Final winners in the contest will be 
determined on the percentage of club 
members partiCipating in the program, 
total number of hazards removed by 
the club, and a written story by the 
safety chairman telling of the club's 
activities in getting across safety in­
format ion to club members and other 
people in the community. Prizes will 
be awarded the gr oups achieving the 
most outstanding safety records over 
the nine-months period.
