The 
lights, a phenomenon of the atmos-

'phere, probably due to electrical 
di scharges, a l'e usually v is ible only 
in hig h latitudes, and a glimpse of 
them in this part of t he coun tl'y is 
fai rl y ra re. 

Telegraph wires which are used 
for news se rvices were adversely 
affected by the phenomena. In som 
parts of the coun try telegraph 
communication was impossible and 
as t he news services depend upon 
having "open wil'es" to all parts of 
the country where t heir service ex­
tends, before they can send out 
their news, t he action of the nOI·th­
ern lights on the service caused 
considerable de lay in getting the 
news to press. •

Eating is 
not the whole of existence, even for 
an animal. Life, for a wild animal, 
connotes freedom, the ardor of the 
chase, the inclination to roam unhin­
dered and take his chances of survival 
in his natural envi ronment.
