THE NEED FOR T DENT GUID N E 

In our observations of academic conditions 
in this allege w hav wondered and asked 
why th r are so many failures in certain 
· urse . The reasons given by facu lty mem­
bers are lack of ability, di tracting interests, 
faulty attitude, laziness, or poor secondary 
pr paration. What action do they take upon 
th failing students? Typical sentences 
meted out by the faculty are repeat courses, 
official warning, probation, or suspension be­
cau e the e are the easiest methods for dis­
P sing of these students. 

The fault to be found with such typical 
faculty opinions of cause for student "fail­
ure ," says Glen U. Cheton, of the Carnegie 
In titute of Technology, "is that they are 
good r asons which h lp to explain a general 
·onditi n, but they are not always the real 
r a n for failur in individual cases. Such 
opinions are often rationalizations, that i , 
th y are easily expr ed conventional ex­
planation which giv undue consideration to 
surfa indication . Such opinions usually 
pin r sponsibilitie elsewhere than with in­
s ilutional faculti . Thi characteristic alone 
sugges s that th r al cause of failure is often 
·on eal d.'
