£ was a unanimous vote by the board of trustees that elected

david P. Roselle as the new president in December. From a
91 of 250 nominees during what has been called the most
. eomprehensive presidential search the trustees found some-

one whom they believe will lead this university into the
1990’s.

In the few years that he served as the president of the
University of Kentucky he gained the support and loyalty of
the student body and faculty. When it was announced that
Roselle was a finalist in the University of Delaware’s search
over 400 people, including students and faculty, rallied out-
side his office to try and keep him from leaving. Obviously,
Delaware has snagged a well-liked and popular president.

His two years at Kentucky though, were not all a bed of
roses. His disputes with Gov. Wilkenson were well publicized.
They clashed primarily over the university’s budget and the
1987 NCAA investigation of recruiting violations for the
university’s basketball team.

Before going to Kentucky President Roselle spent most of
his career at Virginia Polytechnic and State University. In
1974 he was a professor of mathematics and in 1983 he
became provost, a position in which he served until 1987.

During a thorough transition period Roselle worked closely
with President Trabant. He was introduced to many aspects
of the university as well as its administrators and many state
officials.

The University of Delaware has gone through a long and
difficult serach. The board of trustees believes that in select-
ing Roselle they have made a choice that will benefit the
university for many years to come.
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
