NEW TOWN BOND 
ISSUE PLACED 

$65,000 4 Yz Bonds Sold To 

Laird, Bissell and Meeds ; 

Open Bids Tomorrow 

On Street Work 

At a special meeting of the Council 
of Newark, held Monday night, it was 
voted to place t he new $65,000 bond 
issue of the Town of Newark through 
the brokerage concern of Laird, Bis­
sell and Meeds. The bonds were 
placed on a basis of competitive bids. 
It is understood that Laird, Bissell 
and Meeds have sold t he entire issue 
to one individual. 

The bonds are 4\h pel' cent, call 
securities, and were authorized by the 
last State Legislature, and by a spe­
cial election of the Town of Newark. 
$46,000 of the money secured by the 
sale of the bonds will be used to re­
tire 6\h per cent bonds of the Town 
of Newark now outstanding, The re­
mainder will be used for street im­
provement work. 

At another special meeting, tomor­
row night, at 7 p. m., standard time 
bids will be opened on the plans and 
specifications of the first section of a 
street improvement program inaugu­
rated by the Council of Newark at its 
last regular meeting. It is understood 
that 5 concerns will submit bids, 

The plans provide for paving sec­
tions of South Chapel street and Cen­
ter street, and for gutter and curbing 
on South Chapel street, Center street, 
Park place, Academy street, Kells 
avenue and Manuel street,

street for about 600 f eet and to curb 
and gutter that s treet to the town 
line.

Newark Board Organizes For 

New Year; IAnnounces Tax 

Rate; Stiltz Brothers Award­

ed Bus Contract 

F ACUL TY CHANGES 

At t he regular meeting of the Boa rd 
of E ducation of t he Newark Special 
School Distri ct for the month of July , 
held Monday night, th Board organ­
ized fo r the year 192!l-1930 by electi ng 
t he fo llowing offi cer s : President, H . 
Ha rri son Gray; vice, pres ident, Rob­
er t S. Ga llaher; secr etar y, Ira S. 
Bl'in ser (ex-offi cio); Mr. Richards is 
the other member of t he Board. 

The special tax of 22 cents on the 
hundred was laid to pay off the bonds 
and interest f or the ensuing year. 
Thi s is a r eduction of one cent. Each 
year s ix one. thousa nd dollar bonds are 
retired in addi t ion to the inter est 
charges. The total bonds unpaid July 
1, 1929, was $114,000. The valuation 
of the Newark Special School District 
for the present fiscal year is $5,793,-
855. 

The budget for the coming year 
was considered in regard to the allo­
cation of the funds to the several 
divi sions of school expenditures. 
!hese divisions are: General control; 
mstructional service; operation of 
plant; maintenance of plant; fixed 
charges which includes all types of in­
surance; auxiliary agencies which in­
cludes transportation, library and the 
promotion of health; and capital out­
lay. No state funds may be used for 
payment of bonds or in terest charges. 

Under the present system of dis­
tribution of State funds the State 
Board appropriates to each special 
school district a definite amount per 
pUpil for every grade of the school. 
Previously this had been appropriated 
on a different basis for elemen~ary 
and for high school grades.' Now the 
appropriation is the same for each 
pupil rc.gardless of grade. The appro­
priation for the present year is fig­
ured at a minimum of $68.00 pel' pu­
pil. The Newark District receives 
thi s per capita al'propfiation likewise 
for every pupil who comes to the New­
ark Di strict from outside the Newark 
District. 

TranSllortation 
The plans for transportation have 

been about completed and the contract 
has been awarded to Stiltz Brothers, 
of Newark, by the State Board of Ed­
ucation. In accordance with the plans 
there will be four busses needed to 
meet the transportation needs thi s 
year. The North Route from Milford 
Cross Roads to Korner Ketch and 
thence along the Pipe Creek Road to 
the Capitol Trail to Newark will in 
a ll probability require the services of 
two busses. 

The South Route will be somewhat 
enlarged. The new route will be west 
on t he Elkton road to the new r oad 
crossing Chestnut Hill by way of the 
Pleasant Valley School, thence east 
to Gla gow to Cooch's Bridge and to 
Newark. This new division ,. a ided by 
the construction of the cross r oad be­
tween the Elkton and the Glasgow 
road will make tran sportation facili ­
ti es available to a number of school 
children who previou sly had to walk 
a considerable distance over roads 
whi ch many times were almost im­
pass ible . . The other southern route 
will be south to Gla sgow to Bear Sta­
tion to Christiana to Coooh's Bridge 
and then to Newark. Within the next 
f ew days a final check up will be made 
over the different routes to insure 
that all who are elligible for the serv­
ice wi.1l be provided for. MI'. Brinser, 
supel'lntendent of chools of Newark 
has again been designated by th~ 
State Board as its representative to 
look after the tran sportation service 
to the school.

The tiRed" Menace 
Last week we called ed itorial attention to a Communistic out­

burst in New York which had for its sensational element the fact 
that the radicals 'involved were youths of grammar and high 
school age. They were members of the Young Pioneers, a widely 
growing and strong link in the Communistic party and program 
in this country. The serious aspect of the affair was tile indication 
it exposed of the social poison at work in the minds of the youth 
of this nation. 

The Russo-China imbroglio is another example of the ripened 
fruit of Communistic sowing. 

Today, Communists will make world-wide celebration of the 
birth of the Soviet Republic in Russia, and will undoubtedly in­
clude in its celebrations in this country, new programs and 
methods of attack on our national ideals and traditions. The 
nation as a whole will view this "Red" activity with amused or 
indifferent tolerance, not realizing as yet the gnawing and can­
cerous growth the Communistic party has had in the vitals of 
American ideals and institutions. The following letter, written by 
a member of an order pledged to the support and defense of true 
patriotism and pure Americanism, portrays an acute and danger­
ous situation, but is encouraging in that it shows that organized 
forces, with the finest ideals of Americanism as their standards, 
are awake and fighting the insidious menace of Communism in 
this country. 

Fort Du Pont, Delaware, JUly 30, 1929. 
Mr. Charles B. Jacobs, Jr., Editor, 
The Newark Post, 
My dear Mr. Jacobs: 

It was with great pleasure that I read your fine editorial of 
July 25th, which was very appropriately entitled, "A Common 
Enemy." It is indeed most gratifying to me and to the great body 
of National Sojourners each time a patriotic, outspoken, unafraid 
American editor hits the "red" menace straight from the shoulder 
as you have done. Surely those who' would perpetuate the ideals 
and institutions for which our forefathers "sacrificed their lives 
and fortunes," owe much to the great body of our American 
editors. 

That the situation is serious, there is no doubt. The agents of 
Sovietism aim principally at American youth, and they have suc­
ceeded somehow in securing a foothold in our schools, colleges, and 
in our social and religious organizations. Scarcely a meeting or 
convention is reported in which the names of well known radicals 
and paid propagandists do not appear as having a leading part, 
especially in the un-American resolutions that are usually passed. 
The American Federation of Teachers and the Federal Council of 
Churches of Christ in America are among those who preach 
national disarmament and the abolishment of military training; 
and this in the face of world history and the openly announced in­
tention of the Soviet Union to overthrow our government by the 
use of arms. It should be a matter of common knowledge that 
Communism stands for the destruction of religion, morals, govern­
ment, the family group, and in fact every essential of civilization. 
A number of serious charges have been made against the Federal 
Council of Churches regarding the source of its income. 

Most intelligent people know that there is such a thing as 
Communism, and that foreign elements are working at something 
or other, but there is very little general knowledge of the actual 
inroads being made upon the apparent solidity of American ideals 
and institutions by the insidious propaganda of Soviet Russia who 
would nationalize our women. The fire-brand methods of the 
'reds," with which nearly everyone is acquainted, are perhaps the 
least harmful; they are staked merely for display, and to excite 
the hot blood of the ignorant and illiterate. It is the quiet, serious 
meetings of the leaders and salaried propaganists of the Com­
munist (Third) International in America, that count; meetings 
in which many prominent persons, among them, I am sorry to say, 
a goodly number of American women, sit in earnest discussion 
upon ways and means to undermine and overthrow the govern­
ment of the United States of America. 

It behooves us, therefore, in the performance of our duty as 
Citizens and as American fathers and mothers, to maintain an 
aggressive and continuous fight that will offset in the greatest 
measure possible, the effects of this pernicious and insidious 
cancer of Communism which is gradually eating its way into the 
very heart of the Nation-our youth. 

I want to say here that National Sojourners is organized for 
the purpose of d~veloping true patriotism and Americanism 
throughout the nation, for bringing together representatives of 
the uniformed forces of the United States in a united effort to 
further the military need of national defense, and for opposing 
any influence whatsoever calculated to weaken the national 
security. 

You may, and I urge you to, publish this letter over my 
signature in the interest of Americanism, and in the denounce­
ment of that subtle influence with which the protagonists of 
pacifism and communism would forever destroy civilization.

Firemen's Parade 

Last Thursday, the night of the 
Firemen's parade, brought to New­
ark probably the largest cl'owd of 
people the town has ever held.

Daugherty-in every part of the body 
ther e are salts somewhat like table 
salt, but many kinds-iron , lime and 
others. The body will not work 
smoothly unless it has plenty of these 
sa lt s and children cannot build strong 
bodies without them. We must, t here­
fore, get them from our food. Vege­
tables and fruits are rich in them. We 
should eat a variety so as to be sure 
to get all the kinds of salts we need. 

It has been found that many di s­
ea es are caused by lack of mineral 
salts and vitamines found in certain 
food s. For instance: P ellagra, a di s­
ea e that is very prevalent in the 
South, is .caused from the lack of raw 
fruits and vegetables in the diet. Goi­
ter is caused from lack of iodine and 
iron. Iodine is found abundantly in 
fi h, and iron is found in highly col­
ored vegetables, such a spinach and 
other greens, in ca rrots, yellow tur­
nips and tomatoes. It has been found 
that onc of t he contributing causes of 
pyorrhea is f rom lack of tomatoes or 
oranges in the di et, which means that 
we should have a supply 01 canned to­
ma toes on hand at all times, as Dr. 
McCollum says that tomatoes when 
canned are just as good as when fre sh.

REENLISTMENT AVERAGES 

INCREASED THIS YEAR 
A higher percentage of reenlist­

ments among soldiers of the Regular 
Army at posts in New York State, 
New J ersey, and Delaware, exceeding 
that of the previous year, is a feature 
of the annual recruiting report for 
the Second Corps Area, which was 
made public today by Major General 
Hanson E. Ely, commanding genera l 
at Governors Island, New York 
Harbor. 

During the fi scal year of 1929, t he 
report shows, 901 out of 2,079, 01' 43 
per cent of the soldiers of the First 
Divis ion and other Regular Army or­
ganizations of the Second Corps Area 
immediately reenlisted for t hree-year 
hitches upon being honorably dis­
charged at expiration of their enlist­
ments. For 1928 the rate of reenlist­
ment among those eligible for another 
hitch was 38 per, cent. The figures do 
not include soldL rs who returned to 
civil life for short periods, al.ld then I 
reenlisted for a new post. 

Higher morale, improved living con­
ditions more diversified and interest­
ing tr~ining, and better understandi~g 
of service life, as well as the 111-

creased chances for promotion that go 
with longer service, are some of the 
factors which Army officers say are 
behind the higher reen listment rate.
