n. The Way of Victory, Peace, 
al'd True Joy (Rom . 6:17-23; 14 :21) . 

We say with P aul " God be 
tha nked" that ther e is a way tor 
men to flnd freedom from the sin 
and disappointment of life. It comes 
by 

1. Personal allegiance to God 
<Rom. 6:17-23) . Clea r thinking on 
. spiritual matter s r ecognizes that 
the man who boas ts of his per sonal 
liberty, his freedom from God's con­
trol over his lile is in r eality the 
1ilave of sin (vv. 17-19 ; Titus 3:3). 
On the other hand, the one who is a 
willing bondsla ve of J esus Christ is 
free. The way of victory and peace 
is to yield to God, even as the way 
ot defea t and di sappointment is to 
yield to sin. The tlrst way leads to 
joy in this life and eternal fellow­
ship with God. The other way re­
sults in ultimate ghastly dis illusion­
ment in this Iiie and eternal spiritu­
al death and sepa ration from God. 

2. Recognized responsibility for 
others (Rom. 14 : 21). It should not 
take two minutes of intelligent con­
sideration for a ny man to understand 
that "none of us liveth to h imsel! 
and no m an dielh to h imself" (Rom. 
14:7). Yet tha t is the obvious as­
sumption under which men live, 
leaving behind them not only their 
own wrecked lives, but carrying 
along in the strea m of their person­
al influence their acquaintances, 
friends and members of their fami­
lies. 

The principle stated in Romans 
14: 21 should govern all of our ac­
tlons. Paul was speaking ot meat 
olTered to idols. which he could have 
eaten with a clea r consc ience . But 
if he ate it someone else would be 
caused to stumble. and he was rath­
er willing to do without it as long a s 
he lived. One wonders wha t would 
happen in the Christian world i! 
every proCcssed follower of Chr ist 
would thus eva lua te not only the 
usc of intoxicants but also his every 
persona l habit.

Nations, as well as men , might 
flnd In the deeper wisdom of the 
heart the solution of those prob­
lems which today seem so hopelessly 
to frustrate the mind. 

In our own nation, great leaders 
have acknowledged their reliance on 
this ancient wisdom. 

"My principle Is to do whalever 
Is right.," was Thomas J efferson's 
own summation of that guidance. 

"With maHce toward none: with 
charity for aU: wllh flnnness In the 
right., as God !rives us to see the 
right" was the expressIon of Llu­
coln's approach to one of the most 
serious Internal problems In our 
h istory. 

It Is In this spirit that humanity 
hopes the leaders of the nations may 
today approach their problems-both 
within and without their borders.
