Taken For Granted

By this year of 1955, the evidence is pi ntiful that Russian 
Communism has bred on the poverty of nations. We need only 
to look at the fr e world today and see that Communist infiltra­
tion is most <lang rous where tandards of living are low. Is it 
not r asonabl , th n, 1'11at free men should initiate means towards 
a g n ral uplifting of their e onomic standard ? 

Although one need not exert much effort in order to criticize 
the Marshall Plan, yet the over-all effect of this program has been 
infin ite when compared to its cost to the American people in 
taxes. When Mr. Nezih Manyes spoke before our International 
Rela tions Club only recently, he expressed how his country, Turkey, 
used American a id so e ffectively in combating Communism infil · 
tra tion. Today Turkey is one of our staunchest allies. Without Amer­
ican a id Communism may have been disastrous not only for 
Turkey but also for Italy, Greece and Western Germa ny. 

Still there is a b tter means than dire t monetary aid 1or bol ­
'st ring th economies of friendly nations. Leaders of many of our 
a llies have often express d their need for in reased international 
trade. This i not to advocate free tradeA for under this condition 
the United tates would probably benerit more than those with 
whom s he trad d. Yet the Unit d States shoul<l not initiate or 
maintain high tariffs whi h stifle in reased international trade 
with our alli s, for these conditions greatly hamper the economic 
developm nt of fr e nati ns. 

A f w y ar ago, three-quarters of all American aid was di· 
re ted to Europe. ince the end of the Marshall Plan in 1952. it is 
now possible for mu h of !:'hi aid to be dire ted to Asia where 
the Communist are oncentrating their efforts. 

Would it not be wise to use this a id by establishinq terms 
of t rade favorable for our Asian allies even at comparative loss 
to the United States? The process can be slow and of a nature 
tha t would in no way harm the American economy. The long­
run economic benefits for the United States might be manUested 
many t imes over in new markets for American industrial produc· 
tio~ The victory for democracy would be immeasurable. 

At the tim this was written President Eisenhower was speak­
ing vi~orou ly ·befor an As ociated Pres convention in New 
York tty on behalf of his •propo ed legislation concerning inter­
national trade. H aid that "two way trade is an avenue towards 
p ace and plenty for nation of good will." He asked that over 
the n xt thr e years our tariffs be reduced 15 per cent. 

Is this a king too mu h? The life of demo racy is in the bat­
an e and thi in r ased International trade could be of more ben ­
efit than a million man hours of n g tiating with the ommuni ts. 
The time is long pa t for the United State to use its flconnmir 
suprema y m r effi iently In the strengthening of the fr e world.
