It would be impossible to 
give a ,. view of the .book in 
the short space allot d here, 
for it would be n cessary to 
give a historical account or 
hi . life and actions. It is 
on ly imp rtant to say that in 
t hi s b ok Frank Shay pre­
,·ents graphically tlte life of 
on of the most important 
conquestadors. H tells how 
Pegarro, after having reach­
ed the tide-water marks in 
the ordinary man's life-time, 
began th really important 
part of hi s career. 

One gets here an interest­
ing, if not complete, pi tu r e 
of the soc iety of the Incas, 
with, interspersed here and 
ther , short historical sketch­
es of the evolution of th se 
p ople from a primitive race 
to a highly organized and 
·ivilizcd nation.
