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Newark ~~.Vote SGA Examines 
On Oppos1t1on • 
To Expansion Represen tat1on 

Newark City Council unan­
imously voted this week to 
strengthen the town's position 
in the current "town and gown" 
struggle. 

The Council propos~s to so 
strengthen · the city by sub­
mitting an amendment to the 
city's charter to the voters in 
April. If approved, this amend­
ment would bring an end to the 
university's exemption from 
the town's power of condem­
nation. 

This power of condemnation, 
otherwise known as the 
property of eminent domain, 
maintains that any govern­
mental or municipal en~ity, 

in this case the city of New­
ark, has the right to condemn 
any piece of property for rea­
sons which they see fit. Such 
power is most often used to 
facilitate the widening or 
altering of streets and roads. 

At the present time, all 
property owned by "th~ state 
of Delaware or any agency 
thereof" is exempt from this 
provision. The university falls 
under this condition, as it is 
classified as a state agency. 
-u is also the town's largest 
landholder. 

While a university 
spokesman and the Mayor of 
Newark, Norma Handloff, de­
clined to comment on the ac­
tion, City Solicitor Clyde M. 
England, Jr., spoke to The 
Review. 

England reaffirmed his 
statement that · the university 
is a state agency and thus the 
city is precluded from ex­
ercising its property of emin­
ent domain on university prop-
erty. , 

England further commented 
that the proposed. amendment

Editors Note: University 
students, like college students 
all over the country, are feel­
ing the · squeeze caused by 
high initial cost and low re­
sale value of textbooks.

Universal Service 
4 to 1 Favorite 

Drafting young men for military service may be favored by 
a vast majority of Americans, recent Lou Harris polls indi­
cate, but not many of the experts at the November 11 and 12 
National Conference on the Draft could agree on how it should 
be done. 

Nevertheless, with the present draft law coming up for Con­
gressional review, conference participants were intent on out­
lining the present alternatives. What new objections there were 
to conscription itself were snowed by the apparent impossibility 
of raising our present army through volunteers. 

The draft itself has not supplied the military with more than 
a "residual" number of men since 1948,accordipgtoDr.Harold 

Wool, the PentagOQ's Director for Procurement Policy, · but it 
poses a definite "spur" to enlistments. Wool said he doubted 
whether financial inducements could attract enough volunteers. 
Beyond a certain point, pay increases would not bring in signifi­
cantly more people, 

A poll prepared for the conference by Lou Harris indicated 
defin_ite public preferences on the direction Selective Service re­
form, if there is to be any, should take. Conscription, according 
to the poll, seems to be an accepted fact of life. Oniy 12 per 
cent advocated a strictly voluntary army. 

By nearly four to one, however, people favor the universal 
service program for all young men between 18 and 26, under 
which they could choose between a two year stint in the armed 
forces, the Peace Corps, or some other public service. While 
much of the conference's attention focused on such alternatives 
to selective military cooscription, some of the delegates said 
they would be satisfied with changes in the present law, or that 
a few changes may be all that wlll prove politically feasible.

Faculty, Students 
Pan Grade System 

In the aftermath of finals and 
grades, remaining students, 
faculty, and administrative per­
sonel were asked their opinions 
on the validity of the grading 
system at the university. 

The survey question read: 
"Is the present grading sys­
tem necessary at this univer­
sity?" 

Dr. Lucia M. Palmer, phi­
losophy: "Ideally, it would be 
best to have learning without 
the fear of grades: Students 
need a goal for studying~ Pres­
ently, grades seem to be the 
best incentive." 

Margaret Black, Counseling 
and Testing: "Individuals find 
pressure in any job. Just as 
achievement in schools is re­
warded by grades, so achieve­
ment in industry is rewarded by 
advancement." 

Dr. Stanley L. Deno: "There 
is no real grading 'system' as 
such--there is a relative stand­
ard influenced by teacher sub­
jectivity. Moreover 1 there is no 
good theoretical rationale for 
the current grading system.'' 

Dr. Charles A. Carpenter, 
English: "Despite certain dis­
advantages, I -would like to see 
the elective pass: fail se.t-up. 
Such a system is sure to come. 
Also, a more exact evaluation 
is vital for advanced courses-

SGA Backs State Bill 
Senate Bill 12 of the Del­

aware Legislature proposes 
lowerng the voting age in the 
State of Delaware from 21 to 
lS. 

rnittee reported that an at­
tempt will be made to extend 
the program into two phases. 

State Department acknowl­
·edgernent that the Central 
Intell1gence Agency had 
been subsidizing sorne .. of the 
overseas activities of the 
National Student Association, 
since the mid-fifties, carne 
this week. 

The association is corn-
posed of more than 300 chap­
ters on campuses through­
out the nation where approx­
imately 1.5 million students 
are studying. 

Department officials pri­
vately defended the subsidy 
as necessary to offset the in­
fluence of heavily financed 
Communist student groups 
in international circles. 

The State Department an­
nouncement carne amid re­
ports that President John­
son had instructed the C,tA. 
to close out all secret pro­
grams of aid to student groups. 
The President has also been 
reported to have called for a 
review of all other programs 
intended to combat Communist 
activities in private organiza­
tions. 

Officials said that the C.I .A. 
subsidy to the association, the 
largest student organization in 
the nation, had been in effect 
since 1952 . The subsidy 
was made "covert," because it 
was decided that public dis­
r.losure of Government financ­
ing would have opened the or­
ganization to Communist 
attacks as an instrument of 
the · United States Govern­
ment. 

Eugene Groves, president of 
the association, said re.cently 
that the subsidy had continued 
until last year. He said that, 
to his knowledge, the associa­
tion was no longer receiving 
C.l. A. funds. 
LOSE UBERAL STATUS 

Groves' acknowledgement of 
the subsidy came in response 
to inquiries about a forthcoming 
article in the March issue of 
Ramparts rnagaine, which 
describes in detail the re­
lationship ·between the intel­
ligence agency and the student 
organization. 

Despite the explanation of 
the subsidy given by the State 
Department-, . 1the leaders of 
the student group said they 
believed that the disclosure of 
their relationship with the 
C. I. A. had put the future of their 
organization in great doubt. 

It could destroy the asso­
ciation's credibility as an in­
dependent and liberal student 
group with students both horne 
and abroad. The student lead­
ers said they were concern­
ed that those foreign students

Additional funds for fellow­
ships for doctoral study have 
been made available by the Fed­
eral government for "graduate 
students who show promise of 
developing into good college and 
university teachers," reported 
the United States Office of Ed-. 
ucationo 

,A.pproximately $82 million 
will be obligated during fiscal 
year 1967 to cover the cost of 
the 6•000 ·new graduate fellow­
ships plus some 91000 awards 
continuing from previous years. 

Fellowships are allocated to 
various departments and 
awarded by them lo students. 
Delaware will have twelve new 
positions for the 1967-68 year. 
"This is the largest number of 
new fellowships that the uni­
versity has had. Altogether 
there wUl be twenty-seven 
awards,'' she continued. 

The fellowship program, ad­
ministered under Title IV of the 
National Defense Education Act 
of 19581 has a double purpose: 
to increase the number ofwell­
quallfied college and university 
teachers and to develop and ex­
pand the capacity of doctoral 
study facillties throughout the 
country.

For those theatre goers 
who like bedroom scenes, 
Fahrenheit 451, starring Julie 
Christie and Oskar Werner 
should prove most entertaining. 

The film, an adaptation of 
Ray Bradbury's novel, takes 
us into a future society. Books 
are considered an evil of 
this society and special ''fire­
men" have the job of burning 
every book found. (Anyone who 
has attended an end of 
year school student book 
burning will question the ori­
ginality of the theme,) The 
theme unfolds with Oskar 
Werner, playing the part of 
one of these firemen. Ad­
vanced technique for des­
troying written matter in­
trigues the viewer, along with 
some ·rather superb photog­
raphy. 

I his role as Montag (the 
fireman) Werner begins to 
question what this whole book­
burning routine is all about. 
It is explained by his fan­
atic superior, Cyril Cusak, 
as the Fire Captain, that 
books create tensions and 
neurotic depression to those 
who read. Montag becomes 
aware that his wife, played 
·by Julie Christie, is nothing 
more. than an illiterate T.V.

In all, the theme is most 
interesting and the actors for 
the :most part do the best 
that- they can with their limit- ·· 
ed roles, but the · presentation 
comes· off -as an extremely hard 
story to believe and at times the 
fanta~y petomes , ·hard to .. 
stomach ..

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Fried Opens Lecture Series On China, 
Offers Explaination Of Power Struggle

American intervention in 

South Vietnam and particularly 
the American bombing of North 
Vietnam is aiding the Mao Tse­
tung and Lin P iao faction in the 
current Chinese.political strug­
gle according to Dr. Morton H. 
Fried. 

Fried was the first speaker 
in a five lecture series on com­
munist China which is being 
sponsored by the university's 
International Education Pro­
gram. He spoke to a capacity 
crowd in the Rodney Room of 
the student Center last Mon­
day night. 

An anthropologist at Colum­
bia University, Fried discuss­
ed the concept of "traditional 
Cqina" for the first half of his 
lecture. 

Fried said that the one point 
he wanted most to make with 
regard to China's past was 
simply that one should be very 
skeptical of any notion so in­
clusive as "traditional China." 
Contrary to Western belief that 
China is a stagnant society, 
Fried insists that the culture 
has undergone such continual 
change that it is impossible to 
find a period that can be used 
as a ''baseline" for compara­
tive studies. He also stressed 
the regionalism and class dis­
tinctions which make China a 
collection of cultures instead 
of a unified society and as­
serted that these characteris- · 
tics continue to prevail even 
under communist control. 
PRESENT UPHEAVAL 

Moving on to the topic of the 
present Chinese situationl 
Fried criticized what he called 
the "madness theories" of the 
current upheaval. By inter­
preting the current crisis as 
oriental irrationalism the pos­
sibility of predicting future de­
velopments is virtually impos­
sible, according to Fried who 
also said that it is imperative 
to understand China because it 

is the "fuse and bomb" of · in­
ternational politics. 

Fried one red the following as 
a more useful interpretation of 
conflict. The upheaval is actu­
ally an incipient civil war be­
tween two opposing factions in 
the Chinese power structure 
with conflicting views of China's 
situation and, therefore, con­
flicting strategies to follow in 
order to insure China's future. 
U.S. INVASION OF CHINA 

The rebellious faction is the 
Mao Tse-tung and Lin Piao 
group which is behind the "cul­
tural revolution." Fried said 
that the actions of this group 
are best understood if they are 
viewed as deriving 'from one 
assumption that the group 
makes. The assumption or be­
lief the Mao- Lin faction holds 
is that an American invasion of· 
China is imminent. This- b~­
lief is reinforced by American 
actions in the Vietnam conflict. 

Because of their belief in the 
inevitability of Communist vic­
tory, the hard-line Maoists wel­
come the war they visualize, 
but they realize they must re­
vise their tactics and their pow­
er structure in order to win it. 
Fried said that it is essential 
to understand their strategyfor 
the war in order to understand 
the cultural revolution. 

DECENTRALIZATION 

Contrary to wideheld belief, 
Fried said that the Chinese 
have no intentions of fighting 
an aggressive war ,and that all 
talk of fighting them in Hono­
lulu is sheer nonsense, Instead, 
the Chinese feel that they can 
"bleed to death'' American mil­
itary strength by de centr alized · 
guerilla warfare. An invading 
army would simply be trapped 
in · a hornet's nest and slowly 
worn · down. Eventually, the 
Maoists believe, such stress 
would be placed on the Ameri­
can society that it would simply 
disintegrate from within.

As a result of this strategy 
and belief in imminent inva­
sion, the Mao- Lin faction is 
using the "cultural revolution'' 
as a tool to return society to 
the decentralized power struc­
ture that the communists used 
successfully in their rise to 
power during the 1940's. The 
military strategy of that con­
flict was the same decentraliz­
ed guerilla activity which the 
Maoists plan to use in the fu­
ture war. 

Fried also pointed out that 
the reliance on decentralized 
operations also provides the 
Maoists with a feeling of im­
munity to American air su­
periority ·and nuclear weapons.-
As long as they remain decen­
tralized they feel that they will 
not provide targets on which 
either of these pieces of mil1-
tary technology can be used. · 

Tile opposition to the Mao­
Lin group_ consists of most of 
the personnel of the Chinese 
Communist Party and the state 
industrial managers. The basic 
premise of this group, headed 
by Liu Shao-chi, is that there 
will be no invasion because of 
the deterence provided by 
promises of Soviet intervention 
against American attack. 

As a result of this view of 
the unlikelihood of war, Fried 
said that the Liu Shao-chi group 
favored development of China 
along the lines of the Soviet 
model. That is, they want to 
centralize· power and stress in­
dustrialization, education, and

economic growth. Fried point­
ed out that the outcome of this 
development would be a China 
that would be unable to defend 
itself without Soviet assistance. 
The Maoist group is opposed to 
this because they do not feel 
the Soviets can be counted on. 

URGES END OF BOMBING 

Fried concluded by saying 
that present American actions 
in Vietnam aid the Maoist fac­
tion in China by lending cre­
dence to their belief in im-

minent invasion. Therefore, 
from the standpoint of the fu­
ture development of China and· 
consideratioo of its role in de­
termining whether there will or 
w111 not be a World War III. 
Fried urged that the United 
states stop bombing North Viet­
nam and de-escalate in South 
Vietnam in order to undermine 
the Maoist faction and strength­
en the opposition faction which 
promises a Soviet like de­
velopment and a better pros­
pect for international peace.

Mr. White emphasized that 
a rapidly growing problem 
for the Bookstore is lack of 
space. The Bookstore is now 
smaller than the average col­
lege bookstore for a com­
parable . enrollment. A pro­
posal for where increased 
space is to .come from will be 
submitted by Mr. White on 
May l. 

Through preparation of a 
flow chart, and careful ana­
lysis of problem areas ·of 
the past, the Bookstore manag­
ed to conduct what White call­
ed a 11relatively successful 
rush period" this semester. 
"We foresaw most of the 
problems in advance, and were 

responsive to them," he add­
ed. 

In actuality, considering 
limited space conditions, the 
rush was very adroitly handled 
by the regular staff of 16, 
with 19 temporary employees 
added, 

The size of the Bookstore 
operation can be gauged by 
the fact that gross sales 
for 1965-66 came to $685,-
000, and the 1966-67 estimate 
comes to well over $700,000. 
At the moment, there are no 
plans to enlarge the scope of 
the items offered for sale. 

"We look very ca'refully in­
to the introduction of new 
items," White declared. "We 
are careful about the intro,­
duction of · merchan dise." 

The basic reasons for this 
failure to diversify the Book­
store are: first- management 
philosophy that its primary 
purpose is to· sell books; sec­
ond - lack of space; and third­
possible opposition by Newark 
merchants. 

Both White and Dickson em­
phasized their willingness to 
hear any suggestions from the 
faculty or student body;

To American Draft Evaders

(CPS) -- Protests against the 
American Selective Service 
System crossed the Canadian 
border last week as the student 
council of the University of Wa­
terloo passed a resolution auth­
orizing its ''official represen­
tatives'' to give what assistance 
they can to young men fleeing 
the U. s. draft. 

The waterloo student council 
joined a growing list of Cana­
dian groups, including the Stu­
dent Union for Peace Action 
(SUPA) and the Canadian 
Friends Service Committee, 
who will give aid to American 
draft evaders. 

faculty members of the Univer­
sity of Toronto signed a petition 
to Prime Minister Lester Pear­
son asking for a ban of arms 
sales to the United states until 
the u. s. is out of Viet Nam. 

The petition calls on the 
Canadian government to demand 
an end to u. s. bombing in Viet 
Nam and to ''reveal all mili­
. tary production contracts re­
lated in any way to the Viet 
Nam war, o • .and to refuse 
to sell arms to the u. s. until 
this intervention ceases." 

Four university professors, 
i!1clud1ng professor of English 
Peter Hughes, the organizer of 
the petition, stated their -case 

to the Prime Minister in a 30-
minute interview last week. 

Hughes said the faculty mem­
bers received a "very sym­
pathetic" hearing by the gov­
ernment, although Pearson said 
there was little he could do about 
Canadian sales of war mater­
ials to the U. s. because of an 
agreement signed 10 ·years ago. 

Hughes said the government 
was "trying to do all they could 
to end the war in Viet Nam," 
but they could do more. He add­
ed .that although economic and 
miUtary reasons justified the 
u. s. - Canada agreement 10 
years ago, "the situation has 
changed now."

would remove this exemption, 
thus giving both the university' 
and the city of Newark equal 
power at the bargaining table.

Dr. Roger Little, a research socialogist specializing in Amer­
ican military institutions, suggested several changes from his 
study of the operation of local boards in the Chicago area. 

Regional selection inequities might be ironed out, he said, 
if the manpower pool were considered as a national unit, rather 
than assigning quotas on the basis of past performance to local 
boards. Little advocated the preservation of local boards for their 
personal, community functions - but only as local appeal boards, 
the functiQn they now serve in effect. 

Little also took issue with the permanent deferment classifi­
cation system. As it was originally established, an administra­
tive devic~ for temporarily sorting manpower during an emer-
