The Act which provides for lhe re­
habilitation of persons disabled in 
industry, passed before the adjourn­
ment of the Sixty-sixth Congress, in­
sures aid to all who have become dis­
abled in th e industries. The States 
are now engaged in mapping out a 
defini te policy with regard to the re­
habilitation of the industriall y dis­
abled and Govel'l1or Townsend, of Del­
aware, has approved th e measure, thus 
in suri ng this training to those who 
may have become disabled in thi s 
Sta te. As soon as the necessary ma­
chinery has been created it wi ll be no 
longer necessary for cripples to de­
pend upon public charity or sell pen­
cils on the street. The cripple will 
now r eceive a square deal as he has 
never before, be,!ause his rehabilita­
tion will be accomplished by the Gov­
ernment-State and Federal.

Most of them had prepared their ballots at home and simply 
slipped t hem into the envelopes provided by the officials.

Before 11 o'clock in both districts, nearly 80 per cent of those 
registered had voted.
