CULTURE

In the nearly three hundred years of its existance,
ﬁi&@ington has grown more austerely than artistically.
Its heritage of hardship and of rigid adherence to sacred
tenets developed conservation and constructive accomplish-
ment., A solid city, it rose from a rather forlorn settle-
ment of religious fanatics to a notable position in the

manufacturing world,

RELIGION

The original settlers were a band of Swedish Luther-
and, led by Peter Minult, who established themselves on
the Christlana River 1in 1638. The first clergymen,
Reorus Torkillus arrived on the second expedition in 1640,
and praadhed to the congregation in a little wooden church

in Fort Christiana until his death in 1643, He was suc-

ceeded by the Rev, Israel Fluviander who remained until

1647 and by the Rev, John Campanius, the most famous of the
Swedish missionaries, who wrote the basis of the Campanius
history of the Swedes on the Delaware, translated the shorter
lutheran catechism into the Indian lansuage, compiled an
Indian vocabulary and attempted to Christianlze the race.

He requested to be recalled in 1648, The Rev. Laurentius
Lockensius, or Laurence Locks or Laers, became indentified

with the congregation at Christiana in 1647 and remained in

that viecinlty until his death in 1688, ministering to the
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people untll age prevented active work, A church was
erected at Crane Hook in 1667,
In 1697, Eric Tobias Elprck was sent by the King of
Sweden to take charge of the Christiana Parish. He found
the little church at Crane Hook practically inundated and
immediately began plans to build a new church on the Fort
Christiana side of bhe river. With the aid of his parish-
ioners O%E*Swedes Church was constructed of the blue
granite for which the banks of the Brandywline are famous,
The first sermon in the new church was delivered June 4,
1699, As it was on Trinity Sunday, the charter of the
church read: "Swedes lLutheran Church called Trinity Church.,”
lutheran services were continued there until 1791 when Sweden
withdrew her support and it was absorbed by the Protestant
Episcopal Church, _v;terél-

-~

A number oflgggkers; or @E;ends, settled in Wilming-
ton about 1785, They first held thelr meetings at the
home of William S%Epley, but in 1938, their first Meeting
house was erected. Ten years later another Meeting House
was bullt on West Street and the original building was
utilized for a school., It is still in use for this pur-
pose and 1s the oldest school in Wilmington with a con-
tinuous record,

The Scotch-Irish ngsbyterians were among the earliest
sects to settle in Wilmington, In December 1737, Timothy

Sfigham donated an acre of ground lying between Market and

King and Ninth and Tenth (then Chastnut) streets and a

church was erected there in 1740, A new church was built
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in 1850, and this land was sold for over a million dollars,
The first 1little church is now located at the foot of West
street near the Washington Street Bridge. The Sunday School
of the Hanover Presbyterian Church in Wilmington is noted
for having the oldest Sunday School in the State. It was
organized in 1814 and has never missed a session in over

one hundred and twenty years,

Methodia:’first reached Wilmington throuch the pic-
turesque efforts of Captain Thomas ngb, a British army
officer who came from Philadelphia about 1767, He first
conducted services under the trees near the corner of King
and Kent (now Eighth) streets. He seems to have attracted
converts both by his elogquence and the scarlet uniform of
King George III,

The celebrated George‘ﬂg}tefield visited Wilmington
in 1774. The first Assembly 6f Methodists was held in the
storehouse of Captain Joseph Gilpin on King street wharf.

In 1798 the Asbury Methodist Church was completed on the
south~-east corner of Third and Walnut streets and was dedic-
ated by Bishop Francls gEEury; Methodism has grown in
Wilmington until 1t has the second largest congregation of
any ro%bjlous organization.

Thomas Ringer, a Presbyterian, and his wife hachelfauz§h
who was a Baptist, helped establish the first Baptist Church
in the city. Ringer became the first Beptlist clergyman

and the first meetings were held in his house, The first

Baptist church was built in 1685 on the east side of King

astreet between Tenth and Eleventh streets. This church

here is that of Rev, Patrick Kenmney who visited a group of
parishioners in 1810, The first Roman Catholic Church to
be erected was St. Peters on the corner of Hanover (now
Sixth) and West Streets, The early Roman Catholics in
Wilmington were of French origin who fled from Haiti at
the time of the black insurrection in 1792, The Rev,

M. Faure, or Favre was among these refugees and he kept
the early records of the church in the French language.
Among the names on the church roster at that time are:-
Bandery, Bayard, duPont, CGCaresche and Keating. The church
of 5t, Joseph was built in 1841 and St, Marys in 1858, The
diocese of Wilmington was established in 1868,

The Protestant Episcopalwﬁghrch found its early efforts
at propagenda in Deleware difficult. There was, however,
slight difference in the Lutheran service and none in the
doctrine, so that the English speaking inhabitants as early
as the time of Bjorck, looked to him because he could speak
thelr own language. A close relationship grew up between
the Lutherans &nd the English, The Swedish clergymen were
ellowed renumeration for preaching in the vacant English
churches by the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
in Englend. The Bishop of London frequently recommended

the Swedlish clergy so that when Sweden ended her support of

the American lutheran churches, it was natural that the
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people should call an Episcopal churchman., In 1799, Old
Swedes Parish issued a call to the Rev, Joseph Qiﬁrkson.
The other Episcopal churches in Wilmington are offshoots
of 01ld Swedes. The Episcopal Association of the Borough
of Wilmington was organized in 18165,

At the beginning of the war of the Revolution, 1776,
Wilmington had one lutheran, one Quaker and two Presbyterian
churches. The Directory of the Borough of Wilmington for
1814, lists nine churches; Friends Meeting House, First
Raptist, New Baptist, First Presbyeterian, Second Presby-
terian, and Trinity or 0ld Swedes, the Methodist Meeting
House and the African Union, a church for colored,

The City Directory for 1935 gives one hundred and
gixteen churches and sixteen missions with a total member-
ship of sixty-nine thousand, six hundred and seventy-five,
Nearly one-~half of these church goers are members of the

Roman Catholic¢ churches. The Methodist Episcopal church

ranks second and the Jewish congregations third.

SCIENCE

Wilmington can claim no civic distinction for scien-
tific research but it 1s the place of origin and has been the
continuous headquarters for over one hundred and thirty-four
vears of one of the world's largest diversified chemical
manufacturing industires,

Situated at Henry Clay, on the north bank of Braﬁgy-
wine Creek at Rising Sun Bridge are the E. I. Du Pontk&é
Nemours Company's research laboratories where the work of
developing and improving chemical products of general usage
goes steadily forward. Among other important achievements
of great value in commerce and industry was the discovery
of molisture-proof cellophane, Others include new types of
insectlcldes, seed dlsinfectants and urea ammonia for fer-
tilizers. Eignasan, a treatment for blve stain in lumber
1s of outstanding value to the lumber industry. Dulex and
other new finishes have been utilized extensively in marine
and other fields for protective purposes; Rubber chemical
has extended the life of tires. Ezgalin, a plastic substance,
makes possible non-shatterable glass, and is used in count-
less other ways. New military and sporting powders, and
improved commercial explosives are being developed. This
branch is the oldest and possibly the most important of

their perpetual research.

Synthetiec rubber, known as DuPrene, which has been pro-

i

duced from coal, limestone, salt and water which meets the
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requirements of many products and is superior to natural
rubber for some uses, is one of the most important of duPont

developments, Dr. Wallace H, Carothers, one of the chief

research sclentists connected with this company, who has
devoted his abilities to this particular product, has re-
cently been awarded the hichest scientific honor in this
country, the election to membership in the National Academy
of Sciences in Washington,

Among other products of the duPont Laboratories are
dye stuffs for textiles, leather and paper; dry colors for
meking printing inks for floor coverings, etc.; Duco for the
automotive field; rayon, the man-made textile, the result
of research in the cellulose chemistry,

The ﬁgzpules Experimental Station was opened in Wil-
mington early in 1831 by the Hercules Powder Company, The
laboratories are &t Hercules near the Lancaster Pike sbout
five miles north of Wilmington. Its staff of trained
physicists, chemists and engineers are engaged in exper-
imenting with explosives, cellulose, nitrocellulose, and
naval stores. Nitrocellulose lacquer, steam-drilled wood
turpentines, wood rosin and pine oils extracted from the
long leaf southern pine, are emong this company's achieve-
ments,

Minor chemical and resesrch laboratories in Wilmington
are, the Diofchemical and Clinical laboratorys the Darco
Experimental laboratory, The Delaware Chemical Engineering
Company, the P;pot Laboretories and Wilmington Testing and

Research Laboratories. Some experimental work is carried

on at the several hospitals and the Delaware Chep ter of the
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American chemical Society holds monthly meetings in Wil-

Wilmington has three art galleries, - one public and
two private. The public gallery is situated on the second
floor of the Public Library and is open to the publiec from
nine until five daily. The Cezgggter Private Library is
in the Delaware Trust Building at Ninth and Market Streets
and the Danby Private Gallery is at 808 West Street., Both
of these are open to the public during the day time,

Following the death of Howard Pyle, Wilmington's famous
illustrator and author, a memorisl e%hibition of his pic~
tures was held in March 1912, Sufficient funds were raised
to purchase a collection of his works and this was followed
by the formation of the Wilmington Society of Fine Arts.’
Since 1914, the Pyle coli;;;ion has received additions and
the work of Pyle's pupils as well as of other artists have
been added to the collection until it has become too large
for the quarters in the Library. A campaign, which closed
in June, 1935 secured pledges amounting to $367,425 for the
purpose of erecting and endowing an Art Museum where the
collection of the Wilmington Society of Fine Arts can be
exhibited togebher with the Bancroft collection of Pre-

Raphaelite pictures, These were presented to the Society

by the late Mrs. Samuel Bancroft, Jr., Joseph Bancroft, and

Mrs, John B. %E;d in 1931 with the proviso that the society
erect a suitable bullding to house them within the next
five years,

The Wiigington Academy of Fine Artd is located in the

O0ld Lea Mill on the Brandywine. The Wilmington Art Club

has 1its headquarters at 1100 Gilpin Avenue. There asre also
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two notable dealers in antiques in the City; - Mr. L, Qifris
of 818 West Street and Mrs, kthel Ball Steniar, of 101S Park
Place .

MNMunse Wilmington has several strictly local and wholly amateur

g musical orgenizations which have come into existence through
the desire for musical expression., The first serious effort
to establish a symphony orchestra was in 1906. The group of
musicians first called itself the qi}mington Orchestra and
S. W. Eggemann, assistent conductor of the Philadelphia Orch-
estra became its conductor, It gave its first concert at the
Garrick theatre in the spring of 1907. This was complimentary
to the subscribers. By 1909 the orchestra numbered eighty musi-
cians, but because of lack of public interest it disbanded dur-
ing this year. In 1910, 1t assembled once more to give a con-
cert for the benefit of the fund for the silver service to be
given to the battleship Delaware. In 1914, the Wilmington
Symphony Club was started by the violin pupils of Harry SEEuse—
bach., It was later augmented by the former members of the orig-
inal orchestra and has now become thé Wilm;ngtOn Symphony Orch-
estra with Mr. Stausebach as conductor and Edward J, Schwatlo
as concertmeister. Ther personnel numbers eighty-eight, among
whom are a number of professional musicians., Several concerts
are given each year, free to the public, The orchestra is
supported by public subseceription and none of the members receive
renumeration for their services.

The Orpheus Club, patterned after the Club of the same name

—

in Philadelphia was started September 13, 1917, It gave its

first concert at the New Century Club in Wilmington in February

o
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1918 and has since given concerts throughout the State and in
Philadelphia., It renders concerts semi-annually in the city.

The W&%mington Commnity Chorus was organized January
19, 1933, a joint enterprise of the Wilmington lMusic Commiss-
ion and the Department of Adult Education of the Wilmington
Public Schools, The first concert was given at the Playhouse
Mgy 7, 1935, Membership is open to any adult who enjoys
music and wishes to participate in chorus activities.

The CEBE}la Club is an informal organization of trained
singers and was started in 1928, It is purely an artistic
club and gives concerts only at the request of some person or
organization,

The Brandywiners, an operatic organization, gave its first
performances of "The Pirates of Penzance" on August 31 and Sept-
ember 1, 1932 in the Longwood Open Air Theatre through the
courtesy of Mr. and Mrs, Pierre S. du Pont, where all subsequent
performances have been held, Since the first year, it has pro-
duced "Iolanthe", in 1933, "The Gondliers," in 1934, and "Princess
Iga" in 1935. Three performances of "H.M.S.Pinafore" are schedu-

led for August 1936. The revenue from the performances are de-

voted to charity.

The Public Library of Wilmington is situated on Tenth
Street from Market to King, It was dedicated May 5th 1923.

It contains 174,648 volumes and approximately 65,000 pictures
for circulation purposes and subscribes to 384 periodicals.
It is recognized as an important educational and recreational
center,

The library is noted for its excellent collection of
Delawareana. It is ;;: official depositery for government
documents. It addition to the central library it mainteins
three branches, one at Rockford, the Brandywine Branch at #5
Vandever Avenue, and the Woodlawn Branch at 2201 West 6th
Street. Books are also supplied to twenty schools in the city,
to the blind, to hospitals and to the homes of shut-ins.

Borpowers are registered for a period of three years.
Transient visitors to the city may borrow books on payment of
a deposit which will be refunded when books are returned,

A large number of books in foreign languages are avail-

able to meet the requirements of Wilmington's foreign speaking

population.
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THE THEATRE

Wilmington's first playhouse was situated at Sixth and
Shipley Streets. It was seventy-eight by forty-three feet in
dimension and seated about six hundred. In 1834 a visiting
troup of players played for two weeks to enthusiastic audiences.
The prices for admission were seventy-five cents for boxes,
thirty-seven and one-half cents for the pit and twenty-five cents
for the gellery. The Wilmington Theatre Company, however, did
not succeed, the building wes sold and all effarts to establish
e theatre in the city were abondoned for some time. The cit-
izens of Wilmington strongly opposed the theatre. Quaker in-
fluence dominated and it was not until 1840 that egngellows
Hall at Third and King Sts, was formally opened as a place of
entertainment for the presentation of plays, concerts and lec~
tures. Wilmingtonians boast that across the footlights was
heard such artists as Adaline Patti, the Grand Opera Star, the
great Ole Bull, the violinist of international fame., The §il-
mington Institute with a larger seating capacity took the place
of 0dd Fellows Hall, notable for its banguet to General Grant.
In 1871, the Grand Opera House at an outlay of $100,000, the
costliest structure on Market Street up to that time was erect-
ed. The Academy of Music Tenth and Tatnall Streets opened in
Januvary 1885, vieing with the Grand Opera House for popularity.
It was later burned.

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Wilmington (highest slt. 2553 pop. 106,597) site settled
by the Swedes 16383 chartered as a provincial borough 1739, as
a clty 1832; only town of more than 5,000 population in Delawarej
contains with the immediate suburban area more than half the
State's 238,380 inhabitants; is situated on the W. bank of the
Delaware River, 70 miles above the mouth of Delaware Bay, 26
miles SW. of Philadelphia, 6 miles from thq State's N. boundary.

Built upon one of the finest urban sites of the Eastern
States, Wilmington occuples a series of low, rolling hills over-
looking the Delaware at its broadest point and a strip of low
fagt land, much of it formerly marshes, a mile to two miles in
width between the river and the hills. From "The Rocks", land-

ing place of the/first permanent settlers, (see SITE
OF FORT CHRISTINA), the city extends fanlike between two streams
that converge toward that historic spot == the Christina River
and Brandywine Creek ~- and beyond these streams north into
wooded highlends, south into undulating lowlands. From the lowe
1§nd3 the slopes of the main central area of the city rise terrace-
like to a crest crowned by several high office buildlings observable
for miles in all directions.

Upon the lowlands, homes and manufacturing establishments have
been located since the first settlement was made. The banks of the
Christina River, navigable to the heart of the city for vessels of
20 feet draft, are lined with ship and carbullding plants, machine
shops, warehouses, storage yards, and other industries for approxi-
mately three miles of its winding course to the Delaware through the
#outhern parts of the city. On the south bank near its mouth a

modern marine terminal has been constructed within recent yaarn;
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making Wilmington & seaport, as it wam formerly, when a deeper and
broader Christina accommodated salling ships from all parts of the
world, The modern terminal was a long-deferred fulfillment of an
item in the prospectus for Christina Harbor by Johan Classon Rislng,
Swedish Governor at this site in 1654 and 1655,

The Brandywine Creek joins the Christina a short dlstance
east of "The Rocks", more than & mile inland from the Terminal.

It arrives at this point by a course around the city on the north-
west, chiefly through park-land, bordered here and there by old
mill.sites and by textile, paper, and other mills in operation.

The main city crowds densely about a tiny open square near
the tall builldings that mark its business center (see RODNEY SQUARE).
A few blocks away at Brandywine Creek bridge 1s the entrance to the
one parkway that penetrates the solidly bullt-up central city. Other
parked open spaces are at long distances from the center and the
large area of parks lies chiefly on or beyond the city boundarles.

Wilmington's main streets run at right angles, those from
north to south bearing the names of trees, personages and presidents,
and those running east and west bearing mmmbers. The main artery
and business thoroughfare 1s liarket Street. A number of avemues,
generally wider than the streets, criss-cross various sections of
the cltye. ;

Brandywine Village, & section along US 13 toward Phlladelphia,
chiefly north of the Brandywine, developed simultaneously with the
older parts of Wilmington because of the excellent mill sites nearby,
and became part of the town in 1869, The World War brought the
bullding of such outlying communities as Unlon Park Gardens to house

workers in the factories and shipyards; and Wawaset Park, where
are

larger, higher-cost houses/owned by executives of munition and other
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companies. Since the war, the greatest growth of the city has been

north of the Brandywine in the Washington Heights and Eastlake areas.
The corporate limits now extend northward to Forty-Fourth Street;
and westward to Rising Sun Lane, thirty blocks west of Market Street,
the city area comprising 15,77 square miles, or 10,002.8 areas.

Long a manufacturing community whose industrial wealth made
a general modest prosperity, Wilmington, since the beginning of t his
century, has become an offlce center for blg business. The slte of
the greatest concentration of mill industries in the early colonies
has become in the twentieth centur;€¥alocale of a similar concen=-
tration of great wealth in corporations., Meanwhile, in physical
aspect, after two hundred years as a chartered body politic, the
city bears resemblance to a gawky, 1ll-dressed youth wearing an ime
maculate linen collar, gorgeous silk tie, emerald stud and very
tight new shoes, but otherwlse frayed, patched, and bursting out
of ill-assorted hand-me-dowvms, (see Architecture).

After a halfecentury of sporadic effort toward a cliy-manager
form of charter, Wilmington contimies to be governed by a mayor and
council -~ the latter elected from wards -~ and is without a town
or civiec plan., Officially non-cognizant of "how the other half
lives", Wilmington balances its financilal budget and has not raised
the tax rate in 10 years, depending for increased revenue upon ine
crease in taxable property values.

The inhabitants, once chiefly native Delawareans, of an admix-
ture of the early Swedish and Dutch strains in a predominantly
English Quaker town, with Irish and French native since the middle
of the eighteenth century, developed forelgn-born sections when
Italian and Polish workmen, attracted by the industrial growth
after the Civil War, remained with their familles to bécome cltlzens,.
A hundred or more families of Ukrainians came rmuch later, and like
the Italians and Poles, have developed a neighborhood of thelr own

Toward the end of the nineteenth century, as manmufacturing
flourished and with it the opportunity for trade and for profession-
a2l and other services, Wilmington drew from other States an increas-
ing number of Americans to take advantage of the moderste general
prosperity and of the opportunities that might be expected to derive
from the presence of considéf&bla wealth concentrated in a few fami-
lles and industries., Immedlately following the World War this in-
flltratlion increased. A few years ago at one meeting of a service
club, widely representative of the town's business and professional
life, seventy-five percent of the members present were born outside
the State, Politically and in the life of the community as a whole
the native Delawarean predominates, He may be liberal in his views
or extremely conservative, but is almost always a tolerant friendly
person in social relations. It is only when it comes to voting upon,
or slgning up for, or publicly supporting one side or the other of a
local or national issue that ﬁe becomes the characteristically ob-
stinate native, "for" or "agalnst", exhibiting the traits responsible
in his ancestors for making and preserving the Three-Counties-on-

Delaware a separate Colony and State (see History).

The oldest generations now living remember & childhood amid
simple, thrifty ways s in a generally attractlive environe
ment, and they indulge thelir fondness for reminiscence of the neighe
borhoods where they were born. Though these may now be blighted areas
they probably contain dignified and sometimes distinctively good old
houses, small or large, which conflrm the prestige andfelicity that

make these generations proud of thelr birthplaces.

The early town, because of the splendor of 1ts unspoiled

natural setting with a view of the long broad sweep of the river,
the forested hills rising behind 1t to north and west, and the milex
of open lowland spreading away to the south, stirred travelers to
write about it. And, because of thils setting and a traditional
taste in buillding -~ added to a penchant of 1ts dwellers for flower
gardens and orchards «- some of the settlers from year to year, as
well as the fravelers, set down glowing accounts of its charm and
advantgges as & place to live,

The written accounts begin & hundred years before the first
streets of the original town were established on the slopes above
the Christina. For this uninhabited site of the central town looked
down upon the pageantry of settlement of the Delaware Vaglley, es~
peciaily the part of it that centered at "The Rocks" in the foreground:
a panorama of events including the sailing into Christina Creek (then
the Mingues Kill), of the Swedish ships, .- Kalmar Nyckel and the

Englishman who had recently come to Philadelphia with his uncle,
alsd named Thomas Willing, who was the grandfather of the Thomas
Willing of the famous firm of Willing and Morris -- Andrew Justison
gave his sone-in-law part of his land bordering the Christina and
upon this tract Willing laid out streets modeled after Philadelphia,
and the building of Willingtown began, with red brick houses, some
steep-roofed and some gambrel.

Willing's town, surveyed from a thorn bush by the Christina
at the foot of French Street, extended a few blocks west along the
stream on good fastland, and several blocks up the slope toward
Fifth Street. It was meant for a farmers' town, a place of trade,
and for the service of ships and mills. A ropewalk and a sallloft
were among the ilmmedlate enterrrises. Free ground for a markethouse
which the townsmen might erect was offered the first group of lot-

owners, The Swedes, much interested in the sale of lots because

thelr glebe land would be in demand as the town grew, made Charles

Springer their attorney and trustee to act with the churchwardens
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in promoting thelr interests.
By 1735, the town had 15 or 20 houses, In the spring of
that years, Willlem Shipley visited Willingtown. He bought & lot "in
Second Street," came in August and bought all of the town west of lar-
ket Strect (from Market to West and from the Christina to Fifth Street).
In the fall he moved ¥ith his family from Ridley Township in Permsyle
vania to a small briclkc dwelling, set back from the south side of
Fourth Street in the block between Shipley and Orange, and lived
there until his mansion house at the corner of Fourth and Shipley was
completed in the following year, An influential Quaker, & man of
means and enterprise recently come from Ingland (1725) with many
families like his own, married after the death of his first wife
I
( Mary Ann Tatnnll;, to jizabeth Levisifiﬂn}xlatar for the Soclety of
Friends, he produced such a boom for the new town that the mmber
of houses doubled within a year, Soon hils bullding lots, markete-
house, brewery, shipping wharf, all were in demand by Quaker familiess
the Tatnalls, Ferrises, Bushes, Weys, Brooms, Wests, Marshalls, Webbs,
Passmores, Harlans, Cllpins, Gregse, Mendenhalls, Pennocks, Hollings-
worths, Carrets, Levises, Wamrmers, Puseys, Lobdells, Birds, Ga;abya,
Leas, and many others, the majority of whom came because of Shipley,
to live in the town or its environs and to contribute to its growth,
Thus Wilmington became "a Quaker Town", Some Quakers and mmerous
other IEnglish, whose families had lived in the surrounding country
from much earlier days, came also, or bought lots as investments.
Swedish and Dutch farmers were among the lot buyers who bullt town
houses. Some of their sons married Quakers and Quaker sons married
daughters of landowning Swedes and Dutch,
Until 1739 there was no formal goverment. Consent of all the

towmspeople was sought to correct abuses and to make imprevements.

This did not prevent an open breach over the location of the first
market. Soon after his arrival, Shipley put up a large markethouse
on his own land at the south side of Fourth Street between Shipley
end Market, Only two bRocks away "in Second Street", rumning east
from Market, was the site given by Willing for the'town market.
This had not been built because those interested did not provide
the money until Shipley's market was up. Then a mumber of these
"first familjes"™ protested the building of a privately-owned markets
among them four Mllners, two Scotts, a Bush, Peters, Downing, Tom-
linson, Enoch Buchanan, McArthur, Hutchison, and others who along
with Willing, Andrew Justison, and a few others were interested in
the lower silte for the market. The disagreement hastened the incor-
porating of the town, already asked for, both sldes in the Market
quarrel appealing to Thomas Penn, proprietor of the Three Counties
on Delaware for support of its market site. Meanwhille, the first of
all first families, the Swedes and Dutch, came in strongly for let-
ting Shipley's market be the town market and for letting a second
markethouse wait upon need, Among these were the Stidhams, Vandevers,
Tusseys, Stilles, Welravens, Hendricksons, Petersons, a Justls, a
Justlison, a Sinnexson; and others. In the end Shipley's Market was
bought by B2 subscribers and made public. The die~hards for the other
gite bullt a handsomer market than Shipley's in Second Street, and
when Thomas Penn sent a charter for the Borough in November, it proe
vided that sites and market days in the fubture were to be decided by
vote among the burgesses, freecholders, and such inhabitants as paid
an anmeal rent of 5§ pounds, or over. As the result of the first
popular vote, the Saturday Market and Spring Falr were held at the
market place in High Street (Fourth); the Wednesday Market and Fall
fair at the market place in Second Street.
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It was very likely the markethouse dlsagreement, with Thomas
Willing on one side and William Shipley on the other, that caused
the Proprietor to change the name of Willingtown to Wilmington.

established port. Travelers and immigrants who landed there en route Ey
to Philadelphia, usually stopped at Wilmington, sometimes stayed, as {L’
did many Irish Protestant refugees at this time, or they advertised
the new town with an enthusiasm that brought settlers.

The town both profited and suffered from the attractiveness of
its site to qmugg}éﬁﬁ: and the ease with which cargoes of rum, tobace
co, and dressgoods could be loaded and unloaded along the many navi-
gable creeks. When 1lliclt cargoes of i ncoming vessels had been dls=-
posed of, the crews sought the town to oelebratzfand peace in the
idyllic hamlet was shattered. The burgesses in feasance of their
off;ce built a "cage" or jail in this same eventful yeanﬁi 1740, and
put up stocks and a whipping-post in front of it, on Market Street
near Third; the néwly—arrived Irish built the First Presbyterian
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Church in the country (near Tenth and Market) on the road from the
Brandywine Ford to The Rocks; the Quakers had built a meeting house
on West Street near Fourth in 1738, which probably, even that early,
was used also as a school,

Before his death in 1743 Thomes Willing had sold a lot at Second
and King Streets to his cousin, Charles Willing, of Philadelphia, and
in 1750, the Philadelphiasa Willings bullt a sloop packet to run between
Wilmington and Philadelphia, A year earlier, Oliver Canby had bought
the old mill seats on the Brandywine of Dr. Tymen Stidh;m and the mill
colony of the Canbys, Shipleys, Leas, Tatnalls, and others was begun.
S0 rich for that day had the town become that.fear of the privateers
then active in Delaware waters, was Jjustified., Defenses were built
up at Fort Christina. By 1754 there was & subscription library, and
in 1761, James Adams, establlshed the first printing press. Within
a few years an 1nﬁtitution of higher education, the Wilmington Academy,
had been bullt below ninth Street on Market, at the edge of a grove
of anclent oaks beneath which pupils and 1natructors walked, and where
meetings were held as in an amphitheatre. Lawrence Girelius, the
last Swedish-spealking minister at 0ld Swedes, was the first president
of the board, In 1774 the town burgesses, among whom was John McKinly,
Irish Presbyterlan and future Presldent of the Delaware State, met
in a newly-built town hall, a second-story addition to the Second
Street Market House, Shipley, as well as Willing, was now dead; the
town had so develcoped as to include both their markethouses in a well
bullt-up and popular business and residence cormunity. The town still
had 1ts Wednesday and Saturday markets (as it has today) and its fairs
that extended from one markethouse to the other along the streects
and spread over into. the "common", part of the glebe of 01d Swedes,

between the town and The Rocks. The fame of the Wilmington fairs
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was so great that village and country people many miles distant made
the long trlp twice a year to do all t%giijimportant buying. For
Wilmington had been growing steadily ¢/ a craftsman's town. Furniture,
pottery, watches, silver, and other metal work, woodenware and woode
work, stationery, almanacs, newspapers, books, sleds, wagons, saddles,
woolen and cotton cloth; talloring and dressmaking were offered at
thelr best along with the imported products that came in ships. Folke
dancing, the music of bag-pipe, flute, flddle, fife and banjo, sweet-
meats and speclal dlshes of Swedish and Dutch origin, and the cordlals,
beers, and liquors for which the locality was noted, in addition to
performances of Jugglers and fakirs made such high festival in streets,
common and the taverns that Quaker conscience was roused, and the
inflowing money and trade did not stay their efforts to have the falrs
abolished,

Another profitable market, at the wharves of the Christina,
that dlsturbed the consclence of many citizens, dealt in slaves, Iime
ported chlefly by Willing and Morris of Philadelphia. The sﬁles were
announced 1n Pennsylvania newspapers, as for example, that one hnn?gig%b
and sevemty-flve Gold Coast Negroes imported in the Brigantine Nancy,
Wm. Clark, Master, would be sold in Wilmington where attendance is
given by Willing, Morris and Company, etc. The slaves were bought
chlefly by large planters south of Wilmington, The few bought locally
were usually given thelr freedom when they had worked out thelr cost
et the going rate for labor, |

As the controversy with England sharpened during the few years
before the Revolutlon, the peace-loving town, having doubled in popu=-
lation since the Borough Charter, -- though in 1775 it had only 1772
whites, and 57 colored, mostly free -- became & center of the patriot

c ause. Independent economically because of the success of its mer-
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chants and manufacturers, it was also pecullarly independent in
govermment, Nominally under the Provincial Governor at Philadel-
phia and represented in the Assembly for the Three Lower Counties
at New Castle, and within the jurisdiction of the courts there,
Wilmington seems to have regulated its own affalrs by ordinance
and not to have been greatly concerned in the plentitude of legis-
lative proposals about which the Governor said: "Even the Parlia-
ment of Great Britain which conslsts of a Number of the Wisest men
in the Kingdom and many of these the most learned in the Law, never
pagsed such & Number of public Bills in a session of Three Months,
ag You propose to do in a few weeks." The town heartily supported,
legislative
however,/\enforcement of penslties against importation of indentured
servants with undesirable records, and supported also the effort toward
statutory restriction of tavern licenses to persons of substance and
responsibility., 1Its taverms were social, political and governmental
centers, where the burgesses and town meetings convened until 1774.
News of the Boston Port Bill stirred deeply the local merchants
and shippers who could picture Wilmington in & similar plight., Pro-
tection of her mills, vital to the American cause, was a concern of
the Bongress, and for the ralsing of money and men the town's resources
were soon called up. This may have had something to do with the
selectlon (February 12, 1777) of Dr. John Mc¢ Kinly of Wilmington,
physiclian, four times chief burgess and fauf:?ggkond burgess, as the
first President of the Delaware State, under the first constitution,
adopted by conventlion at New Castle, September, 1776, He was familiar
with the fineances of the State, having been a signer of the 30,000
“ pounds 1n paper money voted by the Assembly in 1775, (The bills,

printed by James Adams bore on their reverse side the legend: "To

counterfit 1s death")., One of the first naval battles of the war was
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fought against the Ei)lish frigates the Roebuck and the Liverpool

by the schooner Wasp and several row-gallies off the mouth of

Christina creek, in May 1776. Fort Christina was again made a place
of defense; the town and its environment were charted and mapped.
The day of General Howe's landing at Elk River on the opposite slde
of the Peninsula, August 25, 1777, General Washington with his main
army came to Wilmington., Most of his troops encamped beyond the
town on the road through Newport, while Washington used as head-
quarters, the house of Captalin Joseph Bennett, a seaman, at 305 West
Street. Here he recelved messages from scouting parties and set out
upon his personal reconnoitering with Greene and Lafayette. The
latter stopped at the house of Joseph Tgppall in Brandywine Village
near the flour mills,

The records of the county and State, public money and other
valuables, which had been stored for safety at the farm of Col. George
Craghead several mlles up the Christina were now wlthin the probable
range of Howe's scouting parties. Upon instructions of Presldent
Mc Kinley they were loaded on a sloop and brought down the Christina
to Wilmington -~ which led to the major event of the war so far as
the town was concerned. The President, the sloop, crew and papers
were captured by the British in a surprise raid == 1t 1s now believed
after McKinley was aboard ready to drop down the river in the dark-
ness, probably to Dover, which had been made the Capital in May, The
traditional story is still fondly told, that he was awakened and
teken in the dead of night from the house that later became a center
for notable visitors, at the northwest corner of Third and French
Streets. Color was thought to be given to this version by an esti-

mate of damage to his house during British occupation of Wilmington,

signed by lMc Kinley in December 1782, President McKinley was kept
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prisoner on the British war vessel gglbax until General Howe's cape
ture of Philadelphia, when he was transfared to a prison ship lying
off Chester; taken later to Philadelphla and then to New York, he

was paroled to Philadelphia in June of 1778, and freed after his ex-
change for a British prisoner had been arranged by Congress, in
September of that year,

When the British took Wilmington following the Battle of
Brandywine, they brought thelr wounded., The inhablitants, now calm
in the certainty that they would not be bombarded from the river,
gave competent attention to hospital facllities and care of the
invalided untll the English left at the end of October.

During the economic slump that followed the war, when even
Delaware's billls of credit falled as legel tender and the patriot
business men who had exchanged thelr gold for continental money, had
to borrow to start fresh -eyes so long strained to catch the first
outlines of Briltish vessels on the river, came to see visions of i
local shipping, visions that were made fact in the years before 1800,
By that year the town owned many sloops, brigs and schooners engaged
in a coastwise and Buropean trade, A new Irish immigration to this
port was in progress, the ships that brought passengers brought also
glassware and Irish linens.

Closely following Irish refugees came French, from San Domlinge,
driven out by the insurrection of the blacks, Several hundred of
these new citizens had hardly settled and planned for houses of their
own, when the refugees from yellow fever (1793) ceme in hundreds from
Philadelphia, Strangely, no cese of the disease appeared in Wilminge
ton that year, though every house, small and large, was crowded be=
yond comfort, and the masts of ships formed a veritable thicket
along the Christina, The population was increased from 1200

a




at the outbreak of the Revolutionto 2500,

House-room and all supplies, especlally food,sky-rocketed in
price . The Bank of Delaware opened its doors in Wilmington at the
northeast corner of Fourth and Market Streets in 17953 a new Town
Hall deslgned by one of the French refugees from Sam Dominjzo, Peter
Bauduy, was built below Sixth on the east side of Market. In the
latter year, the yellow fever was again rampant in Philadelphia,
There was now an alert quarantine against vemsels and persons coming
to the city from the infected area, But the disease appeared in
Wilmington and without respect of persons or neighborhoods, took
off young and old., The Tatnalls, Leas, Ferrisesj; the descendants
of early Swedlsh and Dutch, and the recent citizens lost members of
their families to the mumber of 250,

Between the closé of the Revolution and the War of 1812, while
Wilmington was becoming a town of 5,000, it seems to have had its
most cosmopolitan soclety, an intellectual and statesmanship era

along with growing sclentific interests and a new impetus both to

During that period the, "01d (Acad
of learning, of meetings attended by Benjamin Franklin, James Madison
and other sclentifically interested persons from outside the State,
had associated wlth it the Revolutfonary leaders, Thomas licKean, Signer
of the Declaration &f Independence, Gunning Bedford, Jr., John Dickine
son and Jacob Brown, signers of the Constitution from Delaware; James A,
Bayard, Louis Mclane and many additional distingulshed citizens of the
State. Louls Phijlippe, the banished Duke of Orleans, later King of
the French, taugﬁﬁ school in Wilmington, as did other educated poli-

tical refugees. Louis Cges, and William Cobbett, also taught here.
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Robert Morris of Philadelphia spent summers at Eden Park, Archi-
bald Hamilton Rowan, the Irish patriot, with a price of fen thoue
sand pounds on his head, lived on the banks of the Brandywine with
his dogs "Sallie" and "Charles". Concealed within his cabin was a
fine library and he operated a small callco printing plant to help
pass the times In a little stone house on east Sixth Street the son
of the Marquise de Sourcl made beautiful boxes out of gourds and
perfected with whalebone and wood an automatic grasshopper, to earn
means toward recovering position and fortune. John Dickinson, when
his term as govermor of Pemnsylvania expired in 1785, came home and
bullt the largest private house in Wilmington at the northeast corner
of Eighth and Market Streets, and there entertained the notable per-
sons of the day. Hegekiah Niles, who later published Niles Reglster
at Baltimore had a printing shop in Wilmington, a center for the
news and wit of the world., Benjamin H. Latrobe, the architect of
part of the capitol at Washington, lived here for a while on Market
_Streot near Second, He was engineer for the first company organized
" to build & Chesapeak/and Delaware Canal, At this time, Willard Hall,

praduate of Harvard in :L:W awyer and teacher,
/arrived in Wilmington, ﬁacomo the "fathor of education" in the
State.

Meanwhile Jacob Broom, the Signer, became the town's first post-
master and startéd the first cotton factory in this part of the coune
try,in the 0ld Academy, The experiment proving satlsfactory, he
bought a mill seat, two miles up the Brandywine and erected the first
cotton mill, Near the mill, he bullt a mansion house and in 1802
sold the shell of the mill, which had burned, with the mill-seat to
the first E. I3 du Pont, who started his powder making on this spot.
(The mansion houae, reatored, is todny thn hcmo of a married daughter
of the praaent franes du Bbaé 5 lﬁ ﬁbih bﬁrihd; éisn, Joshua and
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Thomas Gllpin established thelr paper-mill on the Brandywine at
"Kentmere" part of the present Bancroft plant, and began thelr
experiments toward perfecting the first continuous-roll paper-
making machinery. ‘

With the outbreak of the War of 1812, concern for the mill
industries and the safety of Wilmington again turned all eyes to-
ward the river to search for approaching British ships. James A.
Bayard, the first of five Bayards to represent Delaware in the
Unlted States Senate, Jjolned citizens and experienced workmen in
the preparing of timbers and buillding Fort Union on the site of
Fort Christina -- the fourth time the old fortress had been used,
always without bloodshed., Bayard was named & member of the Peace
Commission to negotiate the treaty of Ghent at the end of the War,

Local shipping suffered after the embargo declared by Presi-
dent Jefferson in 1808, The cotton and woolen mills fared ill for
a few years after 1812, and the whole range of mill-buildings on
the creeks about Wilmington seemed to change hands and products con-
tinuously. Profitable operation was soon re-established, aided by
the developing means of transportation. Wilmingfon had steamboat
service of a sort, before the turn of the century, and from 1812,at least
one packet and passenger steamer ran regularly between the town and
Philadelphia., Within a few years every main road out of Wilmington,
except the "down-state" road, was a turnpike. At this period the
so-called Wilmington conspiracy, opposition to the lowering of the
tarrif barriers said to have been secretly plotted with Washington
officlals wes charged ageinst the mill-owmers 'in & heated political
campaign,

Untll the year 1832 Wilmington had lived under the Borough

Charter, granted by the proprietory governor of the Three Lower Coun-
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ties, nearly one hundred years earlier. In this year, Wilmington
was chartered as a city with a mayor and council form of govern=-
ment. The mayor could hold court and perform marriﬁses. Richard H,
Bgyard was elected first Mayor and the new lists of officers of the
city looked like family names chosen at random from those that ap-
peared on early Borough lists.

A decade %£FB§ the charter was in effect, a Wilming Qﬁgmnﬂﬁﬁl
bought the ggggg,tgL initial vessel of a fleet to engagE“in‘ﬁgalinE?ﬂ
The adventure lasted until 1845 and gave the clty one of its most
picturesque aspects in the departure and return of the vessels, each
away to the Pacific around the cape of Good Hope on voyages of two
or three years, A shot was fired at the Whalers' Wharf when a re-
turning vessel was sighted. With the sound, most of the town stopped
work and went to greet the fishermen end sailors. If the
voyage had been successful the Captain was "chaired", Huskey sailors
secured a chair at the tavern, seated the Captain and raised the
chalr on poles across their shoulders, Thus they bore him,
sitting aloft, up one street, down another and back to the inn while
he recelved the greetings and congratulations of the Ilnhabitanta who
limed the streets or jJoined the procession,

From 1832 to the Civil War, the menufacturing and shipping that
had created Wilmington's economic importance and furnished the money
for her well-built brick houses;]' full of 'fine furniture!, continued
to flourish and were supplemented by a steadily increasing number of
commercial and manufacturing undertakings that now followed the shores
of the Christina rather then the Brandywine. Among the latter were
the Harlen end Hollingsworth, /Pusey and Jones, Jackson and Sharp, and
Enoch Moore Plants, engaged in ship and carbuilding; rolling mills
and railrcad shops for the growing transportation industry,.




La Rochefoucould~lLiancourt, traveling in the United
States 1795-97, wrote of Wilmington: "This town « « « «
does not occupy all the limits which are marked out for
1%, and 1ts houses, although almost all buillt on the streets,
are not contiguous. Fields, even rather extensive lie between
some of them. - They are generally pretty, bullt of brick,
neat, and almost entirely in the Inglish manner,"
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During this period, the appearance of "the charming
little town" was changing.* The first continuous row of houses
had been bullt In 1822 by James Canby on Shipley Street between
Ninth and Tenthjy success of that real estate venture stimulated the
continued bullding of row houses, unfortunately not always in the
slmple tasteful style of Canby's Rows The groves of hardwood trees
and the orchards which penetrated to the very heart of the town were
gradually being cut. British soldiers had started the devastation
during the occupation of Wilmington at the time of the Revolutilon,
and the rallroads and mamufacturing cut new swaths through the wooded
section. The city fathers under the new charter had cut down trees
along the streets under the mistaken impression that thelr roots
sucked water from the wooden troughs that suppllied the town pumps.
Hundreds of small brick houses and some large handsome ones were
erected upon the land that had been opened between Willingtown and
The Rocks. The deeds or leases for this old glebe land caused dif-
ficulty, but brought 0ld Swedes considerable fresh reverme as titles
were searched to establish the new houscholders in fee-slmple posses-
slon,

During this "development", 1ocal statesmanship concerned itself
with slavery and other pubdic questions that stirred the nation.
Wilnington was chiefly anti-slaveholding, and the slaves, fleelng
from sale and barter in the Siouth, found developed here one of the
most Important links in the Underground Railroad, The fearless
Quaker, Thomas Ggrrett, known from end to end of the Atlantic Coast
States for his qulet but firm defiance of sheriff, overseers, and
posses, with the taclit consent of the local population gave tempo-

rary shelter to hundreds of blacks (see p. ).

Following the panlic in the decade after the Civil Var, some
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virus of expansion seemed to enter the blood of Wilmingtonians,
Money was subsecribed for a succession of railroads and transpor=-
tation companies, new industries developed, and such long=
established small manufactures as fibre and leather gave dis-
tinct!ve character to the local output. The profit, unfortunately,
was turned to Victorian taste in archltecture, though pride of
ancestry, even among the plain people, and a constant conservatism
helped to keep in the interior of most of the houses, examples of
fine craftsmanship that had been produced in the generations
before the war,

The Increase of economie security was paralleled in the growth
of the population to 21,258 in 1860, to 76,508 in 1900,

Through the foresight of a group of citlzens led by William P.
I}g.}}crort, a Wilmington Pa.rk Commission was created t?ge legislature
act in 1883 to preserve from industrial spoilation/banks of the
Brandywine throughout the city limits, and to acquire additional
tracts for park land. During his lifetime, Mr, Bancroft made a
series of gifts = Rockford Park, and numerous other tracts =
that combined with his active participation in the affairs of
the Commission started that department upon its career of in-

. importance and achievement in the 1life of the city.

From 1900 to the World War the city showed little increase
in Industrial production, but the war stimulated all the available
plants in the elity; the blast furnaces and ship yards operated
24 hours a day. The close of the World War brought about the
immedlate cancellation of the industrial contracts and the clity
once more lapsed into a semi-industrial charscter, It became the

wholesale buying center for the State and conmerclally the clearing




house for the Delmarva Peninsula.

Meanwhile a conservative community shared the state-wide
traditions of comfortable competence and independence that
retarded all movements toward the change in the conduect of
public affairs and toward public responsibility for the well-
being of all its inhabitants, Public education facilities became
a tissue of shreds and patches, and the child death rate soared,
But in 1917 the people began to respond to a program of social
advance promoted through the active, unofficial statesmanship
of some of the more thoughtful citizens. With officilal co-
operation, the city joined the State in the reduetion of infant
mortallty, the. protection and promotion of public health, and the
revamping of the aschool system.

By travelers on the Delaware River, Wilmington was frequently
called "City on the Hills;"™ writers, describing its development
as en Industrial center, gave it the appellation, "Red Brick
Town," and following the World War, when sloganizing became
popular, the Lions Club sponsored a contest Ih;ch resulted in
the city's being advertised as the "First City of the First
State," a slogan referring not to the founding date but to its
relative size and importance, in a State that was first to ratify
the Constitution of the United States.

No plcture of Wilmington would be complete without a
description of its street markets, the story of the Springer

Heirs, and an account of Blg Quarterly.
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Street uarkets

Descended from the markets of Shipley and willing, the
street markets of Wilmington today still keep the population
close to the farm. No longer on the main street, mrkot(to
which they gave its nama))xing Street, one block to the east;
Madison, six blocks west of Market, and Linecoln sStreet, 19
blocks west, now afford space every Wednesday and saturday,
where farmers back thelr cars of produce against the curbd and
sell directly to the consumer,

Though the vehicles have changed, and the old horse-drawn
dearborn and covered wagon are more or less a rarity, there has
been l1little change in the neighborly chats between city-dweller
and farm-resident, in the chaffering and dickering, or in the
types of produce brought in, although farmers complain that the
modern city families now demand the green tops of vegetables
formerly thrown away. Commodities in the curbstone markets
range from baked gocds to jeldles, pickles to flowers, oclder to
pupples, besides meats and the ordinary produce of the farm.

Instead of decline in number, the farmers who attend the
merkets are lncreasing. Between 500 and 600 weekly now sell at
the three curb markets along 25 city blocks, It has been es-
tinated that these farmers receive from §1,000,000 to §1,2560,000
annually from Wilmington buyers.

The King sStreet Market is the oldqst and best attended.
lluch debate has occurred from time to time as to whether the
local merchants are benefited or injured by the presence of these
producer to consumer markets in front of their stores. ILong
usage has effected a tolerance between the two, though the
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merchants threaten eventually to absord the "eurb," because

& survey has disclosed the latter as losing earlier soecial
statuse Eighty per cent of the regular buyers in the curd
marikets are now of the skilled and unsicilled workers' groups.
While mumbers of housewives of old Wilmington "first families"
maintain a substantial tradition in the twenty percent, mmbers
of well-to-do go elsewhere to replenish their larders, Obviously,
the curbstones have gone "middle class" these latter timess Im
earlier days, no patricisns thought of denying themselves the
exhlilaration of "going to market" at least twice weekly and
pagcking home well-laden baskets,

An institution with a background of two centuries does not
easily glve wayjhowver cogent the arguments brought against it,
The markets are thronged on the appointed days; there is no
room or mercy for the mere loiterers He is shoved in the back
by huge market baskets or assdlled from the frong by housewives
who move forward with eyes glued to the produce-covered stands
and not watching traffic. The dlsplays are tempting, the farmers
are jooular with their customers, there is constant making of
change from shot-bags, and rosy-cheeked farm demsels bend over
apple baskets and measure out roduces Marketeday is not 1lkely
to lose its savor for the dyed~in-the-wool Wilmingtonian,
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For many years the celebrated case of the Springer Helrs
has provided the clty with thousands of lines of publicity in
newspapers throughout the nations In relation to Wilmington
property Charles Springer is lmown to his local descendants
and to students of early Wilmington history as the legally
constituted agent of the congregation of 0ld sSwedes Church,
charged with leasing aend selling the glebe land, soon after
Thomas Willing laild out the streets of willingtown im 1731,
He gave deeds In fee simple and also on lease at a low annual
rentals, During the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries, all
of the glebe, the old rickering tract, from the Christina to
Rattlesnake Run in a broad dlagonal strip,became incorporated
in the oitg,romaining claims of the church being satisfied and
clear title obtalned by individual owners. Publifcity in con=
nection with a title-deed, soon after the Civil War, may have
misled some of the many lineal descendants of Charles Springer
born and living at a distance from Wilmington. As a result
of thelr efforts to establish a elaim they honestly believed to
be just, the clalmants were eventually brought together by a
group of shrewd promoters who saw in these unsuspecting persons
an opportunity for a huge and widq:}proad confidence game, The
background of the scheme was well prepared, Charles Springerf
" became Charles Christopher Springer, kidnapped in youth while
attending an English school, brought to this country, and un=
able thereafter to esteblish connection with his parents in

Sweden. As the story ran, he bought from the Indiunfyat the




site of Wilmington,land that was confirmed to him under a

grant from William Penns The supposed grant occupled a tract

of some 1900 acres of land, 288 of which ran through the center
of Wilmingtone The promoters elaborated on the scheme, held
meotings and talked of an estate which ran from @eo,ooo,ooo'

to as high as §180,000,000, The interest of the wictims was kept
alive by constant inereases in the estimated value of the estate
and the adding of fictitious tales Jaunh as one relating that
Charles Christopher Springer had been a Swedish Baron to whose
eredit (100,000,000 in treasure remained deposited in a Stockholm
bankse

The scheme flourished in spite of many setbacks on the part
of the "helrs" who were of great number and had been recruited
from all sections of the country, Meetings were held and large
sums of money extracted from the prospective millionaires to
prosecute the claim, but to no avall, Cowrt records proved con=
clusively that Charles Springer had not been a landed member of
the original settlement and that the land reputed to have been
his was actually the property of 0ld Swedes Church through the
gift of the family of John Andersson Staleop, the original Swedish
owners.

The "heirs" continued thelr efforts for many years and it was
not until a Chicago judge had refused to allow a meeting of the
clan and one of the promoters had confessed his part in the
scheme that the activity of the incorporated group was discon=
tinued.

"Springer Heirs™ will be settled,




Big Quarterly

Thie colorful religlous festival of negroes, attended by
thousands of the race from Maryland, Pennsylvania, New Jersey
and New York and from étaten as far south as the Caroclinas and
Georgla, grew out of a custom of slaveholdﬁfﬁiong the Atlantic
seaboard to grant thelr slaves a day of freedom, quarterly, to
worshlp or visit as they pleased, and aften to permit the use
of carts, wagons, oxen and saddle-horses, for a trip to a common
meeting places The popularity of the quarterly meeting in Wile
mington; the last Sunday in August of each year, led to its
designation as "Big Quarterly”.

On that day, both sldes of French and Walmut Streets from
Sixth 6o Ninth Streets are phalanxed with tables, and concessions
of varied types. Almost every house is an eating place for the
day. The feasting starts upon arrival, early in the morning, and
the menu consists in part of frled chicken, chicken potple, ham
and cabbage, hot corn pone, greens and slde meat, frankfurters,
watermelons, soft drinks, vari-colored”adaa: plges feet and dishes
of unknown origin, Barkers shout loudly the virtues of thelr
wares. Every effoft 1s made to inveigle the passers-by to partake.

To the casual observer "Bif Quarterly" presents a kaleldoscople
mass of humanity, variecolored in dress and hue of skin - sleek,
slender, buxom and fat, A milling, throbbing, pulsating throng of
primitive folk are gathered to worship thelr God, shouting, singing,
praying and giving vent to unbounded enthusiasms, To those ;;king
part in 1t, it is a day of Joy, gladness, and freedom, Those of
more serious mi&n attend services in churches and outdoor meetings
which run continuoualylfram early morning till lateghight. Others

walk the streets, renew scquaintances, "strut thelr stuff,."




Itinerant preachers, missionaries and "singing bands,"
evangellsts, religious outcastg)and a galexy of nondescript ex-
horters are in thelr best form, The fleld of religious exhorta-
tion is by no means restricted to the male. Tag=gExt group may
be held by the mellifluous oratory of a buxom female dressed in
€ tight-fitting black with yellow trimming and a small bonnet
perched precariously on her J%ad. She may be asslsted by & corps
of others of her sex, all of the same denomination if identity
of dress may be taken as an indication. The preaching may be |
agcompanied by a chant of "Praise de Lawd" and "Amen." Instrumental
accompaniment at times 1s provided by the gultar and tambourine,
the latter being used also as a collection plate.

The Welsh Tract, of almost fifty square miles, one of the
notable gifts of William Penn in 1701, to emigrates from South Wales,
was but one of the generous grants that he made in this section of the
colonies, To New Castle he gave 1000 acres for the use of the public
and to his son and daughter he set aside 30,000 acres of land in New
Castle and Chester county, Pa., the cream of his vast domain; to earlier
Welsh settlers he granted 40,000 acres in Chester, Delawsre and Montgomery
counties, The Delaware Welsh Tract of 30,000 actes composed almost half
of Pencader hundred with a fourth of 1ts acreage in Cecil county, Nd.
Indeed so much of the land ran beyond the western boundary of Delaware that
Governor Tzlbot, in 1684, vainly sought to tzke it under the aegis of his
own state.,

The Welsh Tract, beginning at the Northesst corner, approached
within a few hundred yards northeast of the Philadelphia Baltimore and
Washington Rallroad station at Newark and ran east and west four miles
and & half. It extended twelve mileé north and south to a point south of
the Chesapeake and Delaware canal - keeping well to the west of New Castle.

David Evans and William pavis came from the Welsh Tract in Pennsyl-
vania and induced Penn to grant the land for their comratriots, some of
whom came from a Pennsylvania settlement, and others with their lares and
perates and femlilies came directly from South wales, tock up land and
builded homes. Coming from the iron manufacturing district of South
Wales they perhaps were attracted to Pencader (Welsh word meaning high
seat) hundred upon having learned there were rich iron ore deposits on
Iron Hill, where in 1661 Indians killed four prospectors who had an
envious eye on the former's possessions.

Evans and lavis summarily dispossessed a number of squatters on

the Welsh Tract for the reason they were but idlers and had done little

or nothing to develop the land into productive farms., As soon as these had
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been set aside,active settlers came and bought farms, varying in acreage
from 70 to almost 3000. Like most of the early colonists to this
country the Welsh soon began felling timber for the construction of a
house of worship which was built of logs in 1703. It was the first
church of the Baptist denomination in Delaware. The first in the
colonies we=s built by Roger Williams in Rhode Island and the second at
swansea. The original church was crude and devoid of comforts., MNany

of the congregation after riding miled¢ through the deep snow to attend
the services were obliged to sit in the church, without fire, while the
clergyman preached an hour or two or even three.

As . the settlers increased in numbers the log church was replaced
by a brick structure in 1746. The bricks were reported to have been
brought from the British Isles on vessels landing at New Castle from
which point they were conveyed to Iron Hill in panniers on the backs
of mules. In the first century of the church the preaching was in
Welsh, eighteen pastors officiating in the pulpit. Afterwards incor-
porzted as the Welsh Tract Church of Iron Hill, etc. a contemporaneous
historiea writes there "was enjoyed the sole means of introducing
singing, laying on of hands and ruling elders."

More than half a century ago the membership of the church showed
a considerable decline and eventually stated meetings were substituted
for regnlar sSunday services. The ancient edifice now nearing its two
hundred anniversary 1s almost the only memorial of the worshipful colony
of Welsh men and women who setiled the fertile Welsh tract two centuries
and a half ago.

In the grave yard adjoining the meeting house three or four
generations , descendants of the original immigrants to America, are buried,
These descendants seeemed to have adhered to the old custom of engraving
rhyming epitaphs on the stones marking the graves of ancient worthies.

The welsh Tract Baptist Church is shown by minutes of its sessions

to have almost out Puritlaned the New England Puritans in: ceverity of
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penalties inflicted for vioclations of the rules of discipline. Moral
laxity unfailingwprought forth such humiliation and censure that the offense
was not likely tolbe repeated. A man and a woman member of the congregas=’
tion were suspected of the gravest of moral delingquencies and after long
denials they confessed, and to forestall the judgment of the church in
dropping them from membership, appeared one Sunday in ezch month and
repeated the confession of their gullt. Another memben suspected of
being unduly intimate with a married sister of the church, was two
years before he could establish an alibi, and an acquittal. A kinswoman
of the head of the church insistently disobeyed the church leaders' ruling
on her "overdressing" and was suspended until she was ready to confess
that the church knew best. Tattling, half truths, breaking buslness
promises showed members the way off the enrollments. Association with
unseemly companions invited dismlssal. 4 young miss upset the equibli-
brium of the congregation by confessing herself an expectant mother.
Neither mistzkes nor misteps were overlooked and the gullty found no way
of escape, paying full penalities for their offenses. Obviously it was
little less difficult for a camel to pass through the eye of a needle
than for a gullty sinner to remain a member in good stending of the
Welsh Tract Paptist Church.

However rough and forbidding may have been the road that leads via
the church to the pearly gates, the Welsh Teact Baptlists exerted a
wide and beneficient influence on Wilmington and Delaware. It was the
parent church of Cow Marsh, Mispillion, London Tract, and Duck Creek
Tract Churchs of Delawesre, and of the Peedee church of South Carolina
whither many of the Pencader settlers moved to Welsh Neck.

Iron Hill is the outstanding physidal feature of the Welsh Tract.

Its mines had attracted the envious desire for possessions by many early

iron manufactureres. It was not until 1725 that organized effort was made

to mine the precious ore. Nine years later the Sherlff of New Castle
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county sold the forge and all the land and appurtenances for the benefif
of Impatient credltors. The second organized and well capitalized company
experienced the same fate as its predecessor - the sheriff agdain
selling the property in 1768. Further efforts to reclaim the iron ore
were subsequently made and continued almost uninterruptedly until 1882
when the supply of ore was exhausted and since them the section has been
silent except now and again, the gun of the hunter echoes down in the
lowlands, or the happy farmer's lad whistles as he lays wide furrows with
his plow across the brow of the highlands.

Iron Hill stzged a notable conference in 1777, when Genersl
Washington, General Anthony Wayne, and General Lafayette rode to the
hill teop and watched the British army of Lord Howe marching from the
Elk River headed towards Philadelphia, hoping to destroy Waeshington's
army on the way, Lafayette had but recently arrived ffom France and
brought assurance that the French government would suoport the Colonists
in the War for Independence with money, men and ships and thus heartening
the colonies. TIron H1ll in September 1777 looked down upon the skirmish at
Cooch's Bridge where the advenced guards of both armies met in brief
conflict - a skirmish. They could have seen & new flag carried et the
head of the Americans, which, fresh from the needle of Betsy Ross, in
Philadelphia, was recéliving its baptism of shot and shell, It was the
debut of the Stars and Strips, as the emblem of the Unlted States of

America.

Records of all the transactions have been kept and
these have been copled and published by the lilstorical
Soclety of Delaware in the Historical and Blographical
Papers, Vole XLII. The records are divided into six
hooks, each book paged by itself, The first book con=
taing the names of "ye brethren®; the second names
of the sgilsterss the third the names of those who were
excluded from the church for thely faults; and the
£ifth those who changed thelyr residence, and thely
new residence; the sixth "is intended for the church
to register these things, that the church shall agree
upon from time to time, and Jjudged worthy to be recorded."

The graveyard 1s full of the graves of a sturdy old
colonials whose sualnt epitaphs make interesting reade
Inge ost of them are in ¥nglish but one is in Latin
and several in Welsh, At present many of the stones
are crumbling %o blts and do not have any resemblance
to tombstones, others are sunken and the inseriptions
faded so they are unreadablo.

This spot 1s noteworthy in Delaware Iiistory because

it herbors living memories of old Colonlal days.
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robably there were not many men of great note in this
community, but the fact remains they were of stundy
stock and the records disclose that the Velsh who
sottled in Delaware were, in education, intelllgence
and lineage, superior to the great majority of the

Colonial emigrants.

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The two brooks pursue separate courses for a hundred
miles, when they come together and their mingled
waters run on to the sea -~ possibly reaching thelr
destination in 10 to 15 dayss This juncture the
‘1ndians, with thelr aptness in nomenclature, called
"Wedding of waters,"

The Delaware has borne innumerable names, be=
fore finally adopting that of Lord Delaware, The
different tribes of Indians gave 1t a title that
. symbolized the sector of thelr habitation, while the
Swedes, the Dutch also applied names in their own
language, and which like those of the Indian had an
aptness or significance, It was finally named, one
year after 1ts dlscovery, in 1608, by lenry Hudson,
an Fnglish navigator on the pubch vessel, "Half lioon",
gailing under the Netherlunds' flag. Hudson soon
after discovering the ggyth iver, as he named the
Delaware, salled for lanhattan and in a few days as=
cended, as the first explorer, the North River which
soon after took his name, He sailed far up the latter

and perhaps odesely annroached the head of the Delaware,

also discovered the Hudson Bay and Stralt, tut when

news of this great, untouched

regservolr of inexhaustible natural resources =
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the greatest, the richest storehouse the world hed
known. He deserved a better fate than to be set adrift
later in the Arctic cold of the Hudson Bay, by a
mutinous creéw, never to be heard of again,

As the Delaware descends from her mountalnous
eyrie and splashes its way to the sea 1t forms in
part the boundary between lilew York and Pemnsylvania,
rennsyjvania and Hew Jersey and finally 1t marks the
entire line between the latter state and Delaware for
a distance of more than 70 miles,

From the source down through its long course 1t
absorbs the waters of more than 100 rivers and creeks,
many of them navigadble or partly soe Sweepling pasﬁ
philedelphia, it recelves the Schuylkill and half a
score other strong streams before it mingles the out=-
pourings of the Christlana s+ conveyling the Brandywlne,
the White and Red Clay crecks ® with its own tides.
Below the Chrilstiana the Delaware is expanded by the
floods of two score Diamond State streams and about
an equal number from the Jersey shére, These great
volumes of water explain the gigantlc dimensions of
the bay:y 55 miles long by 15 wide, at 1ts mouth.
Indeed, the volume -ef-walg 1z so great that expert
engineers are on record as asserting that the depth
of the river would not be materlally lessened if one

thousand million gallons a day were diverted from the

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efore the water wheel "bowed" to steam
and electricity the Delaware ran hundreds of mllls
and factories - furnishing slow but sure power, free.
1t ground the grain of the fertile farms along its
course until the swifter machines usurped the mission
of the river, The more —odern messing of industry
along this navigable water way - where freight may be
economically handled-is crowding the river's banks
with great plants untll eventually every foot of space
will be occupled,

It was within quite recent years, that the
line of the Diamond State marklng the boundary of liew
Jersey was adjudicated, possibly ending age=old con=
tentions that had their genesis in the twelve-mile
circle which was folsted on Willlam Penn as the northern
boundary of his three countless The arc of the circle
hatched contentlions and controversies among many gen=
erations of Delawareans and Pennsylvanlians, and Jersey

The twelve-mlle circle sweeps across the
river at Haaman's Creek ég; the low water mark of the
Jersey shore, and is the line of demarkation between
the two states until it reaches Silver Creek, a small
stream in the viecinity of Port Penn, where it follows
the Eastern arc of the circle te the middle of the
ship channel which becomes the Delaware - liew Jersey
boundary to the seas

In the high court's decision (in 1034)

both sides were galners.
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Delaware's claims were partly sustalned, but mueh of the

valuable oyster beds, the cause of much of the con=
tention, were awarded to New Jersey, The fact that they .
are appraised at $40,000,000 discloses the cause of
mach of the controversy, and further emphasizes another
element in the valuable assets of the river, Delaware,
however, was granted a generous sectlon of the blvalve
domain which mey be expanded, and which produces more
revenue, in normal conditions, that any crop grown on
Diamond State farms,. The declsion leaves no ahgle
of the twelve-mile cirele contention undeclded, it 1s
hoped.

The placid Delaware was, almost never for more
than a century after its discovery, without its wars
or rumors of wars. The prize was too preclous to be
glven up wlthout force or threats of conquest. From
the mowent of the completion of Fort Christiana, by
tne Swedes in 1638, the Dutch cast envious eyes on
the possibllity of having to share thls great country
with other nations and the CGovernor of New Netherland
sent a massage to Peter lNinuet that he must get out
or remain under Dutch ruled Such threats and war-like
gestures soon won the desired response, But 1t 1is
shown in records that the surrender terms were far
from modernistic as they promlsed to transport back
to Sweden those who chose to return and as tokens of
further friendliness, to forward the personal belong-

ings of the "conquered" if they would leave g forward-

ing address. Gracious terms - but never fulfilled,
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The experlences of the colonlsts at New Castle
was similar to that of the Swedes at Christiana, The
flag of the "reigning nation" was changed five times
until England swept all other contenders from the
river and became mistress of all she surveyed In the
colonies, In defunding thelr rights to liberty and
independence, the colonists were threatened by English
war-ships, off Lewes, but the greatest damage was to
the contents of meat houses and llve stock. The In=-
vaders encountered a brave, determined, colony of
sturdy men who knew no fear, and respected such un=
flinching courage as the Lewes citizens manifested In
the face of threatened extermination. A somewhat similar
experience faced Lewes in the War of 1812 and one or
two of the English fighting craft sailed up the Delaware
as far as this city before returning to the maln fleet
anchored in the bay.

1t 1s recorded that the reputed shallows and ob=
structions in the Delaware bay and river caused Lord
Howe to sbandon his plan of salling up the river and
striking Washington's Continental Army on Delaware
aoil. lle proceeded instead to the head of the Sassa-
fras River where he debarked his troops and marched to
Birmingham Meeting House In the vain effort to turm
Washington's flank and destroy hils army, Otherwise
the Battle of Erandywine probably would have been

foughtt in Delaware,
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The Rlver and Bay "fended" Delaware further ageinst
danger in times of war, In the World conflict chalns
across the narrow channel at Fort duPont imparted a
sense of security to cities along the stream,

During the Clivil Var, Pea Eatch-Ialandnentertainedy

thousands of Confederate prisoners, Hundreds dled at

Fort Delaware from thelr wounds or sickness and were

buried in.a plot on the New Jersey shore, marked with
a monolith, rising high above the ashes of the forgotten
confederates of the fratricidal conflict,

The Delaware Rlver was the chosen theatre for
many -of the notaeble events and achievements of the
Colonial dayss It must be credited with making the
first experiment with steam driven boats, Even though
Robert Fulton's Clermont 1s popularly accorded that
distinctlion, John ﬁiEph had launched a vessel with oars
and steam, 21 years earlier, and his steamboat was
carvying passengers between Phlladelphia and Trenton
seventeen years before Fulton had his boat running on
the TNudson River.

The $z$}uah", the first ship built in the colonles,
was cradled in the Delaware. It was a small craft but
the fect that 1t was constructed, equipped and salled
on the Delaware is a testimonial to the skill of the
pioneers. The first iron salling vessel, bullt and

launched in the Delaware, was another tribute to the

mechanles who were employed in a Wilmington yard,
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In the shipyards on the Delaware were bullt half
the naval craft for the reconstruction of the new
Navy = many years ago. The Tzar of Russia renewed
hls naval fleet through a Delaware yard which not only
bullt the vessels but employed instructors to teach
Russlans the way to handle the ships and man the guns,
Japan also came to the Delaware for naval vessels
which also served as models for her development of
shipbulldings Toyko proved to be an apt pupil,

In more recent years a Delaware river shipyard
bullt the very highest type of a sea fighter which
stands today as the highwater mark for American built

warships., It cost the government 45,000,000, {Fﬁhﬂl
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During the Wérld War period the Delaware further
demonstrated her almost limitless resources in the
construct;pn and operation of a shipbuilding yard at
Hog lslan&iwith the capacity of almost a ship a week,

It aimed to keep freight carrying craft up to point of
supplanting all Allled vessels sunk by the German under-
sea craft, It more than maintained that tonnage.
When the Armistice was signed our Covernment had upwards
of 100 unused steam freighters in the Delaware ready
for service, These were broken up subsequently and the
steel salvaged.

disported themselves undisturbed until the belated
coming of the thrifty Dutch and Swedess Shipments of
oil and bone soon became the most profitable of exporta.
Huge schools of sturgeon were captured and killed for
their roe, which waz shipped to Europe and made Into
caviere, Fishes of all varieties swarmed the stream and
were caunght by the thousands and thousands--or all the
nets could draw=--while terrapin so abounded in the
Delaware lowlands that slave owners agreed not to feed
thelr Negroes on them oftener than once a week., Oysters,
clams, crabs, lobsters and all kinds of seafood was
superabundant in the Delaware until it was polluted by
oil=burning ships and refineries and wastex from
industry.

Deer, bears, rabbita, hare and all kinds of animal
game "filled" the forests while wild turkeys, par=-
tridges and pheasants falrly swarmed in the highlands.
Wild fowl=-swan, geese and ducks =--covered great areas
of the river parts of the year, These, cited with
other natural resources 6f the bounteous waterways,
reemphasize the amaﬁement that Europe walted the
three or four generations before seeking these Aladdin-

like shores,
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Perhaps 1t was war first in the effete old world, and
fighting was necessary perhaps =-of paramount 1mnaftance-
to the subjects of the avariclous monarchs of the

world the real troubles of Delaware colonlsts begemse
The most brutal demonstration of this was manlfested
on "Long Finn" at New Castle who in 1699 protested
ggainst the surrender of Fort Amstel to the Eritish,
;he lead a small group who insisted on freedom and in-
dependence, The big, handsome Finn was whipped into a
state of unconsclousness, branded "R" with red hot
irons burned into his flesh, deported and sold into
slavery, Half the chattels of the otlier Revolutlon=
aries were confiscated, It was less than a century
later that the resentment against British brutality and
oppression burst into flame and the flag of Ceorge 11l
followed the retreating emblems of the nationc England
had driven cut of power in the New World.

The beauty of the Delaware Rlver and Bay is an
outstanding note in citing their history, The arrival
of Peter Minuet and his Swedish colohies, at the mouth
of the bay found them so responsive to the landscape
that they named$ what is now Cape Henlopeq£ "Paradise
Point", Delighted with the sltuatlon they remained
a weelk or more,, after arriving from a call on the
Jamestown, Virginia, ®Inglish colonists headed by

captain John Smith, where they remained several days

recuperating after the long voyage of five or six

VAo
months on the Key of Kalender and the Griffin.
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Captain May and his party had earlier made the
up river voyage to the present site of Camden without
mishap, so Peter Hinuet with his Swedish colonlsts had
no hesitation in.turning his small veasels northeast-
ward, lle was on the lockout for an agreeable location
until the party reached the mouth of the Christiana
with 1ts broad waters, and background of relling country
eand long vistas of virgins® forest, He was further
lured to the selection by the powef;inviting Brandy-
wines If he had any hesitation sbout making the de=
cision to land 1t must have been dispelled when the
small ships pulled up before a ledge of rocks as
welcomely inviting as if they had formed by nature-
expressly to receive the first permanent settlers of
the Delaware .

The picturesque seenes of beauty of the Delaware
invited the pens of such nature lovers as John Burroughs
who has rendered in prose poems many remarkable word
pletures of the Northern reaches of the siream - not
omitting, of course, to emphasize the wondercus beauty
of the Water Gep sector. In the industrlal portion,
Joseph Pennell etched great factories with their curl=
ing smoke, investing them with artistic beauty with=
out sacrificing thelr industrial aspect,

Howard Pyle perpetuated the beauties of the Bay,
its shifting sand dunes, its broad waters and "moods",
Perhaps his best painting has its locale in the sands

of the great waterway, Delaware's Indlans, thus have

been embalmed by his brush and his pirates give us
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intimate portralts of those desperadoes of the sea and
their ralding craft,

Except for the massacre of the De Vrles colonists
at Lewes (the outcome of a misunderstanding) the Dela=
ware river Aboriginies, perhaps inflicted no other death
penalties on the settlerse The disappearance of
Captain May's party up the river, opposite Fhiladelphia,
has been ascribed to an Indian attaclk, but this 1s
disputed. ':S{ ‘» 203

Tinicum colonists, however, had a narrow escape
from extermination, but a liberal distribution of glits
averted the massacre that had been voted unanimously
by a tribal council, There had been an unusual number
of deaths (from an Infectious epidemic) for which the
Red len held the colonists blamsble. In addition the
Buropeans were charged with demorallzing the braves,
but the renewed pledge of friendliness coupled wlth the
gifts of trinkets vetoed the pwoposed uprisin; agalnst
the whites, The booming of cannon announced that the
councll had saved the Tinicum cqi?ny from extermination.

Without mention of Governor)gégatz, whose Swedlsh
Colony proceeded up the river to Tinicum = near
varcus look = after a call on the Christlana Settlers-
any story of the Delaware River would be ineccmplete,
This ﬁoliathianwoverlord of Swedes on the Delaware
came with roysl prestige, backed by royal favor (1643)

and lived as far as possible to comport with his high

station,
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He bullt a palatlal mansion on the river bank and
later erected a pleasure house on the same grounds.
These perhaps were the first pretentious bulldings along
the stream, He is supposed to have owned the first
slave brought to this country = a lioor, who hade hay,
planted crops, tended the newly planted orchards and
served as a"gentlemen's mani

- The severity with which printz ruled his subjects
brought many protests and despite hls personal popu=
lerity among "higher ups" his authority was curtaileds

Governor Printz introduced old world luxuries
and modes of living to the settlers on the Delaware,
He, however, was thrifty in preparing the land for
cropping, and while at times he spoke softly he carried
a blg sword for he was always "brideled" for the foe,
but he found himself slipping and witnessed the strik=-
ing of his own colors, the supplanting of them with
the Dutch flag which subsequently gave way to that of
England, lMany of the Swedes on the Delaware shifted
their allegiance first to The Netherlands and then to
Great Britaln - loyal to whoever was in powery¢ With
the end of British control they became outstanding
citizens of the new Republic ==and Delaware,

How paternally the Washington Covernment safe-
guards the Delaware and the ships that come and go
along her broad waters. Annually from {2,000,000 to
14,000,000 are applied to dredging deeper channels
so that the rlver will accommodate the blggest vessels

afloat,
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It has attained a depth of 3@ feet and will go deeper
before the dredgers halt their 40,000,000 task, DlMore
than & million is required to clear the channel of
mud and silt and half as much more to mount her shoals
with warning signels, range and flash light to show
the safe courses %o ships that pass in the night,
Perhaps the greatest early maritime undertaking
the government accomplished is represented by the Ebreak=-
water near the mouth of the bays, The first one was
started in 1818 but not complete until 60 years had
elapsed, It was subsequently rebuilt and is now the
largest in the worlds. It cost {5,000,000, is a mile
longe The great granite rocks rising high above the
tides safely shﬁlter 100 ships at a time against storms.
The glgantic stone pile, enlarged in 1897, includes
some of the rocks on which the Swedes landed along
the Chrilstiana in 1638,. In the storm of 1889, fortye
three vessels who sought the protectlion of the stone
plle were wrecked and brokem up so badly that no effort
was made to salvage thog’ while a blizzard just previous
claimed the llves of seventy sallors. But since its
enlargement it never again will prove unequal to its
mission.

Quite as essential as a breakwater or lights to
gulde vessels along the tortuous channels are fhe men

who pillot vessels up the river, and dowvn agalne

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They aeeminglﬁ have always existeds They succeeded
Indians in steering ships to avold the shoals and
rocks. They are recorded to have had a working
orgenization and carrying on as early as 1733,

In earlier years the calling required the ex-
ercise of much daring, but inter=State cooperation
of the craftamen has barred perilous rivalry and
these "lmowing” seamen dwell aboard a steam craft with
all the comforts of home and throuzgh taking turns in
thelr service most of them can spend a greater part of
thelr time ashore with their families,

The service requires a man of nerve, aad unafrald
of wind and weather or cold, but the exposure appears
to prolong their "stay". Some benefit the service
with their training and knowledge of the channel until
they may be beyond elghty.

Perhaps the worst tragedy in the pilot service
at Lewes was the loss of nine of the number who sought
to bdard vessels in dlstress in time of storm and save
them from sinking, Only one of the ten was ever heard
of againe, The survivor was washed ashore at the point
of death. .

Again the river wlth its floating quarantine staff
service possibly saved the country from the perils of
yellow fever, in 1884, by holding up an infected ship
that was making for Philadelphia, Since that time
health statlon was moved to Tinicum and more recently

They continued thelr depredations until the early years
of the last century when tradition reports a "reiding
gang" were outwitted by the captain and crew of a

into the bay, which means thelir careers as mauraders
ended then and there, There are still rumors that

“of the present population of the State, probably nine percent,
or about 19,000 people, are foreign-born. If the number having one
or both parents foreign-born is included, nearly 45,000 may be
considered "foreign." Eighty percent, or about 35,000, live in
Wilmington. Many of the total number in the State and in Wil-
mington, especlally those of Irish, German, and Hebrew extraction,
have been assimilated, but on a conservative estimate, at least
15,000 people in Wilmington are "immlgrants" in the popular mean-
ing of the term. They are chiefly Poles and Italians, with a few
Hungarians, Greeks, and other races.

The Pollsh people perform the bulk of the labor in the morocco
Industry; the Italians most of the outdoor labor on rallroads and
streets and public operations. Both Poles and Italians are em-
ployed in the production of iron, machinery, ships, cars, and textiles.
Girls and women work in the morocco shops, and the cigar and hoslery
factories. Although the wages of the men are rarely above $10 or
$12 per week, being usually the lower figure, and the women earn
only from $3.50 to $6.00, rarely $8 and §10, the majority of the
foreigners, particularly the Polish, manage during good times to
present the appearance of falrly comfortable living and at the same

time to acquire small properties or accumulate savinga.'

In the State outside of Wilmington there is a very small stable

forelign population., A few foreigners are avallable for work on farms
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and a small number own small farms or ply village trades. The
Immigrants employed in berry-plcking and in the canneries are
almost wholly transients. A few famllles come for the berry-
picking in the late spring, work on farms in the early summer,

and are employed at the cannerles in August; but more often two
entirely different sets of people do the berry-picking and the
canning. Very few from eilther of these groups are available for
farm worke. Rarely does Wilmington labor go "down State"™ for
seasonal work and these only for the berry picking. For the
canneries, padrones bring groups or Italian and Polish families
from Philadelphia and Baltimore, Arriving with all the clothing,
bedding, and household utenslls they expect to use in the six
weeks or more of employment, and thelr appearance at the railroad
station has been variously described as resembling a "gipsy outfit"
or "a Sunday school picnic," according to the degree of Americani-
zation.

The work at the canneries is chiefly plece-work. The man can
earn in good seasons $1.50 per dey, his wife almost as much, and
the children from a few cents to 75 cents a day. When the canner
cannot get the frult and vegetables steadily--and he often cannot--
whole famllies make almost nothing for periods ranging from a few
days to the entire season. Transportation to the canneries is
usually pald by the padrones., The Immigrant 1s usually responsible
for getting himself back home.ﬁ

Mr. Aagzzmborn and lived in the southwestern part of Austria,
since the World War, and now, a part of Poland., From his birth
and until the age of sixteen, he lived in a tiny village, population
2,000, of which fifteen families only were Jewish, Mr. A's among them.
These flfteen families, according to Mr. A, were on an equal basis
with other people and no discrimination was shown becsuse they were
members of the Jewlsh race., They had their own small synagogue.

It was a section where occupations were rural, mostly farming
and woodcutting. Mr. A's parents earned their living by buying
vegetables and other produce from farmers and selling them in the
open market-place of the village, duplicating the occupation of many
Jews throughout Austria and Poland who derived their subsistence by
meaﬁs of this small-time peddlinge.

There were six in Mr,., A's immediate family and they lived in
a medieval type of house with two rooms and straw roof. The house
was heated with wood, and water was obtained from a well. In the
two rooms the six persons were crowded for space, but perhaps no
less so than most of the inhabitants of the village.

Mr. A had gone to school from the time when he was six years old.
In 1913, at the age of sixteen, believing that there was little
opportunity for meking a financial success in Europe, he decided to
go to America, where an older brother had immigreted 13 years before
and beceme establlshed in the cloak and suit trede. To Mr. A, as to

many other immigrants, America was the land of dreams, a utopia where

everyone was rich and always happy.

Having been sent the necessary fare by his brother, Mr. A
began his journey to the land where he was supposedly to make his
fortune. He stayed for two weeks in Bremen, Germany, while awaiting
his boat and was provided with bed and board at the Jewish Immigration
Society who catered to the needs of Immigrants like himself,

The boat voyage was a confusing and unhappy experience. The
third-class quarters were extremely crowded and foocd was poor; in-
sanitary conditions prevalled. Gaiety was rampant among some of the
voyagers, but others were nostalgic, sad and afraid in perhaps the
greatest adventure in thelr meager lives. Mr. A was going to America,
true, to the realization of dreams and ambitions, but his family was
left behind and it did not seem likely that he would see them for a
long time to come.

The boat docked at Philadelphla, and Mr. A, having greeted his
brother, want to the home of the latter, where he lived for a year
before being completely on his own,

His first experience as a worker in America is interesting for
the light it throws upon immigrent exploitation as was practiced in
this country. The job was in a shirt factory, the pay $2.00 a week,

a wage which, according to Mr. A, paid for a higher standard of living
than he and his family had enjoyed in Europe., In order to gebr the job
he had to work gratis for two weeks and pay the company $5.00 besides
for the privilege of learning how to work the shirt-making machine.
The third week, to which he had looked forward eagerly, for 1t meant
his first real earnings in America, he again received nothing: he was
assessed fifty cents for power used on the job and the rest of his pay

went to pay for broken needles and belts which resulted from his in-

experience, When, on subsequent pay-days, the management took further
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advantage of the fact that he was an immigrant, he left his job and
applied elsewhere as an experienced worker, He was taken on; another

cog in the wheel. The whir of machines and the harried tempo of factory
l1ife had replaced the more lelsurely pace to which he had been accustomed
in Europe. He was in America, personally contributing to the needs of
America, and making his own way in the world. Utopian dreams were gone,
of course, but his ad justment was natural and realistic.

Mre. A remained in Philadelphla until 1930. During these years
he was engaged in various occupations which included running a dairy
store, clerking in a fruit store, and a shipping-clerk job. However,
he always kept in close touch with the shirt-making business. In
1920 he opened a shirt-making factory which failed in 1923, He wmas
married in 1918 and now has two chlldren, both of school age. As
seems customary for the Jewish race, his wife has remained in the
home and has not sought gainful occupation to assist the family budget.

Since the depression Mr. A has had a stiff battle to provide
sustenance for hls family. At present he 1s unemployed and presents
a cheerful exterior, although he confldes that the depression has
resulted in a lowered morale and a pessimistic attitude towards life.
Recreational needs of this family group are simple, perhaps of a
necessity, and visits to friends and walks (the entire family group
of four) provide their diversion.

Mr. A prefers American life to the European life he has known,:
except that he says the climate abroad is more healthful. Although
chlldren are more privileged here and less under the disciplinary
dominance of their parents, he believes that there 1s more opportunity
for them in this country. The wife, too, is more in authority here

eand VMr. A admlts freely that his wife has, in the home, authority at

least equal to his own. Mr. A has been in Wilmington since 1931 and
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at the present time is thoroughly "Wilmingtonized"; he belongs

to several Jewish religious organizations. Much of his time is spent

in reading (local English newspapers and the Jewish "Forward," a

S

soclalistic journal). He listens to the redio together with the

family groupe.

Mre. A belongs to no labor organizations and says that he

"likes democracy."

The Dunkards.

Amid the colorful sports' costumes of the vacationists,
one sees on the beach at Rehoboth the gaunt folk who are members
of a religious sect but little lkmown to the aversge urban dweller,

They are the Dunkards, who may be recognized by thelr
distinctive raiment, the men marked by their beards and drab
garments, the women in equally drab gard except for thelir sun
bonnets.

A colony of the Dunkerds is to be found several miles
west of Dover, but better known is the long-established group
located west of Nilford in Sussex County.

Twenty five or more years ago a number of Dunkards settled
in and eround Oakley and Owen's Station in Sussex County. There
were several families and they devoted themselves to farming,
They came from Ohio, New York, New Jersey, Pemnnsylvania and else-
where and have formed a considerable colony. They own thelir own

ferms, are always prompt in paying their bills are progressive

in farming work, indifferent to the curiosity of others, go on
their way in plain gard, and practice faithfully the highest ldeals
of Christien fraternity,
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The colony is located about seven miles west of Milford,
end the people are noted for thelr hospitality. About ten years
ago they dedicated end opened a Dunkard meeting=house in the audi-
torlum in Oreenwood ~ On Haster they hold special services, which
were attended by many people from outside of the State., It is
interesting on Sunday to see these good people as they leave thelr
place of worship, arm in arm, the women wesring black bonnets and
shawls and carrying their Bibles; psusing at times to greet others.
The women are then joined by thelr husbands end sons, who wear
coats of sombre black and vest of clerical cut. lost of them own
their own automobiles.

In addition to the Dunkards, there are a number of people
of the Amish snd Nemnonite falth, centered around Oreenwood and
Bridgeville,

According to the most recent religious census taken by
the Department of Commerce, there are 1879 "Dunker" Churches in the
United States with & total of 158,248 menmberss 7The term comes from
the Cerman word meaning "to dip", also providing the familier “dunk-
ing."

In Delaware, the Church of the Brethern (Conservative
punkers) listed in the 1986 census two churches, both rural, with a
total of 98 members, 44 males and 51 females, The Church of the
Brethern 1s classed as orthodox trinitarian. Baptism is by forward
immersion, the person baptized being confirmed while kneeling in the
water., The rite of foot weshing and the love feast or agape
immediately precede commnion or sucharist, the entire sorvice being
observed in the evening.
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Plain attire, excluding jewelry, for adornment, is
advocated, Taking en oath is forbidden, all affidavits belng made
by effirmation, Non=resistance is taught and all commmnicants are
asked to be non-combatants, not because of personal fear nor out of
a desire to be disloyal eitizens, but because war is outlawed by
the teaching end example of Jesus, Any comnection, direct or in=
direct, with the liquor business is prohibited and there 1s a correa=
ponding insistence on total abstinence.

The ideal in all ceromonies and beliefs 1s the reproduction
and perpetuation of the life and sctivities of the primitive
Christiens, end while its effect in a somewhat stern and legal type
of religious life, mysticlsm or the pietistic temper has modified
1t in the direction of & quiet moderation in all things.

The local congregation usually presided over by the bishop
of that body, is govermed by the counecil of all the members. The
power of diseipline ingluding trial and excommnication, rests with
the local congregation, Ninisters are elected by individual ballot
by all the members of a congregation, from members of that con=
gregation, but one feeling the call to the ministry may present his
desires for asceptance.

In 1888 regularly organized missionary endeavor in both
home and foreign flelds was undertalen,

"A Peculiar People®, by Howard Pyle, in Harpers Magazine
for October, 1880, describdes their celebration of the Lord's Supper
which they do after the manner of the primitive Christians.

Pyle also tells of attending a Dunker meeting and describes
the meeting house, "The ceiling was low, the room was sunny and
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bright, there were two stoves, one at either end of the bullding,
at which warmed themselves the white capped sisters at one end,
the long bearded brethren at the other, the latter standing with
thelr backs %o the stove, with their horny palms to the warmth,
end rubbing them together, Preseantly the minister entered, and as
he moved to the long table where his two confreres sat facing

the congregation, he psssed by the bench of the elder brethrenj
one after another of those nearest to him arose, the two right
hands were clasped, and the two long, gray beards met in the kiss
of peace.

"A hym was sung in FEnglish with a peculiar quavering of
the voice and lingering upon each words 4 hy:m in German followed,
then a sermon in German, then a second in the same language. A
sermon in Pnglish followed, and the service was condluded by
another Cerman hym, and the reading of a portion of Scripture.

at, if the work, at first, be not so perfect and profitable. Practice
renders the people most expert, and 'tis better to do something good
than to be employed uselessly or unprofitably.

Though at present discredited and brought into
disrepute, it will soon surmount the difficulty when improved, and
faults or accidents are remedied or removed . . Though the heavy

Concerning the state of condition of the Colonie itself, that being
considered as it will be conveyed to the city, namely the entire river,
as hereinbefore specified, it is found that the Swedes, Fins and other
nations have made snd erected there about 110 good bouwerles, stocked
with about 2,000 cows and oxen, 20 horses, 80 sheep and several thousand
swine.

The lands being particularly productive and adapted both
for tillage and pasture, having exceedingly fruitful valleys, which,
being drained at a small expense, then return 30 @ 40 fold for what's
sown, beslides producing two crops a year, are therefore, not only
suitaeble for wheat and all sorts of grain, as experience hath already
abundantly shown, but also for hemp and flax; rice will also thrive and
grow there particylarly well, the low grounds being thereto wdl 1l adapted
s+ Thus, people only must be sent there, who are laboriocus and skilled
in farming. No Hollanders but other foreign nations must be employed
and attracted for this purpose, the Swedes and Fins (who are already
there in reasonable numbers) being, among others, hereunto particularly
fitted, and of whom many families or households are from time to time

expected, as they have been notified by thelr countrymen i
