What Price School Spirit? 
Last week on the campus of Swarthmore College the 

University of Delaware varsity baseball manager, Gene 
Trivits, became the victim of a tragic freak accident. While 
performing his managerial duties he was struck in the left 
eye by a baseball. Everything possible was done in an 
attempt to save the eye but to no avail. For the rest ~f 
his life Gene Trivits will be forced to depend upon h1s 
right eye .or sight. 

The incident should serve as a reminder to many of 
the important role the athletic manager plays in present 
day athletics. Gene Trivits knew he would never be a great 
college baseball player so he offered his services as manager. 
As a manager he is responsible for hundreds of dollars 
worth of University equipment and is 'Johnny on the spot' 
to the members of the team. The point to remember is 
that the manager, like the athlete, volunteers his time and 
efforts for the sake of school spirit. Managers, for the 
most part, are men who would rather be playing the game 
but lack the natural ability. Instead of giving up they 
offer to help -the t am in any way they can. 

It would seem that manag~r Trivits has put a challenge 
before every Delaware student. School spirit on the Blue 
Hen campus leaves much to be desired. The crowds at 
winter and spring sports events have been noticeably small. 
At the present time the University baseball team is being 
considered for a playoff bid for the NCAA championships, 
yet not more than 3 students have ever attended a game. 

Delaware students hould take up the challenge and go 
to work to build up a proper school spirit. Why let things 
die at the end of the football season? It was school spirit 
that gave Gene Trivits the incentive to be a manager, a job 
which cost him the sight of one of his eyes. It's time all 
Delaware student take inventory of their "s.s." qualities 
and offer to help. Chance are, it won't cost the sight of an 
eye.

The college year of 1951-52 may not be remember ed by posterlt 
as the mo t academic, academic. ear ever experienced at the Unlver 1/ 
of Delaware, but cert \nly it will be remembered a one of the mo ~ 
active and surpri e-fill d. s 

The fall seme ter s ta rted off with it cu tomary bang on Septembe 
16 wh n an awe-stricken group of dink-topped freshmen toddled ontr 
the campus for th firs t time. Their jaw fell the usual thre inch~ 
when th y wer e told they were expected to study t wo hours fo 
each class hour. 'l'hey all wore that Carpenter Fieldhou e was thr 
bigge t room they had ever seen. The th n sweet freshmen girle 
ogled at the gridiron h eroes, the letter-sweater wearer , the hot-sho~ 
campus politicos. Were they ever impressed! 

Prospects 
One fraternity up on Quality H111 decided to capitalize 0 

the popping eyes and palpitating h earts of the then sweet freshrna~ 
girls, and to line up orne good date prospe~ts at the same time, so they 
held a reception and dazzled the young 1mpre sionables. 

On September 22, Dave Nel on, a brand new football coach intro­
duced a practically brand new football team again t Lehigh i~ WlJ. 
mington Park, and whipped the Engineers 7-0. This made everybod 
happy and convinced the local sports writers that Delaware can wi~ 
without a ga laxy of letter winner and 240 pound tackles. 

The West he,ster game two week later was highlighted by a 
dlsplay then-to-fore unheard of at Delaware: a loud, colorful, active 
spectacular cheering ection of fr·aternity men clad In everything frorr: 
almost nothing to practically anything. orne attributed the uproarous 
cheers and uninhibited display to pre-game liquid stimulation, but true 
football fans knew that 1t was JUSt the public pre entation of the 
school spirit that usually lles o well concealed within our breasts. 

Parade 
On Friday night preceding the game w.ith the Teachers, the Junior 

Class held the finest pep fest seen here smce the war. They built a 
huge float and organized a long, loud parade that marched down South 
College Avenue, all over the campus; an<\wound up at the Fieldhouse 
(Editor's note: The editar volunteered li.ts roadster to pull the float· 
Muah to his chagrin, it ran out of gas half way around, and had to b~ 
pushed by the enthusiastic crowd.) 

E-52 sparked the fall theatre season with a delightful and interest· 
ing presentation of Life With Father. It was acted capable by a unique 
cast composed of several newcomers to the Mitchell Hall stage a 
couple of veterans, a couple of grade school boy , and none le than 
the cousin of the author, Dr. Cyrus J.J. Day, in the title role. 

The footbaJI team continued to rai e the fair name of Delaware 
on home and foreign fields, and reached Its peak in defeat against 
Temple University. The stubborn Delaware eleven held the powerful 
Temple team to a 13-7 score, which was a moral victory if there ever 
was a moral victory.

The Review sighed reminiscently at the falling leaves with an 

editorial called Campus in Autumn, that was touching enough to bring 
tears from the grimm! t of cynics and apathetic . 

The following week, Polly Goller was crowned the 1951 Football 
Sweetheart, after a week-long publicity blast instigated by Phil Dynan, 
the local sports publlcist. Polly, as our very first Football Sweetheart, 
will be hard to equal in future selections.

trophe occur? We have seen other things like the Varsity 
Club cut to its knees because this same interest was with­
held. Is something as vital as our college yearbook going 
to be treated in the manner suggested by this year's editor 
of the Blue Hen in her letter to the editor last week, "The 
staff feels that it would be the best thing for all concerned 
to discontinue the publication of the Blue Hen until the 
time when student interest would seem to warrant its re­
vival"? 

The year book of any school i or should be its pride 
and joy. The pages of life will turn and it will still be po · 
sible to take a glance into our college days to recall our ex· 
periences and relive the cherished memories of our few 
years at the University. The total sales of this year's Blue 
Hen has amounted to only 550 copies, with some 200 copies 
still unsold. Many of the seniors who are about to grad· 
uate have not sub cribed and are really missing a wonderful 
opportunity. These people are carrying away a good edu· 
cation but are leaving behind their social activitie and many 
of their friendships that they have gained here at Delaware. 

The present problem of the Blue Hen is twofold. The 
fir t is the problem of boosting sales and the second is get· 
ting a staff to produce it. The organization that give . u 
our year book is a working group and not ocial. It ex1s~ 
for the work that has to be done and for the students. This 
year the staff was made up only to do the work and not to 
perpetuate it elf. This i evidenced by the plea g?ing out 
from myself and other interested people for an editor and 
a taff for next year's Blue Hen. If the Junior la con· 
sider it elf uch a -tremendous clas , then why are we 
fumbling on this elementary job that a lot of grade chool 
ha e no trouble in organizing. But don't mi under tand 
me, thi i not only a Senior project, but require the work 
and cooperation of all the other cla . 

Perhap a way in which ale could be increased next 
year would be for the S.G.A. to cut the pre ent pric of four 
dollar t three, th n there could al o be a table t up at 
regi tration line in the Fall wher we could sign up for our 
Blu Hen. 

In conclu ion, it can be een that the ituation i e_ri~u 
but not that eriou , that through your interest and wllhn~­
ne to put out a good year book next year we can lick .ck1t.

The ffect of hi direction Is the 
vivid portrayal of two wholly dif­
ferent character : Charlie (Bogart), 
an a ygoing, rough, gin-loving 
bachelor on one hand , and Rose 
(Katherine Hepburn), th old maid 
ister of an Engll h Missionary, up­

right, victorian, and determined, 
on the other. The movie simply 
tells the stot·y of how Rose, upon 
the d ath of her brother after the 
German r·aid on their African mis· 
Jon, seeks refuge on harlle's river 

boat. Together they journey down­
stream with the purpo of sinking 
a German steamer which patrols 
the lake. Accompli hment of this 
feat would enable the British to 
cross the lake. 

In the trip down th river, th se 
two character change entirely. 
She becomes softer, and he gains 
courage from her wlll-power and 
determination. They fall In love 
and united overcome all the 
obstacles which the uncharted and 
presumably unnavigabl river pre­
sents. There are many nar·row 
escapes, but the hone ty of their 
performance and the film's excel· 
l-ent direction, dialogue, and color 
effects together with the natural 
backdrop of the dense African 
jungles where it was filmed, make 
every twl t of the plot believable. 
Only at the end when the blowing 
up of the German steamer save 
them from being hanged is the 
plot somewhat contrived. Other­
wise, It Is an excellent movie--well 
worth seeing!

The S.G.A. conveniently avoided the 
issue of refunding advance ticket sales. · 

We went home for Christma later than usual, and many of us 
suffered a slight cash drought as a result, but presents filled the till 
again, and we drowned our sorrow in happiness. 

We came back from the holidays to go to the Military Ball which 
was the outstanding school dance of the year. A colo!'ful fieldhouse

They 
paid It and nothing happened. Few were urprised.
