Efficient opera tion of the Sher iff's 
office is being unduly h ampered by lack 
of personnel, Sheriff Elias E . O thoson 
said yesterday in commenting on the 
business of w inding up affa irs of the 
May term of court and preparing for 
the September term, which opened 
Monday. 

Last week, over a thousand Grand 
Jury summons were required to be 
served by the sheriff'S office. With the 
presently curtailed staff this presented 
a Herculean task and w as overcome on­
ly by excessive hou rs and untiring ef­
forts on the part of deputies. 

Pledged to give the public an eco­
nomic and efficient tenure 'of office, 
Sheriif Othos0n declares this is be­
coming more and more difficult as a 
result of fa ilure to appoint two deputies 
requested last week as replacements 
for two deputies who had previously 
been dropped from the pay roll. 

"We shall continue to do our best to 
give the public 100 % service regard­
less of conditions", Sheriff Otho'son 
sa id, "but we sincerely hope that the 
court w ill see fit to approve the ap­
pointment of the two badly needed 
deputi es without further costly delay." 

The office of County Treasurer J . 
Rogers Holcomb has been equally hard 
hit, Abraham Hoffman, Chief Deputy, 
said, owing to the court's fa ilure to ap­
point a r eplacement for one dismissed 
employe.

The move was necessary in order to 
help prevent the spread of the infantile 
paralysis wave which has swept the 
neighboring sta te. 

The Delaware game was listed for 
Sept. 27 at Newark and the Drexel 
contest a t Huntingdon on Oct. 4. 
Swartz said it appeared improbable 
that the Drexel game would be played 
on another date and that the gam e 
with Delaware would be dropped en­
tirely "un less it can be fitted in at a 
later date." 

"We're wilIi ng to cooperate with Del­
aware officials in any way to play the 
game a t another da te," he declared , 
"but the possibili ties seem slim now." 

Opening of the college classes w as 
l?ostponed from Sept. 10 un t il Sept. 29 
because of the paralysis situation. Only 
one case has been reported in Hunting­
don, Swartz sa id , but studen ts are 
drawn from other heav ily-affected sec­
tions. 

In communication with the Juniata 
coach on Tuesday, Director of Athlet­
ics William D. Murray stated that Dela­
ware offic ials had not given up hope 
of playing, however, until informed of 
the story from Huntingdon.

FOODS IS 
OVERLOOKED 

Condition Of 
'Children, Draftees, 
Reveals Faults 

Nutrition exper ts m a in ta in tha t the 
American people h ave m ade sure tha t 
there was plenty to ea t w ithout p aying 
much aUenticn to the kinds of foods 
tha t made up the ir regula r diet. 

But the ~ej ecti on of la rge numbers 
of dra.ftees due to defects tha t can be 
traced to impr oper f oods and the di s­
covery of surpr is ingly simila r defect s 
in Delaware ex am in a tions of pre-school 
children h ave awakened people to the 
need for getting the right kinds of foods 
as well as enough to ea t. 

Three-fo urths of the close to 1.800 
pre-school children examined last year 
throughout Delaware had some defec ts . 
The lead ing defect was f aulty teeth, a 
condition tha t is the r esult of improper 
die ts in nine cases out of ten. Miss 
Pearl MacDonald , nutritionist for the 
University of Delaware Agricultural 
Extension Service, says b ad teeth us­
ually result from a lack of calcium, 
p hosph orus and vitamins A, C and D. 
These rnine~als and certa in of the vita­
mins are found in milk and fresh vege­
tables. 

Apparent d isregard of proper diets 
h as been widespread . Miss MacDonald 
reveals tbat in a nationwide survey, D r. 
H aze l SUebeling of the Federal Bureau 
of Home Econom ics, found th at less 
than a third of the thousands of fam il­
ies questioned had "good" diets, anoth ­
er third of the families were consuming 
"fair" diets and d iets of the rem aining 
famiJ ies would be considered "poor " 
according to accepted food standards.

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PAYING THE PIPER 

The Senate has approved and returned to the House, for pos­
sible amendment, the toughest tax bill in American history. If it 
passes in its present form-and the odds are much against any 
major changes-the American people, next year, will really learn 
at first hand just how incredibly costly modern war is. 

The bill is designed to raise $3,583,900,000 - $367,000,000 
more than the bill originally approved by the House. And it plans 
to raise it partly by reaching down into income levels which have 
never been subjected to direct Federal taxation before. 

Most important change in the Senate bill over the House bill 
was the provision dropping income tax exemptions to $1,500 for 
married persons (previous exemption was $2,000), and to $750 
for single persons (previous exemption was $800) . This change 
alone, according to Treasury experts, is expected to yield an ad­
qitional $303,000,000 annually. It is a change which has long been 
advocated by economists, who believe that the burden of govern­
ment cost is now so great that the middle and higher income brack­
ets can no longer pay it. Thus, they reason, the only solution is to 
make the lower brackets feel the bite of taxation too. 

This change was suggested by President Roosevelt when the 
tax bill was still before the house. The House revenue committee 
refused to adopt it. It is, therefore, likely that a strong effort will 
be made in the House now to up the exemption level. 

The normal rate of income taxation-4 per cent-is retained. 
However, surtaxes will be imposed in far lower brackets t han ever 
before. The surtax rates are very high, ranging from 10 per cent 
(which must be added to the normal 4 per cent) in the lowest 
brackets touched, and ranging up to 81 per cent in t he top brackets. 

The existing normal corporation taxes will be retained and, in 
addition, surtaxes of 6 per cent on the first $25,000 of net income 
and 7 per cent on income above that amount, will be levied. Fur­
ther, excess corporation profits will be hit hard. First $20,000 of 
excess profits will be taxed 35 per cent, as against the present rate 
of 25 per cent. The rate will go up unt il it reaches 60 per cent on 
excess profits over $500,000. Present rate at that level is 50 per 
cent. 

Lastly, the bill levies a number of so-called "nuisance" taxes­
taxes which fa ll into the sales and excise cIa sifications. There will 
be a 7 per cent excise tax on automobile manufacturers, plus a $5 
annual use tax on all automobiles-a provision which amounts to 
a Federal car license fee. Wine taxes wi ll be almost doubled and 
hard liquor taxes will be upped from $3 to $4 a gallon. Ten per 
cent taxes will be levied on local phone bills, theatre t ickets, radios 
and other mu ical instruments, sporting goods, household equip­
ment, photographic apparatus, etc., etc. 

Heavy as this tax bill is, few believe that it will prove ade­
quate. Soon our arms spending alone will reach $3,000,000,000 a 
month-nearly as much as the new bill is designed to raise in an 
entire year. Total arms and aid-to-democracie spending will prob­
ably reach and perhaps surpass $50,000,000,000, depending on 
how long the war lasts. Many an authority is convi nced that this 
bill is only a taste of what is to come-and that next year or t he 
year following, t he Congress may have to pass another tax bill 
which will make this one seem mild by comparison. 

CART BEFORE HORSE 

Rising prices are definitely not the fault of retail merchandis­
ing, despite mistaken rumors to that effect, which have recently 
gone into circulation. The truth is that retail merchandising has 
done a remarkable job in holding price increases to the minimum. 

The figures tell the story. Today factory payrolls are 50 per 
cent greater than a year ago, and the average worker's earnings 
are 22 per cent greater. Yet retail food prices have advanced only 
7 per cent since June, 1940. In the same period, wholesale food 
prices advanced 22 per cent-an increase three times as great as 
that which took place in retail food prices.
