The couple were on t he ir way to 
Huvre de Grace when the accident 
occurred. Miss McIlhenny, Whose 
father is a fo rme r news dealer in 
Havre de Grace, and was at one time 
president of the Havre de Grace Ath­
letic Association which ma in ta in s a 
team in the Susquehanna League, was 
being taken to he r home by her em­
ployer when the accident OCCUlTed. 

J ohnson is s urvived by a wife and 
one child . They formerly lived in 
Havre de Grace.

The New Post Office 
On Saturday, Newark will begin to use a fine new public 

building, the g ift of the United States Treasury Department, 
Everything is arranged to move the postal business into the new 
F ederal Post Office Building, Friday night, and open service there 
Saturday morning. ' 

This fine building makes an imposing addittoJ1 to our main 
street and assures t he community of a greatly incr eased efficiency 
in postal service. It is ideally situated in sight of the historic old 
Academy Building, and its architecture is of the same graceful 
and stately Colonial type. Its equipment and construction is the 
most modern that can be had, and as with all permanent govern­
ment bui ldings, nothing but t he best materials have gone into its 
building. Every comfort and convenience has been provided, both 
for the public and the post office staff. Its erection has lifted 
Newark another considerable notch in civic leadership in rural 
Delaware. 

At the time the cornerstone of the building was laid, Congress­
man Robert G. Houston told something of the work and disappoint­
ments in acquiring a F ederal post office building for Newark. Mr. 
Houston spoke particularly of the late Samuel J. Wright and his 
generosity in providing a s uitable site for the bui lding. Mr. 
Houston, himself, deserves no small share of the credit in obtain­
ing the appropriation for the erection of the building. He worked 
hard and long to bring it about. 

When construction was started the town of Newark was again 
fortunate in having an engineer of t he calibre and ability of J. L. 
Oberwager as super visor of construction. Four hundred days were 
allowed for th e completion of the contract. Mr. Oberwager pushed 
the job to its fini sh in less than half that t ime. When th e original 
cont ractor fa il ed, and it se med that co nstruction would be 
indefin itely delayed, Mr, Obel'wager s tepped into th e breach , held 
things together , and not a day was lost. He has watched every bit 
of material, jealossly, as it was put in to th e structu re, and he re­
jected, ruthlessly, anythi ng that was not up to the hi ghest 
standard in every way.
