One of the first licensed, Main Street McDonald's 
remains an important Newark landmark after 35 years

he landmark McDonald's on Main Street is cel­
ebrating its 35th anniversary this year with an 
extravagant new playground area. 

According to Les Dukart, son of founder Len 
Dukart, the Dukart Management Corporation wanted 
to do something special to mark the milestone year. 

"My father still has fire in hi s eye when we men­
tion the Main Street location ," said Le Dukart. 
"When we opened it in 1960, it was one of the first 
licensed McDonald 's in the United States, and now 
there are over 15,000." 

Over the years, McDonald 's has changed and 
grown. "We used to face Main Street and Library 
Avenue." said Dukart. "But after the fire in 1976, we 
decided to reorient the entrance and added the atri ­
um." 

An explosion and fire at the Main Street location 
on Dec. I , 1976 closed the restaurant 

for over e ight months. "When we reopened on 
Jul y 18, 1977, we a lso added one of the first drive 
thru 's," said Les Dukart. 

Alan Dukart. the other brother in the family busi­
nes , said they now own ix tores-two in Newark, 
a well as locations in Wilmington, G lasgow, Bear, 
and Concordville, Pa. 

"We were the only McDonald 's to ever open and 
close the same day,". laughed Alan Dukart , referri ng 
to the lightening wh ich struck the Bear si te during its 
grand opening. "We reopened three day later." 

Both Dukarts said that the Main Street ite is spe­
cial to the fami ly, but it would never be chosen today. 
"No good developer would select it " said Le 
Dukart, "The visibili ty and accessibility are not good 
at all ." 

But the Dukart family definitely consider. it a 
landmark. " People still use us when they ' re giving 
directions," said Les Dukart. "Shinn' s does it and we 
know other people do, too." 

The new playground towering over the restaurant 

i "bigger than life" according to the brothers. ' 'Pictures are one 
thing, but you have to see it," said A lan Dukart. "We didn't real ­
ly envision this when we started.' ' 

The Dukarts aid they wanted something that wou ld keep 
kids coming back."We tried to put ourselves in a child 's pl ace." 
said Les Dukart. 

Working from n book of approved des igns, the brothers kept

"tinkering" with the pl an and add ing components. '' It kept 
getting bigger and bigger," said Les Dukart , "until we . aid

The playground is multi -level and covers 2000 square 
feet of . pace, but meets stringent safety standard. of both 
McDonald 's Corporation and the Dukart's . "Our fa the r 
taught us that OK is not good enough," aid Les Dukart. 

"For instance, the roof on the play area will withstand 
hurricane force wind and the play aren ha. padded beams

WILMAPCO 
comment 
period 
changed 

Public scrutiny of the the 2020 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan 
(MTP) has been put on hold again, 
according to Alexander Taft, execu­
tive director for the Wilmington 
Area Planning Council (WILMAP­
CO). 

The WJLMAPCO staff wanted 
more time to look at Lhe "technical 
document" wi th guidance from its 
members. "We probably won 't be 
ready for review until January," 
explai ned Taft. 

Taft said the draft MTP, which 
was originally presented at a public 
reception on Sept. 29, continues to 
be "a work in progre s" and the 
counci l wants it to have as much 
input from all sources as possible 
before proceeding to a final plan . 

Responding to questi ons already 
received regarding the draft, Taft 
said that the MTP did not include 
much new highway construction. 
" But, even if we wanted to do 
everything in the plan, only 1.1 per­
cent of the estimated budget is for 
bikes and greenways , said Taft , 
"while 60 to 80 percent wou ld go to 
maintenance and opera(ion of ex isl­
ing roadways." 

The officia l 30-day comment 
period to review the draft MTP wi ll 
be announced at a later date. 
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Study to assist development 
FUNDS ARE NEEDED for a 

comprehensive and indepen­
dent market study to determ ine 

the factors cri tica l to long-range 
business development and growth in 
the city of Newark. 

For the past two yl:ars, the 
Newark Business Association (NBA) 
has worked with the National Trust 
for Historic Preservation's National 
Mt~in Street enter (National Main 
Street) and has achieved a measure of 
success in keeping Main Street in 
Newark alive and well. 

The object of the market study is 
to maintain and enhance that progress 
and provide planni ng infom1ation to 
the city and to current and future busi­
nesses th roughout Newark. 

"We asked National Main Street 
for advice,'' said Dei rdre Peake, eco­
nomic deve lopment director for the 
NBA. "After consult ati on with them 
and local businesses, we asked Dr. 
Jeff Raffe l of the universit y's (of 
Delaware) Department of Urban 
Affairs to help develop a plan." 

Peake added, "It was a linle difficult 
because we had to make sure the uni-

versity docsn't influence the resul ts." 
The proposal developed by the 

rban Affairs depar1111ent includes a 
survey of Newark res idents to be 
clone by the university to establi sh 
shoppi ng preferences and ex peri ­
ences which might lead them to 
change their shopping ha bi ts. 

The plan also inc ludes a survey 
or those businesses ex pressing an 
interest in openi ng, ex panding or 
developi ng a bu ·iness in Newark 
wit hin the pas t two years. This will 
be done by the Delaware Public 
Administration Institute. 

Finall y the Center for 
Commu nity Development will ana­
lyze the data to estab li sh a plan of 
acti on, determine a retai l mix that 
could be supported by the local mar­
kets. and develop a business recruit­
ment strategy. 

Total cost for the th ree-part study 
together with a public service ass is­
tant for Peake is es titmtted ~11 
$65.000. The NBA is asking all local 
businesses to contribute at least $ 100 
to fu nd the st udy which is expected 
to benefi t everyone concerned. 

''Jeff Lang (uevclopcr for the 
Ga lleria) ;mel Richard l landloff (co­
owner of the National Five ~mel Ten and 
co-developer of Tmder's Alley) have 
both expressed an interest already in 
any results of this srudy," said Peake. 

In add ition, said Peake, "other 
towns interested in using Newark as a 
template fur their own progress" will 
he watching 10 see how th is works. 

The association docs not have any 
prev ious experience in fund-raising, 
accord ing to Peake. "We were 
advised to meet one-on-one with as 
many businesses as possible and tha t 
is what our committee members are 
cutTently doing," she said . 

Peake also stated th at State 
Repr sentative Timothy Boulden (R­
Newark) and Senators Steven Amick 
(R-Newark West) and Liane 
Sorenson (R-Hockessin) have offered 
to explore possible sources of fund ing 
through the New Castle Count y 
Economic Development Office and 
the state legislatu r . The NBA hopes 
to complete the study by early 1996.

"We are extremely gratefu l to the 
people in the Newark area and we 're 
working hard to continue to earn 
your trust, confidence and business ."

So this month the store 
I cated in the Market East Plant 
announced a new name, Na tural 
Food~ Ma rl..ct. 

"We felt we needed to clarify

''The old name wa~ confusing 
and a lot of people di d n ' t under~ t and 
it was a store." 

The cooperative b a non-prolit 
socia l se rvice organization which 
operates the store fur its members 
and also the ge neral public. ·'We have 
working and non-working member~ 
who pay a one-time fcc of $ 100 to 
joi n the co-op," sa id Bowen. 
"Work ing member~ . who volunteer 
time in the ~ t o re and at educational 
forums, get a ten perce nt discount on 
store merchandise. on-work ing 
members get a two percent discount."

"We try to pre­
sent the eco logical, poli ti ca l and 
medical bcneli ts of a nat ural foods 
li fes tyle," said Bowen. 

The Natural Foods Store carries 
"really high quali ty products like fresh 
milk with no bovine hotmones and 
free-range chicken," Rowen said. " We 
also have organic meats and produce, 
sugarless cereals and whole grains. 
vitamins, herbal medicines, homeo-

Bowen said the cooperat ive cur­

rently ha~ 6700 members of which 
about half are active partic ipants. ''We 
have a nine-member board of ·tew­
ards with staggered tenns," explai ned 
Bowen. "ln the store we have a gen­
eral manager and a night manager, 
and ful l and part ti me staffs. We also 
have a fu llt ime bookkeeper."

Commuter rail service to Newark 
was stopped in the early 1980s. 
DeiDOT expects to spend $7.5 mil­
lion on the project which they said 
wo uld be in place by the fa ll of 
1996. 

Planning comm ission member 
Jan Baty questioned the safety for 
bike traffic in the current plan. The 
comm ission recommended extend-

ing the bike lane to the station. 
Riegner added that phasing the 

project would lower the initial cost. 
The high level platfonn and tower 
and stair units would be left unbuilt 
until it was proven that the station had 
enough use to warrant bui lding them. 
Riegner said phasing would decrease 
the overall cost by $1.5 mi ll ion. 

Commi ssioner Smith was rhe 
only member who could nor recom-

Punishing kids with rewards 
I T SEEMS as if every time you 

pick up a newspaper or turn on 
the television. there is an article 

or report on how someone has come 
up with a new . lut ion to solve an 
old problem. Usuall y, the new and 
innovati ve solution involves reward­
ing those. who are perceived to be 
pan of the problem if they achieve 
some sort of desi red goa l. The 
desired goa l is usually set by the 
persons who are doing the reward­
ing. Some good examples are pi zza 
parties for reading books, ice cream 
in exchnnge for As on the rep01t 
card and even cold hard cash heing 
paid to kid. for not getting pregnant. 
The question is, does rewarding 
people for their behavior work? 

Our basic strategy for raising 
kids, teaching students and even 
moti vating people at work has 
essentially heen the same for the last 
100 years. If you do thi s. you'll get 
that. fn creasingly. thi. strategy is 
coming under attack. urrent 
research on rewards and motivation 
is showing, and rather con ·istently, 
that thi s approach offers , hort term 
gains but in the long run it fail s mis­
erably <mel even does lasting harm. 
People a wally do inferior work 
when bribed with pizzas, money or 
good grades. 

Most of us don 't want to hear thi.

argu ment, because we've been so 
conditioned to the old carrot and 
stick approach that we can ' t really 
conceive of any other method of 
mot ivating people, especially kids. 
After all. didn't B.P. Skinner show 
that rat. , mice and pigeons could be 
trained to pull a lever to get food ? 
Skinner did hi . research on animals 
and then wrote books about people. 
The logic back then a. well as today 
i that if it worked on rodents, it 
must also work on people. 
Unfortunately. that's not true. Let 's 
look a little at how kids learn and 
why this approach may be a seriou. 
problem. 

Initially, young children need no 
motivation to learn , as the parent of 
any pre chooler knows. They are 
naturally curious about their envi­
ronment. This attitude carries on 
into the school age years . Some 
argue that we . ap the intrinsic moti ­
vation that kids have by replacing it 
with extrinsic motivators such us 
pizzas, grades, gold stars and other 
rewards. The end result is that kids 
no longer learn because learning is 

fun , but the main motivation for 
lea rning becomes the desire to 
achieve some ort of reward . What 
happens then when the reward is no 
longer there? If you guessed that 
learning plummets, then you' re 
ri ght. 

Another point is that at any age. 
rewards are less effective th an 
intrinsic motivation for learning. If 
kids enjoy what they are learning, 
they actually tend to learn it better 
without a reward . I don't have to 
look far to see this in action. I have 
a fifth grader who still doesn ' t know 
hi s seven limes tables, but he can 
recite the score. of every one of last 
Sunday 's NPL and AP Top 25 
games as well as the current college 
rankings. What does that tell us? 

Of course , what we're talking 
about i. nothing less than reinvent­
ing our entire educational system. 
This makes a lot of people nervous, 
including me. In 4-H we are con­
stantly dangling trips, trophies and 
ribbons in front of kids to reward 
their learning. It is possible to mini ­
mize the sometimes damaging

effe ts that rewards do to a child's 
ability to learn by adopting a few 
strategi es. 

First of all , don ' t make u major 
deal out of rewards . You can still 
give them, but do it in a low key 
manner. Secondly, never let the 
award or reward become the sole 
reason for a learning activity. 
Remember that every time you have 
a winner, you also have losers. In 4-
H we sti II reward every kid who par­
ticipates with a ribbon , but the kids 
know who the winners are even if

Brainstorming 
about choices

T he most difficult question 
raised during the recent meet­
ing of the ommunit y 

Consensus Task Force held at 
Thu rgood Marsha ll School was how 
to convi nce suburban parent s to 
choose to send their children to 
Wilmington schools lo r grades 4 
and 5. 

The t<Jsk force, which has been 
meeting for over a year, is an open­
ended group of over 0 community 
members established by Christina 

chool District superintendent Iris 
Mett s to discuss and recommend 
fuiUre options for loca l school s fol ­
lowing the end of ourt-ordcrcd 
desegregation. 

" I think there was a long delay 
whi le we waited for the court dec i­
sion," sa id task force member Leslie 
Goldste in . "We couldn't really do a 
lot for much of the time we were in 
existence; we were stymied. Bu t we 
did rece ive a lot of information dur­
ing that time and we 've rea lly start ­
ed roll ing in the last several weeks." 

Mett s wou ld like to establi sh 
magnet schoob in Wilmington for 
gmdes 4 and 5. 

But many task force members do 

not believe that even the b st mag­
net schools wi ll attract ewarkers to 
Wilmington . 

"The hardest qu stion is whether 
we wi ll or we won' t go 10 a neigh­
borhood school system for cert ain 
grades above kindergarten," sai I 
Goldstein . ··or. Metts has sugges ted 
that we go with it for gr<Jdes K-3, 
and I worry thai that 's not a good 
idea. 

"My fear is that by the end of 
third grade, the kids in the econom­
ically disadvantaged schools wi ll be 
so far behind the suhurban kids that 
there's no hope of catching up. " 

But with enormous seat capacity 
in the Wilmi ngton schools and sar­
dine- like conditions in Newark 's 
elementary schoo ls, there may be 
little choice in the long run . 

··This group now understand s 
what we go through in trying 10 plan 
for the district," said assistant super­
intendent Capes Riley. "We also 
wanl parent s to understand and 
would be glad for their participa­
tion . Maybe they' ll say ' keep it like 
it is' and that's fine. But we ' ve got 
to get consensus on what we're 
doing." 

The nex t meeting of the Task 
Force will be on Nov. 29 at Bancroft

All students and school staff have a right to learn and work in school 
districts, schools and class rooms that have c1 arly stated and rigorous 
academi c standards. 

6 . All . tudents and school staff have a right to learn and work in well ­
qu ipped schools that have the instructional materi al. n eded to carry 

out a rigorous a ademic program. 
7. A ll stud nts and school staff have a ri ght to learn and work in schools 

where teachers know th ir subj ct matter and how to teach it. 
8. A ll tudent. and school staff hav a right to learn and wo rk in school 

districts, . chools and c lassrooms wh r hi gh grades stand fo r high 
achievement and promoti on i . earned . 

9. A ll tudents and school staff have a right to learn and work in school 
d istrict. and . chool. wher getti ng a high school diploma means 
having the knowledge and ski ll s e . ntial for college or a good j ob . 

10. A ll . tud nts and . chool staff have a right to b suppo rted by parents 
the commun ity, public officials and bu . ine s in their e ffo rts to uphold 
hi gh . tandard. of conduct and achi evem nt.

Turning Glasgow into regional center 

After one year in operati n, the 
me ocosm at Glasgow High School, 
and the four teachers who brought it 
to Glasgow, are making a significant 
impact upon students throughout the 
region. 

The teachers are Robert H. Gross, 
Jr., biology department chair, 
Catherine Houghton and Jack Bartley, 
biology teacher , and Paul Devine, 
technology department chair. 

A recent $25,000 grant awarded 
by ICI Americas helps further the 
impact. The grant money will fund 
the regional distribution of curricu­

lum and learning opportu-
nitie, . 

Support for curriculum 
development ha. been pro­
vided by a National Sci­
ence Foundation grant and 
money and , ervice have 
b en donated by local busi ­
nesse , agencie., the 
Smithsonian where the me-
ocosm was developed, and 

Senator Biden. 
S i nee opening the me-

The me ocosm uses algae crubbers 
to keep the water clean, with a hi­
product being a healthy cr p f algae. 

Data is being gathered and com­
piled by students. The hope is to 
provide the information to public and 
private schools, universities, busi­
ne. ses and governmental agenci . 
throughout the nation . 

It is this expansion of influence in 
the education and scientific commu­
nity, which attracted ICI America . 

This hub of scientific research and 
teaching c ntributed to Gro. s being 
selected by the National Science 
Teacher' Association to repre ent 

Delaware a part of the Access Excel­
lence program, ponsored by 
Genent ch Inc. 

Access Excellence will establi h 
a national network of , cience teacher 
to , hare inf rmation among them­
elves and with researchers in indus­

try for the advancement of the teach­
ing of science. 

"The me ocosm curriculum puts 
u in both world ,"say Gross. "We 
are involved in education and in inter­
acting with business and research. 
Our work is red fining what w view 
as the traditional role of a school. We 
are reaching out bey nd th brick 

walls and the restrictions of 
living in a particular region.'

A ward for Delaware by the 
National Association of Bi­
oi gy Teacher . 

oco m last year, the four 
teacher have been export­
ing their knowledge 
throughout the region n 
how to develop an artificial 
. elf- upporting environ­
ment and how to make it 
w rk as a major learning 
and re earch laboratory for 
students. 

Bob Gross, biology teacher at Glasgow High School, 
substitutes for the natural cleansing rain provides marsh 
plants by washing salt deposits from leaves in the high 
school's mesocosm. Salt is left behind when moisture in 
saltwater plants evaporates. Left on the leaves, salt will 
damage the cells. Students enrolled in technology classes 
are designing a sprinkler system to replicate the effects 
of rain for plants in the mesocosm. 

H was also one of three 
teachers awarded the state 
level Pre id ntial A ward for 
Excellence in Science and 
Mathematic Teaching. 

Gr said that his being 
named shou ld be viewed a 
recognition for the team of 
teachers at Glasgow. 

"We had a dream ... all 
four of u . We shared itju t 
as we bared the hard work 
in bringing our dream to frui ­
tion," he said. "It is now ur 
dream to continue our ef­
forts in developing a science 
program at Glasgow which 
give every student in ur 
sch ol, acr the region and

Glasg w students con­
duct experiments and inde­
pendent projects in the me­
socosm. The mesocosm has 
also become a fo u for tu­
dents enrolled in the new 
Pathways program, which 
is replacing general studies 
at all Christina School Dis­
trict high schools.
