With 
s uch enrollments, with less th an 
70 per cent of attendance, yet be· 
ing required to teach all the ub­
jects to seven or eight grades, the 
wonder is that the rural teachers 
do as well as the res ults show 
they ha ve done. These very large 
schools should be relieved by t ak­
ing out the three or four higher 
grades, concentrating these high­
er grades into a grammar room 
under one teacher, and by s uch 
concentration relieve the exce­
sive enrollment of from three to 
five schools, whose enrollment 
goes higher than twenty-five.

Instead, the State 
Boa rd of Education was advised 
to red uce the numbe r of non-res i­
dent pupil s that co uld be en roll ed 
by holding examinations a nd ad­
mitting on ly those who co uld pass 
thi s examination. Acco rdin gly, 
such an examination was held in 
August . At four or more places in 
each county, on a date in August, 
pupil s who had completed the 
grades or classes of their home or 
local schoo l, presented t hemselves 
in any convenient town school to 
pass a n examination. To be ad­
mitted to t he examination, the 
candidate must have completed 
a grade higher than the sixth 
grade. Two hundred and thirty­
three pupil s entered t he examina­
tions, 169 passed, therefore 64 
failed to pass. This examination 
was not required to be passed by 
pupils who had a lready attended 
an Approved High School; there­
fore, if there had been no exami­
nation, almost enough pupils to 
till the entire quota of one country 
would have been admitted on 
opening day. The admissions were 
so mu ch more numerous than in 
fo rmer years, that the quota was 
filled in each county in less than 
three weeks after opening day, an 
unprecedented occurance, showing 
that more High School opportuni­
ties must be provided by communi­
ties outside of the tow ns.

wo u lei gather the lar ger pupil s 
under one 01' more teachers at a 
cent ra l point in a gramma r room. 
it wo uld relieve all the over­
crowdi ng. give every child a bet­
te l' chance and at a minimum ex­
pen, e, To add another school 
room at each of the overcrowded 
. chools, and to employ another 
teacher in each of the added 
room: wou ld certainl y cost much 
more at the start and to operate. 
than wo uld one or two rooms and 
one 01' two teachers additional in 
a central school. For the good of 
the children the overcrowding 
should be relieved. and some au­
thoritv , hould be given power to 
en fc r~ e the relief. This relief 
would eas ily be secured for all 
the over-large schools at a small 
co't for plant and operation and 
sin ce it leaves the home school in 
ope ration fo r the smaller chil­
dren, it overcomes all objection 
to "transportation." since it af­
fects on ly the larger children, 
wh o ca n easily walk the distance 
which this centralized grammar 
school would be from their homes. 
With nothing but astonishment 
t h at the s e one-teacher rural 
schools have done as well as they 
have done; with praise for these 
teache rs and their sincere and 
faithful efforts. as a measure of 
justice to them and to their pu­
pils, and as ev idence of sympathy 
for thcm in t hei r hard situations, 
we should urge the discontinuance 
of the one-teacher-all-grade rural 
school. The rural teachers them­
scl vc~ should join in this effort to 
improve thei r conditions of work 
and to get a fairer chance f ur the 
Pllpil s,
