WILL CAN PUMPKINS 

Warehouse Full of Products 
- 31 Ca.ra Shipped Out 

This week brings to a close the larg­
est canning season ever seen in New­
ark, according to the production r e­
port rec",ived from the United Can­
neries yesterday. Upon inquiry, it 
was fo und t hat 270 tons of tomatoes 
and 860 tons of corn were packed at 
the local plan t during the apPl'oxi­
mate forty-five days of f ull-time oper­
ation. 

John F. Richards stated the other 
day, that a tota l of 31 carloads of 
corn a nd tomatoes ha d a lready been 
shipped from t he plant. The big new 
warehouse bui lt t his year is packed 
to the roof with cases ready for ship­
ment. 

Included in this record pack, are 
many hundi'eds of cases of tomato 
pulp , which will be used in ma king 
catsup. A force of workmen will be 
k ept at the United Canneries t hrough­
out the wi nter at this job. 

It is also planned to start canning 
pumpki ns and squash, ,,,hieh will soon 
come in from t he farmer-s tockholders 
in the concern . 

A lthoug h an accurate check has not 
as yet been co mpleted, it is estimated 
that the largest s ingl e grower to shi 
to this ca nnery from th e community 
was C. 1. Richards, fro m his far m 0 

the N ewark-Kemblesville Road. 

Production Report 
I ncluded iIi t he production at th 

local cann ery is the fo ll owing: 
42,649 cases o. 2 machine packed 

tomatoes; 1,583 cases No. 3 hand 
packed; 760 cases No. 10 (gallon cans 
6 to case) . 

12,586 gallon cans of skin and cor 
pulp; 19,312 cases corn ; 9,893 case 
whole tomato pulp, and 10,309 case 
No.3 machine packed tomatoes. 

About 300 people were employed a 
the canning pla nt at the peak of th 
season. No serious breakdowns weI' 
reported.

The chief blame for t he excessive 
price of coal seems to be divided be­
tween the operator and t he miner. 
The operators claim that if they pay 
the mine the present scale t hey can­
not in any way reduce the price pel' 
ton on a shipment from the colliery 
the overhead being excessive and 
many additional expenses for "dead" 
wor k being necessary in the delivery 
of the coa l at the tipple for which 
they receive no monetary r eturns. 
The miner realizes fu lly the hazards 
under whi ch he works, the limited 
time during which he is an active 
worker in the mine and the expense 
of ma intenance and protection of hi s 
family, and for that reaso n the pres­
ent sca le is none too large.

SURPRISE PARTY 

PENNSYLV ANIA WANTS 
$100,000,000 FOR ROADS 

Amending Constitution Only 
W ay To Get It 

The constitut ion of the Common­
wea lth of Pen nsy lvania contains, in 
section foul', article nine, a drastic 
regulation regarding the State going 
into debt. The section r eads : 

"No debt shall be created by 01' on 
behalf of the State, except to supply 
casua l deficiencies of r evenue, repel 
invas ion, suppress insurrection, de­
fend the State in war, or to pay ex­
is ting debt ; and tpe debt created to 
supply deficiencies in revenue shall 
never exceed, in the aggregate at any 
one time, one million dollars: Pro­
vided, however, That the General As­
sembly, irrespective of any debt, may 
a uthorize the State to issue bonds, to 
the amount of fifty millions of dol­
lars, for the purpose of improving and 
r ebuilding the highways of the Com­
monwealth." 

At t he November election voters 
are to be given a chance to vote "yes" 
or "no" on a n amendment increasing 
the amount from the above quoted 
fi fty millions to one hundred millions 
of aoll ars. 

In 1918 the voters gave the first 
$50,000,000 bond issue a majority of 
262,000. That money has been spent. 
It pulled a great part of Pennsylvania 
out of the mud. The new bond issue 
will bui ld many additional hundredrs 
of miles of durable highways. 

If the voters approve this new bond 
issue no time will be lost in getting the

Dr. Wilson is a native of Delaware, 
having been born at Milton. He is 
well known throughout the State and 
along the Eastern S hore of Maryland, 
where he formerly held important 
pastorates. He is one of the best 
known speakers in the country and 
everywhere is recognized as the out­
s tanding leader of temperance and re­
form work. For twelve yea r s he has 
represented the Methodist Episcopal 
Church in an· official capacity at the 
head of one of its benevolent boards. 
He has been term ed a "moral strate­
gist." He has ju t been elected a 
delegate from the annual Oregon 
Conference of the Methodist Epi copal 
Church. 

His father, John A. B. Wilson, was 
long pre iding elder in Delaware, and 
was one of the out tanding characters 
of Methodism in this State. 

It was by spical invit.ation that Dr. 
Wilson return d to preach the anni­
versary sermon at Barratt's hapel, 
an historic landmark in Methdoi~t 
history. It was here that Franci , 
Asbury, one of the founders of Meth­
odism in America, had numerous con­
ferences with leaders of the church. 
As an outgrowth of one of these con­
ferences, okesbury College, at Ab­
ington, Md., was established . . . .

Last winter the United States Live 
Stock Sanitar'y Association adopted _ 
the provisions contained "in these new 
regulations. They have also been 
adopted by various cattle breeders -
associations. The bureau of animal 
industry, in co-operation with state -
li ve stock sanitary a ut horities, will ~ 

carry them out, maintaining quaran­
tines to protect designated areas from 
t he introduction of untested animals 
from other counties or states. 

"Under the amended provision s a 
county may be designated as a modi- -
fied accredited area when a complete 
t est of all cattle in the aTea shows 
less than one-half of 1 per cent to be 
reactors-that is, affected with tuber­
culosis," says the acting secretary's ~ 

announcement. "Those few herds in 
which infected an imals weTe found 
wi ll be quarantined and cannot be re­
tested within less than sixty days 
from the date of the original test. 

"Once an erea is put in to t hi s modi­
fied accredited classification, no cattle 
can be brought in unless from an ac- -
credited herd or ~fter having passed 
a satisfactory tuberculin test . How­
ever, under certain conditions they 
may be brought in for slaughter or 
for feeding and grazi ng."
