Out front, the narrow road was
splattered with blood, and several
neighbors joined Mrs. Gillman with
flashlights, combing the woods
across the street from the house,
thinking perhaps the dog had been
struck by a car and had crawled
over there.

Next morning the search contin-
ued but with no results. She called
all the vets to see if the dog had
been taken there for help, had it
announced on a radio station, and
placed an ad in the paper.

Mrs. Gillman, a widow, lives alone
and the dog, her constant compan-
ion, was also her “ears” as Mrs.
Gillman is very deaf.

We feel that whoever accidentally
hit the dog, picked him up out of
fear and took him with them.
